New Haven, Oct. 28..'Fight, Army,
fight!" Across the big Bowl came the
old buttle cry of the Cadet corps this
evening from a thousand besieging,
frenzied stalwarts in the West Point

gray. Yale's football team, having
scored a touchdown in the third period,
chiefy by grace of a remarkable forwardpass for twenty-nine yards, was

leading the desperate Army eleven by
7 to 0. The shadows first were envelopingthe concrete coliseum tthe
fourth quarter was well on its way)
nnd Avmtf onnmiid dfifoatnd hv a

superior foe.
"Fight, Army, light!" Through the

gigantic saucer it echoed and reechoed,
and, while neurly half of the record
breaking crowd of 78.000 took up the
yell, the Army fought. Even as Yale
had struck through the air, so did.the
Cadets turn to the aerial attack to
save the day for them. Even as the
Elis had worked themselves to the
four-yard line with that great pass of
thoirs's, so did the West Pointers t^url
the ball for one startling gain of

twenty-eight yards, and soon hurled it
again for another brilliant advance of
sixteen yards. Two berserker smashes
into the thick of a fighting mass of
blue Jerseys.and Bill Wood was over.

A kick by Smytho and the Army eleven,which only a short while before
had appeared beaten, was on even

terms with tho Elis: 7 to 7.

This young man. called "Whltey"
ft rarkcrsburg, W. Va.. was a streak

an eol, with* a neat habit of making his
feint at the end and then cutting sharplyoutside tackle. He had a fine wfny
of reversing himself, too. He proved
himself » quick starter, a fine kicker.
a. formidable exponent of that formidabletriple thregt which came near
causing the downfsll of the Army.

It was toward tho close of the third
period that Neale made his pass to
Mallory, that Yale topped off a steady
advance of HO yards with a touchdown
by that same "Whltey" from West Virginiajvho had been bothering the
Cadets Inordinately all afternoon. It
was an advance which outdid that
made by the Cadets for their touchdown.for they went only 43 yards. Tho

51,000 SEE THE CONTEST

Neidlingcr Boots Ball From
Placement for Green's Lone

Score of Day.

Cambridge. Mass., Oct. 28..Harvard's

football team, playing against Dartmouthfor the first time in ten yearn,
won a desperately fought battle by a 12
to 3 score before an uproariously excitedcrowd of 51,000 in the Stadium
this afternoon. The Dartmouth team
presented energetic and at times a brilliantdefense against the Cambridge attackas demonstrated by the finest team
which Coach Fisher could place at the
command of Capt. Buell.
The regulars, many of whom had not

played for a week, were not nearly so

powerful as they were a week ago. Still
Harvard alw-ays held the upper hand,
The Cambridge scores were produced by
two field goals and a touchdown, while
Dartmouth made its three points on a

goal from placement.
Capt. Buell missed two easy drop kick

shots before he scored Harvard's first
three points in the second period. Also,
before the first change of sides, NeldIingermissed a placement shot from
Harvard's 32 yard line. Buell'n goal
was made from the 18 yard line and set
the count at 3 to 0 at the end of the first
half.
The second half found both teams

fighting for everything in sight. The
tackling was wonderfully clean, and
neither team's attack could make much
ground in the other's territory. Harvard
had two chances for placement goals in
the third period, near the end of which
George Owen scored from Dartmouth's
31 yard line. This pretty shot was foljlowed by a 49 yard placement goal by
Neidltnger, one of the Dartmouth guards.
It was soon after this that Harvard got
In the blow that settled the game and
broke down Hanover's last hope. The
Green had I he ball .on Harvard's 48 yard
line In the final period,

Harris was sent back to make a for-
ward pass instead of to kick, but as he
got tlie bail away Percy Jenkins, who
was substituting on a Harvard wing.
rushed it. hit the ball as It was passed
and knocked it a few feet into the air
and directly over his own head. The
ball came down squarely Into Jenkins's
hnn-ls. while Harris had been sent
sprawling on the ground. Jenkins had
an optn field and all he had to do was

to trot down the field, covering nearly
forty-five yards for the touchdown.
Dartmouth showed little on attack excepton Its own side of the field, making
four first downs only.

A Kicking Duel.

For thb greater part of the match
the play developed Into a kicking duel
between Gehrke of Harvard and Harris
of Dartmouth, with the Cambridge
kicker having the advantage of distance,
but outkicklng his ends so far that Mills'
made many very brilliant run backs.
The Cambridge machine play never dlj
strike last year's gait. Harvard lacked
a real rushing punch, being held for
downs on the Hanover B yard lino
after a fine forward pass gain by Owen,
and later being stopped dead when It
put all Us rushing force Into an attempt
to score a touchdown after Jenkins had
recovered a Dartmouth fumble within
twenty yaras 01 me nanover goai |iuoi«.

It w«i a splendid frame to watch. No
match in the stadium this year has
shown better rush line tackling than
that demonstrated by Cannell's New
Hampshire players, who upset the Cambridgerunning attack time and time
again and seldom were at a Ions to
stop the Crimson's strategic* of double
passes, delays and fakes.

Harvard's line lacked lifting power
and was outplayed much of the time by
its opponents. On the other hand. Harvardwas equally aggressive and powerfulon defense, and it really was the
defensive work of the teams which stood
out far above the attack. Dartmouth
did not show much In the way of forwardpassing, hut Harvard made .severalcompleted passes, although not able
to get any one except Owen really loose.
Then the Crimson did not have the
power when the greatest bach on either
tenm had carried the bail to within ieas
than fifteen yards of the Hanover goal
line.
Dartmouth to-day was twice penalised

fifteen yards for Interfering with fair
catches by the Harvard backs. Each
break of the rules occurred on Dartmouth'sown side of the field, but after
being placed close to the objective Harvardcould not deliver a toucluTowg by
means of Its rushing game, and Buell
missed two very easy chances for dropkickgoals, though splendidly protected.

Harvard Takes Kirk.

Harvard won the toss and chose to
take the klckofT^from the west goal.
The ball went over the goal line, but
Dartmouth returned the kick Immediately.Then came a couple of IneffectiveHarvard rashes and another kick.
Dartmouth tried rushing, but could not
gain, and It was Harvard's ball on

Dartmouth's 45 yard tine. Owen matfn'
six yards, hut Chapln and Oehrko could
not gain, and Buell from the 35 yard
line missed the goal by twenty feet.
Dartmouth tried the Harvard lln" for

three rushes and then kicked to mtdfleld,
losing ten yards by Interfering with a

fair catch. But Harvard could only
gain six yards In three rushes, and a

poor kick gave the ball to Dartmouth
on Its 42 yard line. Tn the rushes
Dartmouth lost Ave yards, so a kick
followed to Harvard's 40 yard line.
More exchange of kicks planted the ball
