MUSSOLINI WOULD
IMPROVE EMIGRATION

Thinks Careful Choice Made
in Italy Would Be Help Here.

Rope, Oct. 30 (Assoclated Press).—
| “Nothing but good can be said about the

United States. One alwaye must speak
well of one's creditor—and we all owe
the United States money."

Thus spoke Benito Mussolinl, the new
Premier and head of the Fascisti, when
he recelved the correspondents to-day
prior to his departurs from the Hotel
Savols for the Ministry of Forelgn Af-
faire, where he put the finishing touch
on his "Government,” as he insi=ts on
having It called. Then, assuming a mora
serfous tone, Mussolini continued :

“We. hope we achieve a policy of
rapprochement and closer relations and
an economle entente between Italy and
the United States. Plense don't quote
me as wishing to give advice to the|
United States, because my hands are |
full right here, but I think her pollcy
toward Italian immigration gmight be
improved,

“Tt seems to me that 42,000 Italians
constitutes a very small quota to be
permlitted to enter the United States
yeurly, considering what hardy workers |,
the Italikns are. Perhaps If a careful
choice of emigrants, especlally of agri-
cultural workers, were, made on this
side of the water and the United States
would permit only picked men to land|
on her shores, it might prove a benefit
Ao both countries. Thisa is one matter
my Government intends to take up with
the Tnited States,

“We intend to followsa pollcy of na-
tional dienity In our relations with for-
elgn countrles; not a policy of ad-
venture, but one of frlendship to those
nations “displaying friendship for us”

“Our polley .dn Internal affalrs will
be one of “strict economy, discipline and
the restoration of our flnances,

“The Fasclstl movement, which hegan
as bourgeois, now has become syndical-
Ist, but of national syndicallam, tak-
Ing into account the Interests of work-
ingmen and those of employers and pro-
ducers. Please emphasize that we are
note antl-proletarian,”

Muss=olini said he expected to appear
before the Chamber on November 7.
