The most suave of many well known
travelers who arrived last evening by
the White Star liner Olympic was the
giant Russian basso, Keodor Chaltapin.
who permitted a score of photographers!
to pose him forty times and then, with
smiling Imperturbability, told reporters
all they asked about his doings in
Europe and gave a somewhat guarded
exprcnetoh of his ideas about Russia,
lie Uttenmpted at first to outline his
Ideas in English, but finally gave up and
called his secretary, who acted as his
Interpreter.

If an American, re said, he would feel
bound to abide by all American laws,
no matter what his political opinion
might be. Tito Bolshevlkl now control
Russia, and as a citizen of Russia he
obeys the Russian laws. He would feel
the same sort of obligation If there
happened «o bo a Czaristlc Government.
What else could a good Russian do?
As to Ills obligation to return to Russia,the Ldg man said lie was as "free as

anybody in the worid," and that he
L-ould go where ho pleased and stay as

long us ho liked, and Russia would not
Interfere. At present his wife and five
children are In England and the rest of
the family In Russia. lie will return to
Russia, but when Is uncertain. At pros-
ert lie Is chiefly concerned in fulfilling
tils singing engagements in the United
States, beginning with a concert at Car-
ncgle Hall next Sunday evening, and
fifteen appearances later at the Metro-
polltan.

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Bernard Vaughny
Famous Jesuity
Dead in London

Noted Author and Lecturer
Attacked 'Sins of Society*

in Sermons.

London, Oct. 31 (Associated Press).
.Father Bernard Vaughn, a prominentJesuit priest and a brother of the
late Cardinal Vaughn, died hero to-day.

Father Vaughn became ill two or

three months ago at Sheffield, but recoveredsufficiently to be removed to

the Jesuit college at Putney. There he

v.as able to get about in a rolling chair,
but took to his bed after a relapse
three days ago.

Father Bernard Vaughn was one of
the greatest contemporary pulpit orators.and Internationally known as an

author, lecturer and social worker In
London. While in New York in 1911
and 1912 Father Vaughn preached a

series of sermons which made htm
known throughout this country as an

eloquent Catholic apologist, ahti-femlnlst
and opponent of Socialism. His war

utterances were Intensely patriotic.
Bernard Vaughn was born August 20.

1847, at Courtfleld, In Hertfordshire, the
son pf Col. Vaughn. Of his eight
brothers six became priests, the most
famous being Herbert, Cardinal Archbishopof Westminster, who died in
1903. .Late in the nineteenth century
and early In the 190O's Father Vaughn
came Into prominence because of his
religious and social work among the
poor of Manchester and London. In
1906 Father Vaughn delivered his famoussermons on "Tlie Sins of Society,"and gave the next year a Lenten
course. "The Sins of Society Gauged
by the rassion of Christ."
Although himself a member of a dls-

Hngulshed family, dating rrom tt e .>nrn:anConquest, Father Vaughn's attacks
t pon high society won h.tn universal
approval, and were widely qu'.ted becauseof their honesty and fearlessness.
He went to Montreal in 1910 as Cathedralpreacher at the ICucharlstlc Congressand traveled and lectured in
Alaska, Canada, the United States,
Japan, China, Italy atid Krjnce Pope
Benedict sent Father Vaughn a letter
of congratulation upon his religious jubileeIn 1918.

Father Vaughn was sharply criticized
for having advised fcritish soldi* ts from
the pulpit to kill the Germans a* an act
ct self preservation. To one critic he
loplled at the time: "Sir, unoss our

troops are out at the front to 1:111 Ger-
inans. let them come home and get killed
with us. They won't have to wa't long "

Upon the first anniversary of the entry
ot the United States into the conflict
Father Vaughn sent a eongrxulatnry1
message to America in which he addressedUie people of the '

.ie "the champions of the rlglc
kind."
