Boris Hambourg, cellist, gave a recital

last evening In Town Hail. Mr. Hambourg,who Is a brother of Mark Ham-
bourg, the pianist, has been heard here
often. He is now tenoning in Toronto
and came to this city purposely for his

, concert. His program was one of solid
substance and varied interest. He per-
formed some Bach to begin with, and
then a sonata In F major by Vivaldi.
Who is earning considerable belated recognition.Considering the fact that he
died in 174 3 and that his mighty German
contemporary regarded his music as well
worth while, he Is not known to the mass
of music lovers as ne ought to be.

ment, though they are always safe in the
hands of Mr. Franko. The necessity for
editing arises from the alteration in the

groups of Instruments and small audltotrlums.

In the department of the solo compositionsof the fathers of modern music
there has been so much- editing and
arranging and transcribing that It
would puzzle a Spittn or a Jahn to discoverwhat were the original forms of
some of the pieces paraded as concertos
or sonatas. However, in the case of the
Saint-Saens'a D minor cello concerto,
heard last evening, there need be no
doubts. It is a well authenticated concertoand has been delivered to the publicby numerous virtuosi. Other works
completing the program of Mr. Hambourg'srecital were by Debussy and
Rubinstein. The cellist performed all
his duties with sobriety and a manifest
respect for the composers. Reginald
Stewart was at the piano.

Mme. Anna Doob-Kopetzky, soprano,
gave a sons recital in Aeolian Hall yes-
terday afternoon. She sang songs by
Schubert, Schumann, Bralims, Hugo
Vt*olf, Debussy and others. A considerableaudience apolauded her generous'1 y

Miss Ethel Frank, a Boston soprano,
Who was heard in a recital here a few

Rich string quartet and a harpsichord
accompaniment. This music, which was
new here, was found by Miss Frank last
summer in an old library in France.

Mozart
was represented by the "Che jour Aspro"
air from "II Seraglio," Rimsky-Korsakov
by "The Song of the Bride," sung withoutaccompaniment, from his "Tsar's
Bride," and, among other composers.

Her voice has limitations of
color and brilliancy, but she shows much
skill in using it.

fore Justice McAvoy and a jury in the ]
Supreme Court.
James M. Fisk, counsel for Mrs n(

Ceballos, announced at the beginning of hj
the afternoon session that she had becomeso nervous, following her cross ex- j,,,
amlnatlon. that it was "physically lm-
possible for her to go on with the case."
"She Just cannot submit to any

further examination." he added, "and
has asked me to withdraw her complaintto relieve her of any further
ordeal."
Answering an inquiry later, Mr. Fisk

said there had been no financial settle-
ment. H. J. Lynch, who represented
Mr. Hendrix. at tho forenoon session
resumed his examination In the plaintiff'spast, where ho delved during the
first day of the trial He asked if Mr3.
Ceballos had not sued Mr. Hendrix be-
fore for alleged breach of promise. The
witness denied that she had and added:

"I sued him In May, 1910, because he
had for three or four years kept on
promising to marry me as soon as X got
a divorce from my first husband, Mr.
Fuller, whom 1 married but never loved.
But Mr. Hendrix would not marry me
after I got the divorce, in December,
1909."

Mr. Lynch read several post cards
which he said Mrs. Ceballos sent to Mr.
Hendrix's home, his club a*id Wall street
office, signed "Mona," "Your little actresswife to be" or "Your loving actress
child wife." Mrs. Ceballos was known
on the stage as Mona Desmond, the
'Dresden China Girl."
One of these messages read: "I love

you in spite of the black eye you gave
Die." Another, as produced by Mr.
Lynch, was: "My heart's all gone on accountof your beating, but I love you
Just the same." In another was written: ;"I will never, never give you up."

Mrs. Ceballos admitted visiting resorts
in Florida and the Bahamas with Mr.
Hendrix and later receiving an allowancefrom him. Asked if she looked
upon Mr. Hendrix as quite liberal she
said: |"Of course."
"And you love him yet?" Mr. Lynch

queried.
"Certainly." she replied. "Once in

love, always in love."
