CLEVELAXD, XNov, 4.—Becretary of
Btate Churles B, Hughes in an address
here to.night In support of the candi-
dacy of waon D, Fess for the United
States reviewed the Harding
Administration’s industrial and for-
elgn Iauilt";\.\",

“The principles of Anvérican forelgn
pollay," sald Mr, Hughes, “are simple
and readily stated. We do not covet
any territory anywhere on God's broad
enrth, We are now seeking a sphere
of special cconomic influence and en-
denvoring to control others for gur
aggrandizement.

“We are not seeking special privi-
leges anywhere at the expense of oth-
ers. We wish to protect the just and
egqual rights of Americans everywhere
in the world.g

“We wish to malntain the equality
of commercial opportunity—as we call
it, the open door. That is not in
derogntion of anybody else. The door
is just ns open to others as it is to us.
Equality means equality., It doesn't
mean privilege.

“We desire to see peaceful settle-
ments. We are mpst desirous to see
the world starting again on a sound
ecunomic basls, with every people in-
gpired by hope and girded to the high-
est achievements in the Interest of
thelr prosperity. Wherever we have
had a chance to promote peaceful sef-
tlements in this troubled world we
have taken it."

Mr. Hughesa's Address.

“The close of the campalgn brings us
btk  to  vieal questions,” sald Mr.
Hughes. “They are questions which
affect every wage earner, epyery one in
industry, trade or agriculture.

“The tests are very simple. The Re-
publican Administration does not face
these questlons with mere professions
und vague promi The Repul b1
Aministration stands on ¢he solid ground
of actunl achlevemnent. In the face of
what hag been accomplished under this
Administration it is idle to rehash old
controvefkles or to try to stir up false
issuos.

“We needed protection for American
industry. It has been supplied. Hera
We touch a fundamental point of dif-
ference between the two parties. That
difference s one of principle. The He-
publican party believes in a policy of
protection.

You can
never get adequate protection for
Amerlean Industry from a Democratie
Administration.

For milllons of voters who will go
to the polls Tuesday to participate in
the natlonal contest of ballots one of
the most Interesting fentures will be
the guestion of prohibition, which will
come up In differgnt forms in virtu-
ally all sections of the country,

lllinois and Ohlo appear to be the
favorite stamping ' grounds of the
wets, Both® States will submit prohi-
bition direct to the people in the form
of referendums to amend the State
and Federal laws in such a manner
that they will legalize the manufac-
ture and sale of beer and light wines,
The Issué also has been reflected In
the Congressional campalgns In both
States, Illinois has fourteen ecandi-
dates for Oongress who are prepared
to stand or fall with the wets, while
seven others are pledged as definitely
to the drys. In Ohio fourteen candl-
dates are epposed to prohibition and
twenty-eight have come out In favor
of it,

An analysis of ‘the situation in fif-
teen middle Western Statea however,
seems to be more comforting to the
drys than to the wets, for of some 226
Congressional candldates who Have
pledged themselves on the prohibition
irsue 17 avowedly are dry and only

61 wat. In Texas 6 are wet and 24
dry. Every candidate (n Okla-
homa's elght districts is dry, while
Knneas, Minnesota, Michigan, North

Dukota and Kentucky lgnore the ques-
tlon,

Canlifornia Has Referendom.

Californla and Massachusetts also
will submit the wet and ary issue to
the people, although In forms less
direct than Illinola or Qhlo. In Call-
fornla It appears on the ballot as a
referendum measure known as the
Wright act, which would adopt the
Volstead act as a State law  In Mus-
sachusetts the people will vole on n
mensure to formulate State prohibition
enforcement regulations In  harmony
with the Volstead law.

Prohlbition i a secondary lasue In
soveral other States, Including New
York and New Jersey, for the Demo-
erntle orgunizgations In both Swates have
inserted wet planks in their platforma.
Gov. Edwards of New Jersey, who has
been an uncompromising opponent of
prohibition slnce long before the Vol-
stend act becamo effective, Is running
on o platform containing a plank fav-
oring the return of beer and light
wines and condemning the prohibition
law as having encouraged bootlegging.
It Is pointed out, however, that the
plank {8 not so ‘damp’ as the one on
which Edwards was elected Governor
three years ago. At that time he was
