diplomatic corps, and, of course, the
lodies of their families, It is a melan-
chioly interest.  For now that the corps
is settling down to winter quarters;
one reallzes that the summer mua.i-
ties have been terrific.

celebrated his fifty-seventh
last Thursday segmed “to make much
impression. In fact/ while he d «
Lirthday, it is perhaps rather @xas-
gerating to say ®hat he “c elebrated."”
For he spent most of the day at his
desk as usual, receiving the wusual
number of visilors, and having the
usual number of confererces, and
watching over Mrs, Harding out of
one corner of his mind's eye. You sce
they were a bit worrled about Mra.
Harding, she had been dolng so well,
and . then she had—well, it didn"t
amount to a pelapse, but a Httler hit of
a sethack, during the cold wehther of
Jast week, but it passed away very
nicely

Still the Precldent dldn't have much
of i blrthday, especinlly o8 compired

with his fifty-tifth, when the people of
ﬂwrm United States gave him their votes

—votes of confidence—in such over-
whelming numbers that they landed him
in the White House and, incidentally, "a
peck"—yea, muny pecks—of trouhle. It
nimost spemed as if there was more of-
fielnl cognizance taken in Washingtdn
uf the birthday of the Mikado last Tues-
day than there was of the President's
on Thursday, though of course the White
TMouse was flooded with telegrams and
flowers and such tokens of good will,
for there was any number of officinl
sreotings and assurances of  distin-
ulshed conslderation, from the FPresi-
dent's down, cabled to Tokle, and Elu‘
Charge A’Affalres and Mme, Saburl tng
tertained at lincheon and at dinner in
celebration of Yoshilito's birthday—a
large luncheon, for members of the em-
haasy staff and other Japanese residents
of Washington, and a smaller dinner
Just for members of the staff.

And at that it was not realy the
\1Ikadus birthday—only his  official

“foupr de fote,” as it were. For Yoshihito
was vareless about pleking his hirthday
and arrived on earth in August, an “off
copson.” when the celebrating isn't par-
tleularly good. So they declded to have
lis official birthday in chrysanthemum
thme, and picked October 31 as better
sulted to a nationwide celebration.
