Cleveland Opens
as Keith Memorial

The $5,000,000 'Pantheon ofj
Variety' Has Many UnusualFeatures.

Special Dispatch to The New York IIrjui.d.

Cleveland, Nov. 6..E. F. Altoee's new
F'alace Theater, at Euclid avenue and
East Seventeenth street, was opened
here to-night by a brilliant tvudience
representing the city and State admlnis-
tratlons, as well as society of New York
and other cities. The twenty-one story
olAce building housing ttic theater cost
15,000,000.
The seating capacity, 3,680, has been

exceeded by other theaters, but Its generaldimensions make the structure the
most imposing. It was erected by Mr.
Albee, present head of the Keith circuit,
as a memorial to his lifelong friend B.
F. Keith, its founder. It was designed
by Mr. Allien and Its construction was

supervised by him. It is a Utopian dream
of a vaudeville house, the climax of Mr.
AI bee's long career as a theater designer.It might lie called the Pantheon
01 variety, putting to shame many a
lauded opera house abroad.
The chief feature that strikes the eye

is the hall between lobby and auditorium,which looks as If It had been de-
signed for th<- deliberations of a senato-
rial body. Here, on ground floor and
balcony, to which a handsome marble
balustrade leads, are costly paintings by
Corot, Sir Peter Lely, Bougucreau,
Emll Van Marcke, George Inness, Leon
I- Hormltte, Jean Jacques Henncr, Adolpq
Schreyer, Jan'Both, Jean Georges Vlbert,
Francis Fltmeng and Lillian Oenth.
The hall has marble pillars and a rug

that is said to be the largest piece of
single weaving In the world. One doubts
whether the management for the first
few months will be able to get the
patrons past this picture gallery in order
to look at the auditorium or the bill of
e'litertalnecs.
Back stage, the employees check In as

at a hotel, and have all the comforts of
such a hostelry. They have tastefully
done greenrooms, handsome dressing
rooms, individual dressing tables of
boudoir style for each chorus girl and
shower baths for everyone, including
even the porters and the animals, who
are kept In a separate chamber speciallydesigned for them.
