SHIP OWNERS DISCUSS
PROBLEMS OF SUBSIDY

Harder Now to Keep Crews
SO Per Cent. American.

Members of the American Steamship
Owners Association at the regular quarterlymeeting held yesterday at 11

B;t>adway agreed that in view of the
Imminence of the passage of the ship
subsidy bill operating managers of
American vessels should begin preparingto comply with the provisions of the
legislation.

Chief of the operating problems to be
created by e actment of the law will he
the Immediate necessity of having 60
per cent, of the unlicensed personnel
aboard ships receiving the subsidy
American citizens. Within two years of
the grant of the subsidy this proportion
must be raised to 66 3-3 per cent. Con-
eededly, privately owned American shippingIs at present well below the miniman specified.
Some difficulty, It Is acknowledged,

may bo found In obtaining the services
of enough American citterns properly
qualified for Jobs aboard ship. Many
competent seamen have been drawn Into
employment ashore as a result of the
revival of domestic business, especially
building, and there aro fewer unemployedon the waterfront by tnsny thousandsthan there were earlier In the
year.

Careful study will be given also to the
requirement that within three years
companies operating tonnage on which
the subsidy Is paid must have 75 per
< -nt. of their vessels under the Americanflag and to the aectlon providing
that 50 per cent, of the immigrants comingannually to the United States must
be transported in American ships.

A. J. McCarthy, manager of the
American flag ships of the international
Mercantile Marine Company and chairmanof the shipowners' committee on

seagoing personnel, explained the new
continuous discharge books providing a

record of the past employment of unlicensedemployees. It was voted to
recommend the adoption of the books to
nil member companies.
