
PRESIDENT SOUNDS
RED CROSS APPEAL

Issues Proclamation Urging
Generous Donations to

Organization.

DOLL CALL OPENS TO-DAY

Executive Points to Huge Demandsfor Relief, Notably
in Near East.

Washington*. Nov. 10..President
Harding in a proclamation to-day callingattention to the annual membership
roll call of the American Red Cross,
which begins to-morrow, declared
"there are peculiarly urgent reasons to

appeal this year In behalf of an even
greater generosity than lias been uecesaaryin some other times."

| Notable among those reasons the
i T'reaident mentions the situation in the

Near East, where he asserts millions
must look to more favored nations, such
Us the United States, for the means of
life. He bespeaks the aid of the Americanpeople for the Red Cross as one of
ihe chief relief agencies for the Near
East unfortunates, and the cooperation
of Americans in support, of all the
organizations at work in that portion of
the world. The proclamation follows:
'To the American People:

"The assurance, based on many years'
experience, that there will be prompt
and generous response makes it always
a satisfaction to direct public attention
to the annual membership roll call of the
American Red Cross. This year it will
open on Arm 1st ice Day, November 11,
and close on Thanksgiving Day, November30. As President of the United
States and also president of the AmericanRed Cross, I hereby proclaim November12 as Red Cross Sunday, and
Invite all the people to unite with their
{spiritual leaders in such observance of
it as may promote a renewed consecrationto the gospel of service based upon
divine injunction and sanctioned by all
good conscience.
"By the terms of the Congressional

charter, which called It into being the
American Red Crops is charged with
certain clearly defined duties and
obligations. These it has continued
during the last year to discharge
faithfully and efficiently.
"There are peculiarly urgent reasons

to appeal this year In bel\alf of an even
greater generosity than has been necessaryin pome other times because of
the extraordinary demands upon such
services of mercy and humanity.
"One of the most fearful disasters

of all history has befallen the ill fated
Near Eastern area, where the Uvea of
millions of unfortunate people even now
depend, and must continue for a longtimeto depend, on the untiring liberalityof more favored communities. A
very great sum is required to be raised
ii me emergency snail no met; anfi
while the task is one to which all well
disposed peoples must contibute, our
own country In virtue alike of its inspirationsof humanity and its fortunateendowment in material possessionsmust be conspicuous for both the
preat share it shall pivc and the hiph
spirit animating the gift. It is thereforeasked that cooperation be establishedbetween the lted Cross, the Near
Mast Relief and all other agencies
which are concern»d to assise in deal5npwith this crisis.

"In the domestic field demands oon1"*

tlnue to press heavily upon the Tied
Cross. The Government is earnestlyseekinp to insure to every diseased or
disabled ex-service man the full meas\iroof care and help which national
gratitude and simple justice dictate.
The aim must be to restore every service
man to the best possible health and the
largest opportuni'y for a normal ond
self-supporting life. In this effort the
Oovimment, the .Army and Navy have
pladlv availed themselves of the assistanceof the lted Cross, which, due to its
nationwide volunteer organization, has
been a constant and valued aid.

"In the broad Held concerned with
the physical welfare of the people theI.'ed Cross, in sympathetic contact with
other orpanizntions and the Federal and
State bureaus, has been particularlyactive In the establishment and supportof pi bile health activities for the preventionof disease and the encourapementof sound sanitation. In its peculiarand historic field of disaster relief theRed Cross has nv t the emergencies
brought about by the largo number offlood* and other calamities during theInst year. and Is still called upon to aidthe *.i;fTerlng in the foreign lands due to
war and pestilence. For these reasons,
i egardless of the multitude of local prob-iema In every community, the Americanfled Cross deserves well at the hands of
the Arrerican people.

ICOAL MEN ASK CARS,!
LESS UNION CONTROL
Operators Say Sway of Mine

Workers Threatens GeneralCalamity.

DENY DEMORALIZATION;

Wages Can't Re Standardized,'
Committee Tells Federal

Commission.

Washington, Nov. lv..Freedom from
"artificially provoked labor troubles"
and adequate transportation are the two

requirements most needed by the coal
industry, according to a letter from a

committee of bituminous operutors, filed
to-day by request of the United States
Ccal Commission. A denial that "acknowledgeddemoralization" existed in
the industry because of recent difficultiesand a suggestion that extension of
"autocratic control" by the United Mine
Workers of America would add to the
difficulties were Incorporated in the
report.
The commission asked for the employers'view of how to ascertain all

facts concerning coal production.
Suggest Seven Points.

The operators' letter set out seven
points which they considered should be
covered, as follows:

"The effect on production and on the
price of coal to the consumer of the
monopolistic and absentee control of
mine labor in the United-States.
"The opposition of organized labor

to the introduction of labor saving machinery.
"Tlie non-observanec by organized laborof contracts made on its behalf.
"The existing prices of mining materialsand supplies and a comparison

between them and the prices existing
prior to the war.
"The existing freight rates and a com'parison between them and the rates px|istlng prior to the war.
"The effect of inadequate transporta|t:on facilities on production and cost of

coal.
"The character and quality of the dlf-

fc-rent coals, the uses to which they are

put and the demand therefore."
Questions concerning the cause of

strikes brought answers criticizing the
miners' union.

"Strikes occur from time to time at
individual mines by reason of local
causes," the letter said. "They are
usually a breach of contract on ti c part
of the miners. In the opinion of this committee,and the continuation, to say
nothing of any further extension of the
autocratic power of the United Aline
Workers of America, would be calamitousto the general welfare of the coun-
trAk"
'jObject to t losing Mines.

Wage payments cannot be standardized,tbe operators contended, because
of variance in living costs »«d condl!tions. A suggestion from the commls!sion that overproduction in coal mines
might r>o mot hy closing down noneconomic.mines under statutory auithorlty to be hereafter created was

strongly attacked.
"Wo know of no way in which any

mine may be closed down contrary to
the wish of the owner, except by the
operation of economic law,'* the opera-
tors said.
The letter declared the following

points were basic:
"First.Tbat every man hap a right

to w'ork without either interference or
compulsion when, for whom mid upon
such terms as he may see fit.

"Second.That while the rir.lit of
workers to organize for legitimate purIposes cannot be denied, su.-h organizationshave no right to impede v.- restrain
those who do aot care to Join or to deal
with them.
"Third.That the right of private

property is and must remain inviolable.
"Fourth.That in the last r solve the

law of supply and demand always has
and always will determine prices; that
no legislation can long interfere with
this inexorable rule; that any interferencecan only be Justified. If nt all, in
time of war, and that at a»y other time
it will Inevitably produce greater evils
than those which it seeks to suppress."
