UTILITIES CONTROL ISSUE

Meeting Defers Decision After
Motions to Kill Each

Measure Are Lost.

The New York City Charter RevisionCommission, appointed a year
ago by Gov. Miller, met yesterday in

Comptroller Craig's office and discussedtwo charter proposals, one by
Mr. Craig and the other by F. W. M.
Cutcheon, counsel to the commission.

Craig's plan, known as the "birch
bark charter" because he said he
wrote it on birch bark in the Canadianwoods last winter, gives the city
homo rule as interpreted by the Hylan
administration. The Cutcheon draft
is entitled a "home rule charter."
but it limits control of public utilities

by making the city "subject to the
laws of the State whether heretofore
or hereafter enacted."

Neither plan was adopted. After a

talk the commission adjourned until
2:30 o'clock Friday so that the membersmay have time to study Mr.
Cutcheon's plan, which was submitted
to them only four days ago. A motionto "receive it and make it part of
the record." offered by Mr. Craig with
the purpose of tabling it, was lost by
seven votes to six. Another motion.
by Lewis A. Delafleld, to "receive It

and use It as a basis to work on" (and
scrap Craig's plan) was also lost,

j seven to six.
ft was apparent, however, that Craig

Is In the minority, and It is probable
that the Cutcheon draft will be adopted
by the commission in spite of his objections.

The Two Plans./

In that case, as Mr. Craig pointed
out. It must pass the new legislature,
with a Democratic Senate favouring home
rule, and then be approved in turn by
Major Hylan and Gov. Smith, a virtual
Impossibllltj'. The only other alternativeappears to be the adoption by the
commission of Craig's plan or a, third
plan containing parts of each.

Mr. Craig tried to get the commissionto agree to consider his plan first,
and warned the other members if thejdidn'trecommend it to the Governor he
would take it direct to Albany at the
opening of the new legislative session,
lie attacked Mr. Cutcheon's charter as

reactionary and "a blow at the heart of
home rule."

Mr. Cutcheon presented his draft to
the commission in person, explaining
that it was incomplete in some details,
hut represented four months' labor.
Some of Mr. Craig's suggestions were

Included, he raid, but he criticised the
Craig plan as "simply amending the existingcharter." No one but a skilled
lawyer, he thought, could interpret it.

Cutcheon's draft contains 112 printed
paxes, as contrasted with the "thumb
nail" charter of Craig. It sticks to the
present form of bl-camera government,
with a Board of Estimate and a Board
of Aldermen acting independently on

ronie matters and concurrently on others.
It gives the cltj* powers which Mr.
Cutcheon thought so broad that "some
of the members must have been shocked
and disturbed."

The falrheon Ch^ck.
Outlining these powers he said: "The

city can own and operate any public
utility which concerns anything for
which franchises have been granted or

for common necessities such as milk,
COM, ice, ate. ftucn powen are n^i limited,hut provision* nrc made so that
some check can he exercised."
Mr. Cutcheon thjn described this

"check," which proved to be a Joker, so

far as Craig and the H.vlan home rulers
are concerned.
"The plan provides the classification

of all revenue producing enterprises Into
two major classifications; first, things
so big that they might Jeopardise the
city's credit; second, all others. The
first class takes In everything entailing
an Investment of more than g»,000,000
and an operating cost of more than
$10,000,000.
"Under class No. 1, projects more than

JSn.OOO.OiJO, the charter provides that the
Hoard of Estimate acting In concert
with* the Board of Aldermen prepare a

"statement of project." defining the nature.means of operntlon, rales, Ac., of
the proposed enterprt^. f

This Is submittedto a committee of three, nonpolltlciiland disinterested, appointed as
follows: One engineer by the Board of
Aldermen; one accountant by the Comptroller,and one business man. lawyer or
hanker by the presiding Justice of the
Appellate Division. Elrst Department.
"This committee of three will eonslder

the project and report back In four
months If they think It will be profitable
over a period of fifty years. If they approvethe Board of Estimate and Aldermencan adopt It and submit It to a
referendum of voters either at a special
or at the next election."
Mr. Cutcheon explained that his plan

does not take In education, as that Is
becoming more and more a State function.

Craig's Criticism.

