1n the first ten months of 1923
the center's nurses mnde 17,597 visits to |
‘patients. Patients made 2,685 visite to|
the center and 1,812 mothers attended
mothers' meetings. Although New York
elty has a lower death rate than any
other eity in the United Btates, owing
to the efflcient work of the Board of
Health, !t has heen found that where
complete matornity care Was given, the
maternal death rata has dropped from
0.9 to 3.8 per 10,000.
