OTUND baseball magnates will be rolled into New York this week
for the annual three ring mectings. The tumbling exhibitions
will start with the meeting of the Natlonal League, pass on to
the meeting of the American League, which should be louder and funnier,
-and finish with the joint meeting in a room with the floor heavily padded.

From the last minute developments it looks very much as though
Judge Kenesaw Mountain Landis will be the undisputed ringmaster of
the troupes of performing magnates, There was something of an incipient
insurrection started among the magnates, with Ban Johnson, president
of the American League, as leader, but the rebellion seems to have filckered
out or have been snickered out. Judge Landis seems to carry considerable
of a sock concealed bemesth his velvet mitt,

It will be recalled that after Judge Landis had set the time and
place for the joint meeting Mr, Johnson set the time and place of the
American League meeting so that it would be impossible for the mag-
nates of that lesgue to answer the call of Judge Landis. The Judge
retained his judicial calm and sald nothing for publication. Mr. John-
son put his ear to the ground and listened intently, The mutterings
that he heard caused him to switch the American League meeting right
back to a time and place that would suit the plans announced by the
Judge. The Kenesaw Mountain would not come to Mahomet Johnson, so
Mahomet Johnson decided to come to the Kenesaw Mountain with hia
bat in his Mind. He may escape with nothing but a bawling out and
the admonition to be a nice little magnate in the future.

There was much concern over the signs of rebellion against the
I:igh Commisaioner of Baseball, and some fear that the first coherent
administration of professional baseball was about to be overthrown.
But it seems that the magnates recalled in time the confusion existing
Lefore the drawing up of the compact which gave Judge Landla the power
of arbiter was concluded and decided not to join Mr, Johnson's little
revolution.

The Most Appropriate Charity.

Looking back to 1917 you will remember that Col, Huston was the
first of the baseball people to enter the army when the United States
went into the war. He and Hank Gowdy of the Bosion Braves left at
about the same time, Col, Huston served at the front in France and
was cited by Gen. Pershing for distinguished service, Under the circum-
stances it looks as though the magnates eoncerned should turn this money
over to the disabled soldiers as a compliment to Col. Huston, It would
settle gracefully and effectively the problem of its distribution, if there
is any problem. /
