MORRISSEY'S RAPID RISE

Leader of Crowd That Killed
Bill Poole Came to Command
Respeet of All.

“It was early In 1863 that the late
Mr. Johr Hunter and his partner, Mr.
W. R. Travers, conceived the plan of
R race meeting at Saratoga Springs.”
the author says, and then goes on ta
tell the story of the meeting without
mentloning John Morrissey.

Doubtless Mr. Vosburgh had what
wns deemed to be good authority for

s ‘eourse, but it would be Interest.
Ing to know its source. When the
meeting of 1863 was first announced.
in Wilkes's Spirit of the Times on
May 30 of that year, the name of the
sponsor that appeared In the adver-
tisement was “John Morrissey, pro-
prietor.” Entries wera to be sent to
him. at 676 Broadway, New York, and
he personally reserved the right te
postpone any race on Account of the
weather and then to change the day
for any races that followed on the
thres days’ program. It was over his
name, too, that the frank and unusual
announcement was made: “Thils track
is short of a mlle, but, for this meest-
ing, once around is to be considered
one mile.”

Credit to ‘““the Leanses.”

When the meeting took place, a few
weeks after the great battle of Gettys-

““, " burg, which perhaps declded the fate
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of the Unlon, the Spirit, whose edlor
ind proprietor, George Wilkes, was not
on guod terms with Morrlssey, gave “the
lessee,” as he was referred to, all the
credit of originating the project and
carrying It out. The races were evi.
dently reported for the Spirit by
Charles J, Foster, whom the Ilate
George B, Raymond, g capable critie,
alwnys called the most acecomplished
all around sporting journalist ever seen
in this country.

Foster went up to the ploneer meeting
an the steamboat Francls Skiddy and
#at up all night talking horse with “all
the great betting men of New York who
were on the boat.” He pronounced the
old Horse Haven track too narrow and
its turna too sharp, and otherwise critl-
afged the course and its appointments,
which then included a row of stables
mo situated ns to shut off the view of a
part of the track from the spectators
assembled on foot, on horseback or In
carrisges on the infield of the crude old
race ground. Dr. Underwood, a Ken-
tucky horse doctor who is usually cred-
fted with having been the first man to
soll auction pools, was ‘‘busy night and
day,” knocking down favorites and
fields at the United States Hotel In the
evenings and at the tracks in the morn-
ing and during the races,

\ An Exciting Incldent.

An exciting Incident of the meeting
wns the alleged “"hobbling” of the Can-
adian horse, Thunder, entered by Dennils
Reedy on the last day of the races. He
sold favorite In some auction pools o
$1,000 and more, but when It came time
to start Reedy anounced that some mis-
eroant has given him a poisoned apple
and asked permission to draw him. Th'
was granted, not without some misglv-
{nga, according to Foster, who Intimated
that the judges were Imposed upon.

In spite of all handicapa the meeting
was such a success that the Spirit on
August 22 announced the establishment
of a large, permanent and Influential
racing olub and the construction of a
new and spacious course with all the
necessary adjuncta,  “On the day fol-

lowing the conclusion of the recent
moeeting,” so ran the oditorial, which
gtudlously omitted Morrissey's name,

n subseription llst far the purpose above

stated. Within two hours $10,800 was
stibseribed, the greatest eagerness being
manifested by the wealthy pgentlemen
present to second the views promulgat-
ed. Among the subseribera to the fund
was Commodore Vanderhilt, who put his
name down for $3,000, with the addenda
that he wns ready to nid the projection
with all the means required, even to
ghouldering the entlre responsibility,
On the following Monday a mesting was
ealled, when the following gentlemen
were ynanimously elected to flll the re
spective onerous positions:

“Much eredit ia dues to the lssses for
the anergy he dlsplayed at the outset in
originating the plan of operations. but
his only connection with the club, and
tha only one he desires, will ba In an
gxecutive eapacity. Mr. Wheatly, =o
well and favorably known In connection
with the Lexington Association, Is as-
pigned the position of esorateary, for
which he is admirably auited, at a sal-
ary of 81,200 per annum, and he will
permanently resjde at Soratoga and de-
yote his entire attention te the club
and fts admirable projeots.”

showy gah of the five, and when per-
formed at top speed, as it usually is
in the show ring, it often dazzles the
Judges and wins the blue ribbon. As
a traveling gait it is not very useful,

though easgy encugh for the man on hls
back, It hears about the same relation
to the trot as the running walk bears
to the true walk, and it s produced in
much the same way, the rider urging
the horse up on the bit with the spur
when trotting and them taking him
back on the curb until he (s hitting
the ground with each foot separately in
a one-two-three-four beat.

