Upon his return home recently
Gerald 1. Patterson, captain of the
Australlan tennis team, frankly told|
officials of the tennis assoclation that
thers was litle hope, in his ppinion,
of Australia regaining the Davis cup
#n long as the United Btates could
count on Willlam T. Tilden and Will-
tam M. Johnston., This pair, he as-
'n-nod, wore in a class by themselves
and no one disputed the facts

“It in doubtful” he added, “whether
Australla should send a team In 1923
unless we are sure to get into the chal-
longe rouwnd, for the expense Is great
and there will be no profit in gate
recelpts from matches prior to the chal-
longe round.” Which is true enough. Yet
the Australian Tennis Association has
Just profited from one challenge round
that attracted a recorl attendance and
has an oxcellent sporting chance of
getting Into the next. No doubt some of
the challenging teams will be consider-
ably stronger next year than they were
Iant season, France, Japan and England
hid fair to have formidable squads, but
Australia, with Patterson, James Ander-
son and Pat O'Hara Wood, stlll seems
s have the eodge on the rest of the con-
tendors,

There appears to be considerable doubt
whether Australia witl have its strongest
players avallable next year. Patterson
has told the Australian association that,
baving been ab from husl for
a long period, he very llkely will have
to decline the next trip to the United
Staten. Anderson, too, is uncertaln about
coming. but judging from reports will
bhe avallable If the team needs him
badly, If elther Patterson or Anderson
has to stay at home, Australin will have
an exoellent opportunity of testing one
or more of its budding young tennis
stars in in*ernationu] matches and there

the chance.
