Joseph Conto, a thin, wiry chap of
23 years, one of Italy's battle scarred
athletic war heroes, was the winner
of the seven and a half mile road
race of the Finnish-American Athletic
Club held yesterday over a course
which Included territory In east and
west Harlem and south as far as

Fifty-ninth street. Conto earned the
premier honors of the event In courageous,soldierly fashion.
Coming like a streak of lightning In

the closing yards of the long journey,
Conto got up In time to snatch vie-
tory right at the end by six Inches
from Joseph Cain of the Mohawk
A. C. who appeared the probable winneruntil the Italian harrier started
Ids victorious effort. It was a spec-
tacular finish. In which pluck and
speed triumphed after what appeared
for a time to be an almost hopeless
task, because when Conto started In
pursuit of Cain the latter bad a lead
of more than a hundred yards. C.
Salomon of the Knights of St. Antonywas third. The winner's time
was 47 minutes and 25 seconds.
Conto competed under a handicap of

a war wound which made his performanceof more than ordinary merit.
The wound was sustained on the Australnfront at Montello, July 22, 1918. A
bullet lodged in his right leg. The bul-
let was removed, but the operation was

don® so hurriedly on the battlefield
that the muscles of the leg are badly
enarled and the calf swollen to twice
its normal plze. It hae been a source

of much pain to the Italian soldier.
But, In spite of that handicap, Conto

has managed to continue his athletic
activities in a modified way since his
nrrival in this country nine months ago,
when he became a member of the Pas-
time Athletic Club of The Bronx.

Yesterday's effort, however, was the
best ever registered by him In a competitionsince his arrival here. Before
the war he ranked high as a harrier
in Italy. Ho showed the best performanceof his careor over^hlll and dale
when ho finished In third position in an

Italian cross-country championship race.

Fifty Men In Race.

Fifty men competed In yesterday's
event. And all save seven completed
the full Journey. The competitors had
much to contend against. Portions of
Seventh avenue In the Harlem section
were slippery from melting snow and
rain and many of them found It difficult
to maintain their equilibrium. At 12,'th
street and Fifty-ninth street and Centra1 rark West heavy traffic Interferedconsiderably with their movements.Good luck alone prevented accidents.In avoiding recklessly driven
automobiles, Johnny Bell of the
Knights of St. Antony and Mike
I>wyer of the Mohawk A. C. slipped,
hut escaped with severe shaking up.
The pace throughout the race, not-

withstanding adverse conditions on foot,
was pretty fast. Axel Hakans of the
Finnish-American A. C. and J. Blnnlnger
of the Glencoe A. C., who each had the
limit allowance of eight minutes, were

t he early pacemakers and weaved their
vavs through the maze of traffic at
12»Th street so skillfully that they manntredto step along In front until/116th
f t r*»et was reached, where tney began to
fall back. Shortly beyond that point
Kmery Feher of the fllencoe A. C.
ftepped to the front and ehowed the way
to the pack for a mile. Here Charlea
Salomon of the Knights of St. Antony
and Frank Mlno, a club mate, daahed
to the front and stayed there until Fiftyninthstreet and Fifth avenue was
reached. Here Cain went Into the lead,
followed by Conto. They raced In that
order to Ninety-first street. Here Conto
was passed by Charles Salomon, who
had made another attempt to gain the
position of honor. There was no change
in the position of the leaders until the
final mile, when Conto began his burst
i f speed which steadily gained him
ground and eventually the victory In
thrilling and spectacular fashion.

o make the kill is when the victim may be killed most easily. All sucessfulfighters feel instinctively when that time has come. Consider
'our champions, Dempsey, Leonard and those who have gone before,
lutside of the ring they may lie nice, affable young men or highly
lvillzed business men, but lrPThe ring they are killers, with all of the
Ciller's instincts.
