accounts of the campaign and analyzingthem in the interest of future

breeding operations. While the votariesof trotting deal almost wholly
with performances measured by the
watch at the uniform distance of one

mile, the followers of the other branch
of turf sport, ignoring the time test,
rate their performers and their stock
horses according to the amount of

money won. Both methods have their

strong and weak points, and neither
is anything like infallible in separatingthe equine sheep from the goats.
Rewards whicli await the successful

breeder of thoroughbred racehorses in

America to-day are perhaps the largest
known in any country at any period, \
and this fact is giving unusual interest ,

to the blood lines of the winners,
Records compiled for the "American t
Racing Manual" show that the offspring
of each of nineteen sires this year won

$100,000 or more in purses and stakes,
one of these having to his credit $210,677.
This number Is almost 50 per cent. '

larger than last year, when thirteen
sires reached six tigures in the earnings
of their offspring.

Following the old saying that "money
talks." Imported McGee. the sire of fclxterminator,is placed at the top of the
ll«r» Mi« famnn* son earned $70,075 of
the $210,677 to his credit and the good
four-year-old Firebrand plied up $39,110
more. But these were the only winners
by McGee that earned as much as

$9,000. Fifty-three others earned from
$25 up to $8,729. six of them passing the
$5,000 mark, but the majority were per-
haps doubtful assets to their owners. All
told, they started In 736 races, winning
114 of them and being placed in 193
others. McGee is 22 years old and his
numerous representatives average In age
from 2 to 11 years. ; :

Wrack, another English horse, nine j
>,ars younger than McGee and with
none of his flfty-t,wo representatives
older than 0 years, landed In second
place with $169,440 to the credit of his
offspring. Four of his get.Devnstation.Little Chief, Knobble and Careful.I
earned upward of $10,000 each and ten
earned upward of $5,000. These are the
kind of winners that count, and It is
worthy of note that Vulcain. Peter Pan, j
The Finn and Marathon are the only
Ires of 1922 that can fairly be com-
pared with Wrack In this respect.
