Claims on Players to Be

That the new rule which makes all
players sent down by the major
leaffues to the minors subject to draft
had sounded the death knell of the!
period of inflation and skyrocket
prices was the statement made yesterdayby John McGraw. The leader
of the Giants added that the recent
purchase of Jack Bentley from Baltl-
more.a transaction which called for
fin nutlnv nf nonrlv StiR.OOO-.was thf*

last start of the New York eluh in
the Extravagance Stakes. And that,
no doubt, means that the race will be
abolished.
The big minor leagues which have

been hit by the semi-boycott of the
majors still are too stunned to make
a comeback. The rule has stopped all
deals pending between major and
minor league clubs.notably that betweenthe Yankees and Vernon of the
Pacific Coast League for Jake May.
the left hander. Vernon has naked for
f.ve players, and now it wants to
know if these will be subject to draft
unless they are sold before September
15 next season. Vernon has been informedthat its suspicion is founded
on fact and that the new rule governs

every player sent down in any deal
whatsoever.

It will be seen that the recalcitrant
minors are between the devil and the
deep blue sea. Vernon, for example,
does not want to keep May. It wants to
put tip a real fight for the pennant next
season and it will he enabled to do that
If H gets the players, who have been
promised in exchange for May. But
next season Vernon will be confronted
with the necessity of selling its eligiblesfor what it can get or have them
thrown into the draft.
The absolute need for the new rule

was impressed on the major league
owners at the meetings held here last
week by their failure to make any deals
Most of the big league clubs were out
looking for players and noted that.
nearly all the offers included wornout
veterans whose days of usefulness In
the major show are over. There were
not enough major league players to
make It possible for an appreciable numberof trades to be completed.

Decided on Retaliation.
When confronted with the alternative

of trading Jr> castoffs or paying high
prices for the various minor league
stars who still were being peddled
around the major leaguers became
peeved and then ro"ed to the point
where they were ready to accept any
retaliatory proposition.

If became evident to the majors that
while, for example, they were complainingabout the stand of Jack Dunn, who
has several men who a'e ready for the
big srhow. but will not sell them, the
Giants were getting ready to Fend three
or fou- men Into similar servitude In
the Bentley deal. "You arc Inconsistent,"the owners were told by Judgel^apdis, and then they passed the rule
which has the minors by the ears.

Remains at University, but

Refuses to Direct Eleven
in 1923.

Philadelphia, Dec. 18..John "VV.

Helsman, heaa coacn or me univmuf

of Pennsylvania football team for the

laet three years, positively will not continuein that capacity In 1923. This
was made known to-day In a statement

lssuerd by Sydney E. Hutchinson, chairmanof the council on athletics and of

the football committee.
In his statement Hutchinson "declared

that Helsman 4*a-l notified the council
at the end of the gridiron season, re-

cently concluded, that he would not be
a candidate for the position as head
coach for the next campaign. He will
not. however, sever his connections with
Penn, Hutchinson declares, but will re-

main to carry on the work of organizationand cooperation between faculty
and athletics in which he has been successfulsince coming to Penn.
The statement also falls to reveal any

dissatisfaction with the service rendered
by Heisman in his capacity as chief
football mentor. On the contrary. Hutchinsondeclares that the football com-

mlttee la entirely satisfied with the re-
suits he has obtained.

Concerning a successor to the present
head coach, Hutchinson said -that the
committee will thoroughly consider the
matter and recommend to the athletic
council a coaching policy and coaching
personnel as soon as possible. Admittingthat the names of many prominent
Penn alumni have been suggested for
the position as well as some other successfulfootball tutc^-8, he makes no
mention of a possible successor. Whether
or not Helsman will be retained in an
advisory capacity to the football staff
has not yet been decided by the committee.Hutchinson avers.
Helsman's resignation ns head coach

was not unexpected as considerable oppositionto him had developed in the
last two years.

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TONIC FOR EUROPE;
Suceesses Abroad Give Sports

Popularity and Stir Interestin Methods.

Participation of American athletes in
International sporting events abroad
has aroused great Interest In America's
athletic methods and has caused a

widespread movement in Europe for the
popularization of competitive sports,
former Adjutant General H. Charles
Hherrlll, N. Y. N. G.. American memberof the International Olympic Conw
mittee, w-ho recently returned from a
tour of Europe, declared to-day.
Gen. Sherrill said that America's 1

highly developed athletic system and
Its beneficial effect on the building of
the character of the nation's youth has
been brought forcibly to the attention
of European statesmen and educators
by American athletes, who have com-
peted In European sporting events.
"Europe Is waking up to the fact that

there Is no more effective factor in the
i-reuuon or a. sound nauomu oaonoone
of young men, healthy In mind unci
body. than the popularization of com-
petltlve sports," Gen. Sherrlll asserted.
"My trip abroad showed me that

Europeuns realize more than we do
how far we con attribute to our com-
petltlve sports, the health and power of
our national life. |
"The influence of American partirlpn-

tlon In events abroad has so aroused the
rivalry of Europe as to produce In many
countries as radical a movement in
athletics as Fascism Is a radical movementIn Italian politics. 1

"For example, association football has
become so important In Spain that It at-
tracts as large crowds, and in many
cases larger crowds than do the famous
hull fights, Last June the International
Olympic Committee voted to tho CatftlcnlanConfederation of Sports Its silver
cup, fjtven to the nation making tho
greatest progress In sports during the
year.
"The tremendous rivalry of athletes In

Finland Is well known because the small
team of two dozen Finns finished second
to America's numerous team at Antwerp.
The 'Sokols' or athletic groups of SzechoSlovakiaare so successful that it Is not
unusual to have 10,000 competitors In a

single set of games. Italy and Frartrt)
are not far behind. In Alexandria,
Egypt, a huge athletic stadium Is being
built. In Japan baseball is almost as

popular as In the United States."
