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LYNCH RETAINS TITLE--GETS DECISION OVER SMITH IN-FIFTEEN ROUNDS

WINNER EXTENDED
BY TIRELESS RIVAL

Champion Off Form, but Earns
Verdlct-—Hlssec{ by Chal-
lenger's Rooters.

WILLIAMS WINS ON FOUL

Low Blow in Firﬁt. Costs Harry
Leonard Decision and
Purse.

Joe Lynch of the West Bide is still
the bantam champion of the world,
but he retained his pugllistic crown
against the assaults of Midget Smith
by a very narrow margin in a fifteen
round battle at Madison Squure Gar-
den last night. Lynech unquestionably
outpointed Smith, for In a majority
of rounds the champion battered the
face of his challenger with an accu-
rate left hand punch that brought
blood In streams from the mouth of
the Midget.

Lynch was certainly the aggressor in
a majority of the rounds and did the
greater part of the leading. In spite
of the fact that the tlleholder had a
fairly good lead In points at the end
of the Afteenth round the declsion of
the judges—Patsy Haley and Charles
Melghan—was loudly hooted by those
of the spectators who thought Smith
had won, ¥

The basls for the disappointment of
the 8mith admirers was a large number
of right hand shots to the champlon’s
chin, staggering Lynch on several oe-
casions, Lynch seemed utterly unable
to get out of the way of Mr. Smith's
right hand blows and had there been
more power in the Midget's punches he
would wundoubtedly have floored the
champion and possibly put him out.

Smith'a Blows Lack Effect.
As it was the delivery of Bmith to the

Jaw had no apparent effect on Lynch ex- |

cept to anger him, and every time the
Midget landed on Joe's chin the cham-
plon started a furlous rally, However,
the West Slder seemed to lack the
stamina and wvitality which formerly
enabled him to fight like,a wild cat for
an entire round. Lynch t‘Flad perceptibly
after each rally and Smith, who has an
abundance of anlmal vigor, kept punch-
ing ani holding and roughing it untll
the bell sent him to his corner.

Taken as & whole, the bout was not
particularly exciting. With the excep-
tion of a few of the early rounds and
the two last rounds, there was not very
much action. It may be possible that ths
low weight of 118% pounds, achleved
by the champion, had a wenkening ef-
fect on him. 1n any event the work of
the title holder was far below that which
he had shown In many previous contests,

Bmith put up his customarily carnest
fight and was ready for hostilitios at
any and all stages of the battle,  There
was nothing throughgut the combat that
regembled a knockdown and neither
fightar svas in a position at any time
in which he might have been rendered
helpless. For each of the right hund
smashes to the Jaw landed by Smith,
Lynch peppered his man hard with
straight lafts to the face and hard rights
to the body.

The match failed to draw the usual
big ecrowd to the Garden, there being
only between 8,000 and 9,000 persons
in attendance. The lght attendance
‘u attributed to the hollday season,

though Promoter Rickard expressed
the opinlon that but for Smith's unfor-
tunate tangle with the New Jersey Box-
Ing Commission the Garden would have
been filled.

Willlams Anxious to Fight,

The match between Kid Willlams, for-
mer bantam champlon, and Harry
Leonard of The Bronx was a disappoint-
Ing affair, Leonard landed a right hand
punch balow Willlamsa's belt in the first
round and the Baltimore tiger was seri-
ously erippled. He was not knocked
down by the blow, but he limped around
the ring In evident pain. Willlams
showed his courage by offering to go
on with the battle, although he was
very shaky on his feat.

Refares Johnny McAvoy, however, de-
elared that the blow was absolutely
foul, and he therefors disqualified
Leonard, which automatically gave the
decislon to Willlams. Chalrman Mul-
doon declared that, under the commis-
slon rule which forfeits the purse of
the boxer disqualified for foul, Leonard
would not recelve any compensation,
Thae tlme of the round was twd minutes
twenty-ons seconds,

TALE OF HIGH PRICES

Veteran Horseman Says Brit-
ish Are Still Interested
in Man o> War.

Jack Joyner, the veteran trainer, who
hias earned a repugation here and abroad
as “Americs's honorable horseman,” has
returned from England, where he passed
a month's vacation. He wansat Belmont
Park vesterday inspecting hils charges,
which belong to George D. Widener.
He looked the plcture of health and
sald he nevesfelt better. He will leave
hers to-morrow night to have Christmas
dinner with his brother in North Caro-
lina, but will be back to start tralning
his horses on January 1.

“All England is still interested in Man
o' War,” sald Mr. Joyner, “I met a
host of horsemen and sportsmen and
strange as It may seem every one of
them made Inquiries about Mr. Riddle's
renowned thoroughbred, They do not
deny he was the greatest runner of the
century and admit that there wasn't &
horse in England that could do what
he did. The English don't take as much
interest in our horses as we do in thelr
ptock. They never heard of Morvich or
Bunting or Lucky Hour or Oceanic.
They knew some things about Exter-
minator, but didn't display half as rnw:h_
fnterest in him as they did in Man o
War. To them he was a good, stout
hearted and courageous gelding, while
they pictured Man o' War as phenom-
enal.”

Mr, Joyner said that the cost of
thoroughbreds waa exceptionally high
in England; even higher than here. Heo
said it was the consensus of opinion
among horsemen that Tom Guard, be-
longing to Lord Woodlsvington, was the
best juvenile in England, “He is a
fine looking colt,” sald Mr. Joyner,
“and impresses me as being a stayer.
Horsemen there say he will win the
Derby If he meets with no misghaps.'

The veteran tralner said he heard
glowing reports about Joseph ¥. Wide-
ner's steeplechager Duettist. He said
the horse iz going entirely sound again
and givea promiss of coming back Lo
the cross country contests next year
ns one of the favorites.

Among those Mr. Joyner met werse
many ripan tralners and Jockeys.
All seemfied satisfied #nd declared they
would remain thers Indefinitely.

1t was Mr. Joyner's first trip abroad
sines 1915, when he raged a blg string
of thoroughbreds In England for the
late Willlam C. Whitney. He sald he
was treated royally and had one of
the best vacations of his life, He did a
lot of shooting, and added that he was
a better hunter than George Odom, who
nearly was drowned while shooting
decks at Hoavre de Grace last week.

“In England slmost every horzeman
ts p hunter,” he said. "As soon as the
racing season ends they pack a gun and
g0 Inte the woods or chase with the fox
or go after ducks.
