' Max Klante, whose name a year
apo was a household synonym for

dashing cleverness like that of the
man who broke the bank at .Monte

Carlo, is just finishing' his fight in
court against thousands of creditorsj
whom he had taught to beat the
races.

Ivlante, who rose within a year
from a poor brush maker to a sports-
man worth many millions because lie!
apparently hat\ an Infallible judg-
ment for picking the winner in horse
races, is now facing charges of pro-
fessional gambling and fraudulentj
bankruptcy.
The creditors who will testify at the

trial alone claim 90,000,000 marks, while
hundreds more who gathered around the
tables in the gilded cafes where Klante
once reigned as king tell how he
swindled them, for none believed that
the system which had brought showers
of gold to Klante could fail.

Fight for Places at Trlul.
Hundreds of spectators fought for

places in the court room when the ease

was opened in the hope of learning the
system. Klante to their disappointment
maintains that he still possesses the
system, but steadfastly refuses to dis-
close it. He blames lits downfall on
the demands of the Income tax collector.
lie says that after paying- only "0 inarm
income tax in 1919 the Government deman'led16.000,009 marks Just at the
time when his reverses began.

Klante, after failing as a brush
maker, sold sporting papers in.cafes and
then became a photographer, but lie
failed in all these attempts. Then he
became a bookmaker In a small way.
Finally he opened an office and promised
investors 100 tier cent, profit within two
months. With that his luck turned. A
few months later, In 19"9. he formed a

company capitalized at 900.000 marks.
People flocked to his office, begging

him to take their money, for his successesseemed uncanny. He paid 100
I>er cent, dividends regularly and soon
had forty-two employee* busy receiving
funds from rich and poor alike.

During the first five months of 1921
lie gathered In 188.000.000 marks of
trustful people's money. He opened a

magnificent cafe for workingmen and
when he entered the place rang with
cheers while the orchestra played the
Mux Klante march. which became popularthroughout Berlin.
Crowds often besieged his automobile

as it passed through the streets, the
jioor beseeching him to take their money
and make them rich. Klante even establisheda racing stable which container!
some of the finest horses In (?ermariy
and employed some of the moat noted
Jockeys.

But paying dividends without earn-

ingy soon began to sap his capital and
many customers had to d»e overlooked.
A stampede began as soon as confidence
in Klante began to waver and his 80,100
clients dwindled to a few hundred, r ho
besieged Ills office. Finally Klante es-

caped to a sanatorium but he was urrvsledthere.
When he v.us brought back his former

admirers surrounded the station ami
mad- bonf res in tho street with Ids
worthless \ aper us the police led him toi
Jail.

Klante's attorneys contend that he is
no more guilty than his clients and are

asking leniency for him on account of
his consumptive condition.

Kalin, banker, in a letter to
Senator Ueed Smoot of Utah, member
of the Debt Refunding Commission,made
public yesterday by the committee of
American business men, has outlined a

Kuropean situation and at the same
time meet the sentiment of the country
which seems oppose^ to the cancellation
of the allied indebtedness to the United
States.
Jlr. Kahn expressed himself as being

strongly In favor of th- policy of can-

celing at least a portion of the indebtednessof the allied nations.
"I nm convinced that it would 'he to

our ultimate advantage 'to do so," lie
wrote. "I feel sure that such action
would turn out a good Investment.

"But If public opinion and Congress
wlU not at present tor,sent to the relinquishmenton our nar*. *>f a portion
of the allied debt," the 1< ttcr continued,
"which relinquishment, be it understood,
is suggested only in return for, and si-
multsnenusly with, measures on the part
of the Kuropean natois to brine about
that change of mental and moral attitudeand actual conditions which la
Indispensable If the world attain is to
he on an even keel.the.i my suggestion
would be the following:
"Of the two and three-quarter billion

dollars, or thereabouts, which our Governmentloaned to the allied nations
after the armistice, that portion, at least,
as was not applied to the settlement of
war contracts hero, or Is offset by valid
counter claim, is Intrinsically distinguishablefrom the lialancc of the allied
debt to us. It should be promptly put
in the way of repayment with a reaeon-
able rate of interest. For Instance,
America might stimpulate Interest at the
rate of per dent, or '»i{. per cent, and
an annual sinking fun.l off 1 per cent..
i>ealnnfng after, say, live years. The
Kefundlng Commission ought to be empowered,according to its judgment, to'*
postpone the beginning of interest paymentlikewise for Ave years.

