Many at Repeated Perform-
ance Qualify as ‘Perfect
Vagnerites.'

"Die Walkuere” continues to be the
lone member of Wagner's tetralogy,
“Der Ring des Nibelungen,” in the
current repertory of the Metropolitan
Opera House . It was repented last
night to the apparent pleasure of the
Wednesday subscribers and a large
number of others, each of whom might
perhaps have qualifled as Bernard
Shaw's "Perfect Wagnerite.," It cer-
tainly {8 evidence of deep Interest In
| Wagner's art, if not ecstatle devotion
i to It, to stund in solemn silence in the
dull, dark space behind the orchestra
rall through the three long acts which
unfold the workings of weary Wotan's

bondage of the curse imposed upon
them by tite wviolation of the moral
law in the rape of the gold.

The glittering web of gulding themes
that holds together the musical struc-
ture of “Der Ring des Nibelungen™
is starred in “Die Walkuere" as it is
in “"Blegfried,” with many pages of
free music such as the surging love
song of Siegmund, the annouricement
of death by Bruennhilde, and the clos-
ing threnody of the father god over
the couch of his favorite daughter,
from whom he has taken the divinity
with the kiss of sleep.

Doubtless these “gems* of the opera
make their desired jmpression upon
the casunl hearer, who does not grasp
the entire significance of the score,
but even in those scenes in which the
leading themes are busiest the mar-
velous =kill of Wagner in making
them voice the passionate moods of
the moment lifts the muslcal utter-
ance of the drama to helghts of com-
pelling eloguence. This Is the case
always when a performance is carried
forwiard with sincerity on the part of
all concerned.

Dr. Wilbur F.Crafts,
Foe of Liquor and
Prize Fights, Dead

Noted Reformer Dies at 72—
Leng Fought Sunday
Amusements.

WasumNgron., Des. 27.—Dr, Wilbur
F. Crafts, for twenty-seven years supar-
intendent of the International Reform
Bureau, which he founded, and widely
known foe of aleghol, prize fights and
Sunday amusements, died at & hospital
hera to-day of pneumomn. He was 72

years old.

He was born at Fryeburg, Me,
ary 12, 1850, the son of the Rev. Fred-
ericic A. C. Crafts. He was graduated
from Waesleyan University 1869 and
received the degree two
later. The degree of
ferred upon him at Marletta College In
1806,

In 1874 he married Miss Sarah Jane
Timanus, He wis a Methodist clergy-
man unt!l 1879, and a Congregatlonal
clergyman the following three years. In
1883 he beonme a Presbyterian and re-
mained that the rest of his life. He was
pastor of churches in Steneham, Haver-
hill and New Bedtord, Mass ;, Dover,
N. H.; Chicago and Brooklyn. He also
Fua« a tutor and lecturer, and from his
twenty-third year wrote an average of
one book a year, many in collaboration
with his wife.

In 1880 he went to Washington to ap-
pear before a Congresslonal commitice
in favor of & bill reducing Sunday work
in the postal gnd military service. He
was so impressed with the necessity |
for churches being represented at the
| capital that in 1885 he cstablished his|
| home thére, and founded the Interna-
!tlnn;ﬂ Reform Pureau. He directed the
| dissemination of reform liternture on a
large scale. He often sald that by hav-
ing friendly Representatives use thelr
fronking privilege he could reach 1,000
persons with reform literature at the
cost of §1.

Ho was chalrman of the International
| Congress on Alesholism  in London in

1611, United States delegate to the
1l‘u't:y Congresses In 1915 and 1016, and
a member of the Unlon National Com-
| mission®o frame an amendment for con-
| stitutional prohibitton in 1915 and 1916,
