a legation there; and though we say we are at
peace with Mexico, while she is making war upon
our territory of Texas.

But all this argument of amexation has, at least,
a most honorable source—a great tenderness for the
national honor—an invineible attachment to the faith
and sanctity of treaties—no, we beg pardon, of a
single treaty. ‘The gentlemen select, for all this
jealous fidelity, the utter uncertainty (as it is at
best) of the treaty of 1808 with France, for Louisi-
ana; and, upon a revived claim under that, though
80 often cancelled by our solemn, voluntary, and
‘certain acts, they erect for us an obligation towards
the people of Texas to admit them into our Union.
Thus, for a single most ambiguous engagement to-
wards people not then in existence, and who have only
gotto Texasby entering into opposite engagements to
another Power, we are to break, through extreme
good faith, all other treaties, however direct, how-
Such are the chief grounds taken, under plea of
national law. Those of constitutional law are
equally remarkable, In this part of the business
it is, of course, the strict eonstructionists, the liter-
alists, the Jeflersonian abstractionists, who figure
the most notably.

At certain hours, through all the Mahomedan
countries, the votaries of the Prophet, no matter
where they are or how they may be employed, are
bound to face, as well as they can, towards his tomb,

er. But, as few but astronomers can tell the exact

Many of them turn at once to the provi-
sion of the Constitution allowing the admission of
new States : but there, unluckily, they are met at
once by the decisive authority of their prophet him-
self, who avers, unequivoeally, in his letter to Mr.
Breckenridge, that there is in the Constitution no an-
thority whatever for incorporating a foreign territo-
ry. 'The disciple who claims to overthrow his mas-
ter is, of course, ill-advised. Others, therefore,
shunning that direct struggle, appeal to precedent ;
but forget, when they do so, that there are more pre-
cedents for a Bank of the United States, or for in-
ternal improvement, or for protection of manufac-

tures, or for many other things which they dispute,
than for annexation. Others declare that the power
of acquiring territory is an inherent faculty of all

sovereignty—forgetting that they themselves have

often maintained, or their doctors for them, that the

Federal Government is only an agent of sovereign-

ties, and that, at best, it is a sovereignty limited to

express powers, Another sort refer the constitu-

tional power to that of making war ; for (say they)

territory may be acquired by conquest ; and, as this

Government can make war, it has, of course, the

right to acquire territory ! A very curious way,

this, of passing by the principal, from the exercise

of which alone the incidental can flow, and making

the latter substantive, independent, and original. But

this is strict construction.

Huxrt's MercuanT's Masazine.—This sterling
and standard periodical for January is richly freight-
ed with articles of value and interest to the mer-
chant and statesman, and, indeed, all who desire
solid and profitable information. ‘The following is
an extract from one of its articles referring to the
future prospects of the nation in regard to our trade
in the Indian and China seas :

¢ There is but little doubt that the United States are des-
tined ultimately to command all the tradc in the Indian snd
China seas. "The supply of cotton in the United States, in-
eluding Texas, is far beyond what the wants of Europe re-
quire. 'The wants of China are, however, such as will ab-
sorb almost a liniitless quantity. The cotton goods manufac-
tured in the United States already supersede those of all other
countries in those markets, and American lead has -entirely
supplanted the English, The English Government hope, by
commanding the exclusive route to China over Egypt, by way
of the Nile'and the Isthmus of Soez, (to effect which a ne-
gotiation is now pending between that Power and the Pacha, )
to obtain news several weeks earlier than it can be had in the
United States ; an advantage which will give her merchants
control of the markets. The diplomacy may succeed tempo-
rarily in this, but the march of events will ultimately give the
United States the mastery.

From it we learn that the im-
ports into the United States, during the year just ended, have
been 139,504 barrels of sperm oil, 262,047 barrels whale oil,
and 2,532,445 pounds of whalebone. This product was

It appears that a law of this State autho-
rizes the Mayor to require bonds for every alien
passenger, ina sum not exceeding three hundred
dollars, from the master of the vessel, with two
sureties, to provide furhthe 'gﬂpo“th of any such

rson as shall become chargeable to the city at
Eeme within two years from the date of m?h bo::?:
In lieu of such bonds, the Mayor has authority to
compound for alien passengers on such terms as
may be agreed upon with the master or consignee.