Mr. Crnlg said In regard to the
Cutcheon- plan: "This charter doesn't
enlarge the city's powers. It only restricts.restrains, fetters and handcuffe
the power* the city now has."

fchuttllck, Davidson and Meyer to open
he doors ana let the three women get
ito the water. Then the persons who
ad rushed to the edge of the pier to

Motor trucks filled with police reenforcementsare flying between the
industrial centers of the Rhlneland
and Saxony in an attempt to quell a

sudden outbreak of Communist riots
in more than a half dozen localities,
British troops fought rioters in Cologneto-day when the small police
detachment was overpowered by a

mob armed with cobblestones, clubs
and bottles. Six policemen were
wounded and a number of the rioters
killed. They were carried off by their
comrades.
The uprising centered largely in the

occupied regions, where the German
military police are kept at a m'nimum
by allied orders. In nearly every case
the police were defeated, but ih? fleeoftrucks was dispatched in all directions.The disturbances began in
Dusseldorf, where the employees of the
Mannesmann works walked out and
paraded in the suburbs, gatherng
for'-oB from other factories. Newspaperplants were raided. Shops
smashed in and street car lines h' ltc-1.
Latest reports tell of desultory r.iida
in the outlying districts.
The Dusseldorf rioting was closely

followed by the clash in Cologne.while
at the same time mobs In D111enburg
and Hcrbom on the right bank of the
Rhine plundered stores and attacked
the police. Recnforeemerrts managed ta

check the disturbances, but fresl) out1breaks are expected.

Just after noon, crowds of workers.among
them many women, besieging the shops
of Dusseldorf. breaking the windows and
looting, while groups of laborers off duty
and armed with every weapon from a
revolver to a bottle helil off the mounted
police. Coblenz was reported quieter thia
afternoon, but only because of allied
patrols. Although the latter did not
participate In the police maneuvers officially,It wrb evident that orders had
been given not to allow the crowd to get
the upper hand.

The final puns of the election campaignwere fired to-night, and If the

heavy fog that has enveloped London
and most of southern Kngland in
gloom for three days persists to-morrowIt may overturn what looks like
a sure small majority for Prime MinisterBonar Law. For the Labor
party will vote, fog or no fog, but the
comfortable Tories may not wish to
expose themselves to the damp when
they can with greater comfort sit by
their firesides. This is particularly
dangerous, as most Tories have felt
that success was assured. Late tonightthe fog was holding up city
traffic, all trains were late and the
stations Jammed with mobs struggling
to go home.
Lloyd George's own headquarters

concede unofficially 320 Conservative
seats in the next Parliament, but still
believe the former Prime Minister will
have between fifty and one hundred
devoted followers behind him who,
with defection from the Conservatives,will suffice to turn out the

it for you." is the battle cry of independentand liberal Republicans who
have arrived here since the election
last week. They :ay Old Guard rep- *

resentatives are to have a chance to
adopt new policies and methods.
The New York Herald was informed

to-day that there is a movement to
bring to Washington liberal leaders
from every State for an early conferencewith Senators Borah (Idaho),
La Follette (Wis.) and Norris (Neb.)
and members of the House who have
insurgent leanings. This conference
would include Gov.-elect GitTord Pin!ehot of Pennsylvania, Albert J. BeverUlgeof Indiana, former Senator Bristowof Kansas and many supporters
of Senators Borah and La Follette
throughout the country.
At the meeting a program will be

considered with a view to removing
differences and working out a platformof principles on which all liberal
elements can stand. Demands of the
independents will be the defeat of the
ship subsidy bill, a revision of the
Fordney-McCumber tariff act. the repealof the Esch-Ounimlns transportationact. amendments to the Federal
Reserve act to make it easier for
money to reach the farmer and a liberalforeign policy, including the recognitionof Soviet Russia.
The first definite sten to force new

Ideas o» Congress is to be a thorough
organisation of the liberal clement In
the present House and Senate. Those
of that group who remain in the SixtyeighthCongrcM will be in a position to
exact consideration when the time comes
to elect new officers of the two chambersof Congress.
The present plan Is to serve notice on

the leaders that they cannot rush
through legislation not acceptable to the
people of the nation. The ship subsidy
bill proposed by President Harding will
be fought to a finish. Its consideration
will bring the first show of resistance.