In show!ing horses at thls galt quarter
boots are often used to prevent them
from cutting their front feet with thelr
hind ones when, forced out of a square
trot, they fly Into the broken single
foot. Such appliances being Iimpracti-
cable on the road it {s rather surprising
that judges permit thelr use in the
show ring, but the high speed at which
the horses are forced to rack makes the

boots almost as necessary as they are
for a 2:10 trotter In harness raclng.

records in the matter of entries were
surpassed,

The outcome was gratifying to Presi-
dent R. T. Wilson arnd his associntes,
who are looking confidently to having
a meeting next year that will be In
keeping with the traditions of the course
where the best horses in the United
States and Canada have been measur-
ing strides every August since 15864,

The United States Hotel and Grand
Union Hotel Stakes closed with 257 and
256 respsotively, It is a singular colnel-

Of the other events, the Spinaway
for two-year-old fillles exclusively,
Grab Bag Handleap and Saratoga Sales
Stakes all have greater patronuge than
ever before. The Consolation alone
shows a decrease, the figures being 196
the past season to 165 for 1923,

Nothing ecould be more eloguent of
the growth of racing In the United
Btates within recent years than the
records for the Travers and Alabama
Stakes. The former {s the oldest three-
vear-old classie run for in this country,
having beem inaugurated in 1864, It
had 187 nominatlons this year, while
220 have been nominated for 1923, For
the Travers of 1924 the total 1s 2132, &
clear galn' of forty-five in thres yeanrs.

While the Alabama cannot show such
an Incremse as that scored by the
Travers, the record |8 one that should

ONE-JUDGE SYSTEM
SWEEPING THE WEST

Charles E. Bunn Says It Is the
Only Way to KEstablish
Type in Bhow Ring.

Himself an earnest advocate of the
one judge system, Charles . Bunn, one
of the judges of hackneye and hurness
pomies at the recent Natlonal Horse

Show, sald during the exhibition that
nearly all the great live stock shows in
tha West have come to this plan of mak-
Ing awards. It is the oenly way to estab-
lish a typs or malntain consistency In
awards for any kind of animals,
ing to Mr, Bunn's observations, which
extend to the judging of hogs, cattle and
dogs a8 well as horses and ponfes, FHlis
principal objectlon to two or more
judges 1s that many of thelr decislons
must ba reached by compromise, which
precludes the possibility of consistency
in indicating to exhibitors and breeders
the form, actlon and charagter
to win the prizes.

Besldes tending to establish types the
one judge system operites to separnte
the good judges from the bad ones, Mr.
Bunn declared. When two er three are
working together & judge who knows
what he wants and finds the nearesec wp-
proach to it among the horses before him
may be outvoted by associntées who de
not know or who are influenced by other
considerati than type, and unless hg
makes a scme by refusing to go on with
them his judgment 1s recorded as being
perhaps directly the reverse of what it
really Is. No one knows this, however,
.and he is charged with dolng exactly the
opposite of what he might have dona it
he had been alone in the ring. Any one
of threa judges can always evade or
shift responsibility by saying he was
outvoted, while the one judge system
fixes responsibility beyond alibis, besidea
glving a line on the horsemanship, inde-
pendence and eye for beauty of the of-
fictal expert, which soon fixes his status
among horsemen,

Formerly a prominent breeder and
exhibitor of ponles, Mr. Bunn is now
ralsing Hampshire hogs, and he tells a
story about the belted breed which
illustrates the Importance of type in
Judging. For years, he says, the judges
of Hampshlres have gone in for high
backs, small heads and thin jowls among
other points of conformatlon. Just what
was the Influence of thelr work in es-
tabllshlpg a 1yps noticeably small in
head and light in Jowl appeared not long
ago when fwift & Co. made a block
test for their own information of a
carload of Hampshires and another car-
load representing another well known
breed of hogs. It was found, Mr, Bunn
says, by welghing all the heads of each
carload lot that the difference in favor
of the Hampshires made the high priced
cuts of this lot cost the packers 18
pér cent. less than those of the lot with
heavy jowls and large heads. Heade
and jowls are of course the low priced
cuta of the carcass, the high priced cuts
being the loins, hams and sldes, When
the packer buys hogs on the hoof he
pays the same price for heads as for
hams, but when he kills and sells there
Is a vast difference In price, and it
therefore behooves him to get as lttle
of the head and as much of the hdm as
ponsible.