"As to the remaining $".250,000,000,
or thereabout*, there should be no atfimintti* nnnlv flto <$u formula tn

every country. The Refunding Commissionshould go thoroughly Into the economicand financial and general situationof all countries concerned and make
a fair and final settlement, subject to
the approval of Congress.
"Even upon America's financially

most potent debtor. Groat Britain, aho
should not impose the exceedingly heavy
burden of paying 4'« per cent. Interest
frotn the start and redeeming the prln-
clpal within twenty-flvo years. T would
suggest in the case of that country, as

tin illustration, that there he paid an
annual sinking fund of three-quarters
of 1 per cent. Such a sinking fund. If
Invested at the rate of 4 per cent., would
extinguish the debt In forty-seven years

"In addition to the sinking fund of
three-quarters of 1 per- cent. Interest
should be charged on the debt at the
rate of. say. 2 per cent, for the first
period of eight years. 2'a per cent, for
the second, 2 per i-ent. for the third.
I1* per cent, for the fourth. 4 per cent,
for fhe fifth and 4'a per cent, for the'
iltial seven year period.
"A similar formula inlght he applied

Former President Pas Urges
Non-Cooperation and Its

Extension Abroad.

A number of
other political und religious conferences
will be lidld during congress week. There
will be a discussion on the Caliphate
controversy, many Mussulmans holding
that the Caliphate and Sultanate must
be vested In the same Individual.

Continuation of the non-cooperation
program, with special emphasis on obstructionof the legislative Councils, is
the policy urged upon Indian extremists
by C. R. Das. former president of the
congress. Mr. Das was unable to presidelast year, being then in prison.

In his advice concerning what should
be done at this session, he maintains
that the most effective method for the
attainment of home rule Is the boycottQf the Councils, both from within
and without. The non-cooperation movement,he declares, has succeeded in Its
Immediate aims and he looks forward
to cooperation with other Asiatic peoples
in the formation of an Asiatic federation
for the maintenance of peace and liberty.His statement In part fol'ows:

"Congress agencies should be establishedIn America and in every Kuropean
country. We must keep ourselves In
touch with world movements and In con-
stant communication with the lovers ot
freedom all over the world.

"I have hardly any doubt that the
pan Islamic movement, which has started
on a somewhat narrow basis, has given
way, or Is about to give way, to a great
federation of all Asiatic peoples. It Is
the union of the oppressed nationalities
of Asia.

"It should he the duty of tho Congressto boycott tlie councils more
effectively, from within as also from
without. The reformed councils are
really a mask which the bureaucracy
has put on. I conceive it to be our
clear duty t<* tear this mask off tlietr
faces. To end piese councils is the only
effective boycott.
"We must so proceed that the councils

w.Ill rpfuse to do any work unless and
until our demands are satisfied. The
infant nationality of India requires thes»
constant struggles for Its growth and
development.
"We must regard khaddar (homo

spinning) as the symbol of Swaraj. To
my uiniu such symoni worsmp requires
the spreading out ot' h!1 mn-eooperatioii
activities in every possible direction. It
is only thus that the speedy attainment
of Swaraj Is ijosslble."

CHINA DEMANDS RUSSIA

China will negotiate with Russia.

As a counter move to this Joffe asked
China to dismiss and punish tlie Czarlst
officials In control of the China Kastern
Railroad, which runs across northern
Manchuria as part of the Transsiberlan
Railroad, and to hand over the railroad
management to Soviet Russia. It now

appears that the proposed negotiations
will be deferred until nesi month.

Particular Attention Will Re
Paid to Securities Exempt

From Taxes.

Washington', Dee. 23..The decennial
I detft-m,inatlon by the Census Bureau of
the wealth of the people of the United
States, what taxes they pay and the

amount of their public debts, and State,
county and city and other subdivisions
permitted to issue securities will bo
started January 1. Ortlelals said to-day
their plans were complete for the work
which, it is expected, will be accomplishedin about six months.
Much Interest attaches to the census

| of the public debts because of the move

for a Constitutional amendment protilbjiting the further issue of tax exempt
bonds and because It is not now known
the length to which the sale of tax
exempt sureties have gone. Treasury
officials b*v# said the continued issue
of tax exsmpt securities lias forced a
much higher Federal tax rate because
of the tendency of large tax payers to
invest in that form of securities.

Efforts will be mmlc, once the amount
of ta* exempt securities is computed, to
establish the cost to the American people
as a whole of the continued issue of
tax free bonds. The census of ten
years ago gives no criterion for esti-
mating the present outstanding amount
of such bonds, it was said by officials,
who pointed out that the wartime anil
poat-war issues of securities of political
subdivisions had tremendously Increased
tile total.
The new issues, it was asserted, had

come at a time when tlio Federal Gov..ernntentwas increasing its own debt
and taxes at a rate unequalled in the
nation's history. The Federal Governmentconsequently, it was said, had
been forced to pay higher interest rates
and raise its taxes to unprecedented figuresbecause of the flow of money into
the bonds which paid no taxed either on
principal or interest.