There were some striking examples of
compromlsa decislons and mixing of
types in classes In which two or three
Judges officiated at the Natlonal Horss
SBhow of 1922, None, perhaps, was more
striking than the award In the cham-
plonship class for saddle horses exceed-
Ing 15.2 hands. For first prize the
judges plcked the bay mare Hohemian
Actress, a typleal saddle bred horse of
brilliant style apd action and almost
too much welght for her inches, The
reserve ribbon went to the gray thor-
oughbred, Flying Fagle, as different in
type and action a= ha was In color.

IRMY RDINGIS
FAST INPROVING

Experts Delighted With Work
of Soldier Boys at Recent
National Horse Show.

By C. J. FITZ GERALD.

That the quality of the horses and
horsemanship of the army was the fea-
ture of the recent National Horse Show
in this ecity Is admitted by the ex-
perts, who were dellighted with the
showirg of the officers and their
mounts from the Cavalry School at
Fort Rlley, Kansas; Fort Meyer, Vir-
ginla, and Remount Headquarters ‘n
Washington. Their showing was of a
character to gladden the hearts nf
thoge responsible for the Iederal Re-
mount Service, which was Inaugurated
in the perlod immediately following
the war, which had brought the neces-
sity of such a movement forcibly to
the attention of every cavalry offleer
from this country.

Its breeding plan was modeled after
that of the Jopkey Club, and Congress
appropriated 50,000 for the prosesu-
Hon of the work, which was natlon-
wida in its seope. That this sum has
bean materially redaced this year
means nothing In these days of cheese-
paring, with retrenchment the order of
the day all along the line in Wash-
ington. There | no fault to find with
the system which has recelved the un-
qualified approval of breeders and
fanclers everywhere,

Few persons have any ldea of the
scope of _the Federal Remount Service,
which, adeording to Major C. L. Scott,
who ha® charge of the purchase and
distribution of the stalllons employed,
now conslsta of a total of 256 slres, Of
these 200 are thoroughbreds, donated
by the Jockey Club and other racing
associations, as well as individuals In-
terested In horse Improvement. Btilll
others have been acquired by pur-
chase by the experts of the Govern-
ment,

While tha thoroughbred has demon-
strated hils Superlority as a top cross
in such work, there has been a dis-
position to glve all breeds a chance,
and Included in the total of 205 are
twenty-seven Arablan sires, twelve
Morgans, nine standard breeds, six sad-
dle breds and one hackney bred.

These agents nre doing this work prin-
cipally with the idea of Improving horse-
flesh In thelr localities and to assist the
Government In lta splendid work. The
great ndvantage to breeders lies In the
fact that the average farmer or breeder
of lght horses now finds within his
reach a high class stulllon, whose stud
fee Is also within his means. The work
is most popular, and from a commercial
ax well as from a milltary point of view
I# of great value. One good featura re-
sulting from it comes through the elim-
Ination of the grade sire. It costs as
much to breed from a poor as a gooa
stalllon, and the breeders In rural dis-
triets have been quick to appreclate the
opporiunity to patronize clean-bred slres

“There were 190 gtalllons in the hands
of ngents in 1921. These were bred to
4,200 mares, which produced 1,700 foals,
an average of about 40 per cent., which
compares favorably with forelgn Gov-
ernments, whose average productiofi of
foals Is about 35 per cent. This year we
had 220 stalllons In the stud, to which
were mated 6081 mares,

“I'he i{dea of placing stallions In com-
munities desiring to Improve thelr light
horse product Is to work a beneflt to all
concerned. No Interference with drafi
horse or mule breeding ls permitted, as
It 1z most necessary to concourage the
breeding of these animals, Stalllons are
only placed where the proper type of
llight mare [a to be found and where
light horses are needed for commercial
pureuits or pleasure. The Remount Ser-
especially emphasizes the produc.
