HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
The SPKAKEH laid before the House a communication

from the President of the United States, tmnsmitting a
letter from the Secretary of the Navy in answer to the re¬
solution of the House of the 3d Jauuary, calling for "the
correspondence and various orders which hare been issued
during the past year to officers of the navy commanding
vessels or squadrons on the Atlantic coast of British
North America, for the purpose of protecting tho rights
of fishing and navigation secured to citizens of the United
States under the treaties with Oreat Britain." Laid on
the table and ordered to be printed.

Also, a communication from tho Post Office Department,
transmitting a report of fines imposed, deductions from
pay of contractors, names of delinquent contractors, itc.
Laid on the table and ordered to be printed.

PRINTING OF THE CENSUS.
The House then resumed the consideration of the fol¬

lowing resolution, reported yesterday by Mr. Staxtok,
of Kentucky, from the Committee on Printing :

litfArtd, That there be printed for the uie of the IIou.«e of

Repr*ienUtivei, by the public printer of tbe Hou*«, fifty
thoiuand copie* of a Compendium of tbe Seventh Cen*u*, to
be arranged by the Superintendent of the Ceoiuf, embracing
the population by town* and countie*; the ratio table* or
population ; table* of nativities birth*, marriage*, and death*;
of the deaf, dumb, blind, ineane, and idiotic ; of ichoola and
colloge*; of aggregate* of occupation* j of church**; of news¬
paper* aud ilbrarie*; and of agricultural product*, with illus¬
trative notes and comparative table*: Provided, The *ald
Compendium shall be printed in royal octavo form, and not
exceed four hundred page*.

Mr. MEACHAM moved to increase the number of
copied to be printed to one hundred thousand, stating
that the object he had in view was to give this document
to all the people of the land. These statistics had been
collected at the expanse of the people, at a cost of some
million nud a half of dollars. They had now been gath¬
ered into one great reservoir, and his impression was that
they should be distributed in such manner as would make
them accessible to every man in the country. Although
the number of voters was now probably over four millions,
yet these statistics could be made accessible to them all
by being deposited in some well known places in the va¬
rious States and Territories.

Mr. EASTMAN opposed the resolution, on the ground
that the volume of statistics last published was full of
errors, and instanced the returns from his own district as

proof 'of the correctness of this assertion. He was un¬

willing that such errors should be disseminated through¬
out the land, and, according to the old adage, if we could
not have too much of a good thing, we could not have
too little of a bad thing.

Mr. BISSELL admitted that it was very likely that
there were errors in the census report, and to expect that
such a document would ever be issued in this or any other
country without errors was in his opinion absurd. His
own opinion was that this was as correct a document as

they had ever had or need ever expect to get. It con¬
tained statistics of this country which laid at the founda¬
tion of its greatness, its prosperity, and its glory; and
he desired every man who was in the habit of priding
himself upon these things, who gloried in the prosperity
of his country, to be able to give a reason for the faith
that was in him. He wished the document condensed in
such form as would bring it within the comprehension of
all men of ordinary understanding, and then liberally
distributed throughout the country in every town, ham¬
let, and neighborhood. He was sure the country, which
sometimes had good reason to complain of tlio extrava¬
gance of printing, would not complaiti of such a course.

Mr. STRAUB desired to knqw if it was contemplated to
insert in the work now proposed to be published^ the
mineral productions of the country ? These were entirely
omitted in the last work, and if it was n"t now contem¬
plated to insert them, he for one could not support the
resolution.

Mr. SKELTON advocated the amendment proposed by
Mr. Mkacham, believing that this was a document which
should be printed and circulated to the largest extent
throughout tbe country. While he was opposed to ex¬

travagance in the expenditures of the Government; while
he was opposed to the distribution of books to members
in any shape or form, yet he was in favor of disseminating
among the people the largest amount of intelligence con¬
sistent with the public iuterest. It was a mistaken opin¬
ion to suppose that an expenditure of thirty or sixty thou¬
sand dollars by the Government for the purpose of dis¬
seminating information and intelligence among the masses
of the people was a bad one. lie believed such an expen¬
diture would be returned in the way of the prosperity of
the country an hundred fold.
Mr. FLORENCE also spoke in favor of the amendment,

and embraced the occasion to explain that severe indis¬
position prevented him from attending the House yester¬
day. He stated that had he been present he would have
voted with the majority on the resolution complimentary
to Capt. Ingraham.

Mr. HAMILTON moved to lay the resolution on tho
table ; which was negatived.
The amendment of Mr. Meacham was then agreed to,

under the operation of the previous question, by a vote
of 114 yeas to 64 nays, and the resolution, as thus amend;?

Mr. JONES, of Tennessee, objected.
PRIVATE BILLS.

Fridays and Saturdays being set apart for the conside¬
ration of private business, the House proceeded to con¬

sider private bills from the Senate on the Speaker's table,
when the following were severally read twice and referred
to appropriate committees:
A bill for the relief of Joseph Mitchell.
A joint resolution for the relief of George R. C. Floyd,

late Secretary of Wisconsin Territory, an l sureties.
A bill for the relief of Priscilla C. Simonds.

REPORTS FROM COMMITTEES.
Mr. MACE, from the Committee of Claims, to which

was referred Senate bill tor the relief of Joseph Girard,
reported the same back without amendment, and it was
committed.

Mr. GIDD1NGS, from the same committee, made an

adverse report on the petition of Capt. Francis Allyn and
the owners of the ship "Cadmus."

Mr. FULLER, from the Committee on Commerce, to
which was referred Senate bill changing the name of the
American-built steamer " Falcon " to that of Queen'City,"
reported the same back without amendment, and it was
read the third time and passed.

Mr. MORRISON, from the same committee, made an

adverse report on the petition of the Atlantic Mutual In¬
surance Company of Baltimore.

CALIFORNIA LAND BOARD.
Mr. LATHAM, from the Committee on Public Lands,

to which was referred Senate bill to continue in force the
act entitled " An act to ascertain and settle the private
land claims in the State of California, and for other pur¬
poses," reported the same back without amendment.

Mr. L. asked that the bill might now be put on its pas¬
sage. He explained that the act creating the California
land board was passed by Congress in the spring of 1851,
but the commission itself was never organised until some
time in January, 1862. By the spring of that year there
were between eight hundred and nine hundred claims filed
by persons in California, involving something over eleven
millions of acres of land within the limita of that State.
The commission had been in continued session from that

time up to the present period, and had disposed of about
three hundred cases. Some two hundred had been argued
mud submittted to the board, and as jet remained unde¬
cided. The bill before the House simply provided for the
continuance of the commission for one year, in order that
it might complete the business already before it. A large
number of cases had gone to the United States District
Court and had oome to the Supreme Court of the country.
It was essential that this bill should be passed before the
20th of this month, as the next steamer for California
sailed at that time, and would not arrive there, even if it
should have the best of weather, until some time early in
March, on the 3d day of which month the commission by
law expired. If the bill should take the ordinary course
of legislation, it would be impossible to reach it before
the sailing of the next steamer; and the result would be
that the commission would have expired and a great loss
would have ensued both to the country and the claimants
who had already filed their claims.
There being no objection to the present consideration

of the bill, it was read the third time and passed.
HOMESTEAD HILL.

Mr. COGB, from the Committee on Public Lands, to
which wus referred House bill to eucourage agriculture,
commerce, manufactures, and all other branches of in¬
dustry, by granting every man who is the head of a

family and a citizen of the United States a homestead of
one hundred and sixty acres of land out of the public-
domain, upon conditiou of occupancy and cultivation of
the same for the period therein specified, and to graduate
and reduce the price of the public lands, reported the
same back with an amendment in the nature of a substi¬
tute, in which that part of the bill relating to gruduntiug
and reducing the price of the public lands is omitted.

Mr. COBB desired to make one suggestion before the
bill should pass out of his hands. It was an important
measure, one in which the whole country felt a deep in¬
terest. Now, the question was, should its friends put it
in a condition in which Congress could act upon it, or
should they permit it to go on the calendar, where it
never could or would be reached? He desired to make
this suggestion : that this bill should be made the special
order for the second Tuesday in February next and be
printed, in order that every member might then be able
ta examine the subject and make his own conclusions as to
the propriety of its passage. He hoped there would be no

objection to the course he had proposed.
Mr. CL1NGMAN objected.
The bill and amendments were then referred to the

Committee of the Who;e on the state of the Union.
Mr. C., from the Committee on Public Lands, then

also reported a bill to reduce and graduate the price of
the public lands; which was read twice and committed.

RIGHTS OF CITIZENSHIP TO CHILDREN.
Mr. CUTTING, from the Committee on the Judiciary,

reported a bill to secure the rights of citizenship to child¬
ren of citizens of the United States born out of the limits
thereof; which was read twice.

Mr. C. said that the bill was evidently necessary in
order to correct a lamentable defect in the laws as they
now existed. He was convinced that the sense of justice,
the sympathies of the House, its patriotic sentiment,
would at once concur with him in saying that the bill de¬
served the immediate action of the House. He explained
the legislation that was necessary for the protection of
children of citizens of the United States born out of its
limits, and in conclusion earnestly appealed to the House
to allow the bill to be now acted on.
The bill was thereupon read the third time and passed.

OTHER REPORTS.
Mr. STANTON, of Tennessee, from the Committee on

the Judiciary, reported a bill for the relief of Robert G.
Ward; which was read twice and committed.

Also, from the same committee, to which was referred
House bill to ametid an act entitled " An act to divide the
State of Arkansas into two judicial districts," approved
Maroh 8d, 18ol, reported the same back with an amend¬
ment
The amendment was agreed to, and the bill read the

third time and passed.
Also, from the same committee, to which was referred

the bill of the Senate concerning the district courts of
the United States in California, reported the same back
without amendment.
A brief debate ensued, and pending the question on the

third reading of the bill, (the morning hour having ex¬

pired).
Mr. HILLYER moved that the House go into Commit¬

tee of the Whole on the private calendar; which was ne¬

gatived : Ayes 67, noes 90.
. PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE.

On motion of Mr. JONES, of Tennessee, the House
then went into Committee of the Whole on the state of
the Union, (Mr. Orb, of South Carolina, in the chair,)
and resumed the consideration of the President's annual
message to Congress.

Mr. EWING addressed the committee on that part of
the President's message referring to rivera and harbors,
and which recommends the levy of tonnage duties upon
domestic commerce for river and harbor improvements,
in lieu of the,present system of appropriation upon the
part of the Federal Government for such purposes. He
contended that the system suggested by the President
was one of at least doubtful constitutionality, and that
the President, and a distinguished Senator (Mr. Douglas)
who advocated during the last Congress the same plan,
in their apprehension about the unconstitutionality of
certain appropriations under the existing system, had
proposed, in their unnecessary retreat from the influence
of these a pprehensions, a measure still more open to ob¬
jections of unconstitutionality. He also argued to show
that the system heretofore pursued was not of doubtful
constitutionality, but that it was, notwithstanding the
declaration of the Senator to whom he had referred that
he desired to introduce no innovation into the legislation
of the country, a new, unjust, and intolerable system of
taxation, against which he must apprehend the section of
country from which he came would revolt.

Mr. KEITT then obtained the floor, when
The committee rose.
On motion of Mr. HOUSTON, the House then proceed¬

ed to consider the business on the Speaker's table.
ASSISTANT SECRETARY OF THE TREASURY.

The SPEAKER stated that the first business in order
wan the further consideratiou of the bill of the Senate pre¬
scribing the manner of appointing tho Assistant Secre¬
tary of the Treasury, (which provides that immediately
after the passage thereof the said officer shall be appoint¬
ed by the President, by and with the advice and consent
of the Senate;) the question being on the following sub¬
stitute offered by Mr. Ore, upon which was pending the
demand for the previous question :

" That hereafter, as the office of Assistant Secretary of the
Treasury shall be vacated, the appointment of his successor

shall be made by the President of tho United States, by and
with tho advice and consent of the Senate."
The provious question was seconded, and under the

operation thereof the amendment was agreed to: Yeas
96, nays 70.

After two ineffectual attempts to adjourn, the bill was
read the third time and disagreed to, by the following
vote : Yeas 70, nays 107.
Mr. MACDONALD moved to reconsider tho vote just

taken, and also moved to lay the motion to reconsider on
the table.

Mr. STANTON, of Tennessee, demanded the yeas and
nays on the motion ; which were ordered.

Mr. McMULLEN moved that the House adjourn: which
was negatived : Ayes 71, noes 82.
Mr. BAYLY, of Virginia, moved that there be a call of

the House, stating that he desired a full vote.
The yeas and nays were demanded and ordered on this

motion, when.
Mr. STANTON, of Tennessee, moved that the House-

adjourn, which was not agreed to: Ayes 77, noes 79.
The question was thon taken on the motion that there

be a call of the House, and it was decided in the nega¬
tive : Yeas 82, nays 128.

Mr. SArP moved that the House adjourn ; which mo¬
tion was disagreed to.
The question was then taken on the motion to lay the

motion to reconsider on the table, and it was decided in
the affirmative : Yeas 106, nays 30.
The House then adjourned until Monday next, for the

purpose, as was stated, of enabling the Doorkeeper to ad¬
just the gas fixtures about the hall, so as to make it toler¬
able and healthful.

Sirsiblb Hogs..Some years ago I made a visit in the
Bay of Fundy, and, finding a cozy place there quite to my
mind, I spent a week or more in that vicinity. Whilst
there I had occasion to notice the movements of sundry
hoga who came down to the beach at low tide tg feed upon
the clams which abound in the sand. You are aware that
the tide rises thirty or forty feet in that part of the coun¬

try. The consequence is that it must come and recede
?ery rapidly ; so swift indeed does it t ise that cattle un¬

acquainted with the state of things not unfrequently get
overtaken by the water and are drowned. The old hogs in
those parts, however, get accustomed to the tide. They
find out not only that it "waits for no man," but that it
waits for no hog. One day while I was' on the beach I
saw a regiment of hogs as busy as they could be rooting
for clams and feasting on them. Watching them care¬

fully, 1 could not help noticing that several of their
number ever and anon placed one ear in the attitude of
listening. They would remain in. that position a moment
or two, and then go on digging clams. At length one

cunning old fellow, after listening an instant, uttered that
well-known note of alarm, and off he and the whole regi¬
ment ran at the top of their speed out of the reach of the
tide. When I placed my ear near the gronnd, as the
hogs did, I discovered what they discovered, and what I
did not know before, the roar of the tide coming in, and
1 found it necessary to retreat about as speedily as they
had done. What do you think of that reader ?

It is stated in the Charleston papers that clay adaptedfor the manufacture of porcelain is abundant at Granlte-

ville, on the Charleston and Hamburg Railroad, and that,in view of encouraging a new bronoh of industry, the
Grauiteville Company hare granted the exclusive privi¬
lege of using the clay on their extensive property to the
Porcelain Manufacturing Company of Bennington, (Vt)
upon the oondition that it shall be worked upon the spot.This condition has been accepted, and operations will be
commenced in the spring.
The Hon. Tuomas Greenleaf died on Thursday, at his

residence in Quinoy, (Mass.) at the age of 86 years. He
was a graduate at Harvard College in the year 1784, and
for upwards of six years has been the only survivor of
his class.
The recent snow storm extended as far south as Selma,

(Ala.) as appears by a paragraph in the Sentinel, pub¬
lished at that place. As it extended north to Boston and
Portland, and west to Chicago, this was decidedly the
most wide-spread and national storm we have had for
years.

We have not heard
of this."

Tho next steamer from New York for Bremen will be
on Saturday, the 28th of January.
The new ocean steamship Nashville is to take the

place of the Humboldt on the New York aud Havre line.
She is of 1,800 tons burden, and will depart from New
fork for Havre on Saturday next.
A man in Wisconsin who recently inserted a long ad¬

vertisement in the papers, offering his farm for sale,
closed it in the following sublimely ridiculous style:
"The surrounding country is the most beautiful the God
of nalure ever made. The scenery is'celestial, divine;
also, two wagons to sell and ayoke of steers."
The schooner Lucy Ann, Shannon, from Philadelphia

for this city, (Washington,) with ooal, was suuk on the
25th of December, off Cape Henry, bearing W. S. W. thir¬
ty-five miles. Vessel and cargo total loss. The crew
took to the boats, and were picked up by schooner Wash¬
ington, Capt. Morris, of Suffolk, Virginia, with great risk
of life. 7
What is called the " woman's bill" has been defeated in

the Georgia Legislature. The Columbia Times says "it
was simply a bill to prevent a thriftless husband from
spending his wife's property without her consent."
The sccond track on the New Haven railroad will be

completed in a few days, when there will be a double line
of rail on the whole route from Boston to the city of New
York.
The fifty-four liquor cases (says the Providence Post)

which have come before the Court of Common Pleas,
Judge Staples, at the present term, have been disposed of
as follows: Fifty-two have fallen through without going
to the jury, generally from defects in the warrants, or
from informalities in the proceedings of the Justices'
Court, before which the same were first brought, and two
convictions, in both of which an appeal has been taken to
the Supreme Court, upon exception to the ruling of the
Judge. '.

The Albion College building, Albion, Michigan, took
fire on the morning of January 4, while the students were
at breakfast, and was totally destroyed. The contents
were mostly saved. Loss estimated at $1-5,000.
On Sunday morning a part of the dock belonging to the

Poughkeepsie Iron Works slid into the river, carrying
with it some 300 tons of coal, a portion of the machinery
for a new stack, and other property. The loss is esti¬
mated at $40,000.
A Sunbury paper says the castiron outlet lock in the

Three boys were arrested on the
charge of committing the rebbery, upon whom three gold
watches were found.

Rouge, (La.) by which the Pearl was instantly sunk, and
it is supposed that some eight or ten lives were lost.
Among the lost are Capt. Stanley aud Robert Sullivan.
Handsome Present..Rev. W. R. Strickland, pastor

of the Union Chapel, M. E. Church, in Cincinnati, lately
performed a marriage for a couple, and received in return
for his services from tho bridegroom the neat sum of $50
in gold, and from the bride a deed to a city lot valued at
$2,500.
Export of Specie..The large quantity of three tons

of specie left New Orleans on the 4th instant on board
the steamboat John L. Avery. It was shipped from the
Mint in that city, and is to be taken to that of Phila¬
delphia.
Henry Silverthorn and five colored men were drowned

near Newbern, N. C., by the upietting of a boat during
the late gale.
Tho supporters of the Maine law are preparing to unite

in a grand demonstration, to take place at Philadelphia
on the 20th instant.
The people of Maysville, Ky., by a majority of 14,

have declared against the issuing of licenses for the sale
of liquors.
A young man named Stephen Hague, lately returned

from California, was killed in an affray in Allegheny city,
Pa., oi^ Monday, by E. Hosach.
John B. Robertson has been elected District Judge at

New Orleans, vice Judge Larue, resigned.
A few days ago sixtee® car loads of live hogs arrived

at Lynchburg, over the Virginia and Tennessee Railroad.
There are eighty-three newspapers in Michigan, the

aggregate circulation of which is over three millions and
a quarter.
The taxable property of the Stato of Texas has in¬

creased one hundred per cent, in the last three years. ,

with the Russians. The Shah was also urging Dost Mo.
hammed to side with Persia and Russia.

It was stated positively that the Jagondit, a Russian
ninety-gun ship, was destroyed in the battle of Sinope.
She was attacked by a Turkish frigate and both blew up.
The aid-de-camp of the Turkish Admiral had died from
his wounds, and Osman Pasha, who had bis limb ampu¬
tated, was lying in a critical situation. The Turkish loss
was equal to twenty millions of piasters.Russia had made no levies of recruits in Poland.
The European residents at Smyrna had contributed

three hundred thousand francs for the volunteers in the
Turkish servioe.

Condition of the Ohio.
Wheeling, January 18..The Ohio river is now all

clear below, but closed above. There are seven feet seven
inches Water in the ohannel, and the Union Line are mak¬
ing preparations to renew their trips immediately. The
Falls City leaves to-day and the Baltimore to-morrow.
A large amount of freight is now being discharged from
the boats.

. MILITARY TROPHIES.

¦* A writer in a New York journal, giving a description
of the fort on Governor's Island in New York harbor,
mentions the subjoined interesting facts. We copy the
article into our paper chiefly for the justice which it does
to the merit of an esteemed and valuable American offi¬
cer, now no more, and because our own recollection con¬

firms tho truth of what is stated. Our Government haa
lavished bounties and rewardson objects with far inferior
claims to public recompense than those of Col. Georcib
Bomford. ^
Among the cannon in the ordnance yard are several

trophies of our victories in Mexico. One of these, a brass
cannon, was taken at the siege of Monterey, whore it ex¬

ploded while in tho hands of the besieged, killing four
Mexicans. By the side of this is another, whioh bears
upon its breech the royal arms of Spain, and the follow¬
ing inscription:

" Ferdinandu9 VI, Hispania et Indiaram Rex."
Which proves it to be about one hundred years old. It
has been in the possession of the French, the Texans, the
Mexicans, and now, by a strange freak of fortune, it is in
our possession, having been taken from the Mexicans at
Matamoros. In addition to these, there arc four hundred
32-pound brass or copper shells, which were fired into
Fort Brown by the Mexicans while our army was besieg¬
ing Matamoros. A large number of muskets and other
small arms, which were taken during the same campaign,
were sold back to their former owners, thus helping to
defraj the expenses of the war. In this we appear to
have imitated the English, who, while at war with Napo¬
leon, actually sold him a part of the ammunition which
was used by his army. There is a slight difference, how¬
ever. What Napoleon purchased was made by his ene¬

my, what the Mexicans purchased was made by them¬
selves.
But perhaps the most valuable curiosities in the wholo

collection are three 100-pound (American) Paixham.
These are tho first that were ever made, and if there
could be any controversy in relation to the honor of hav¬
ing invented them, they can be shown as a proof that to
an American only belongs that honor. Col. Bomford,
who was engaged in the war of 1812, conceived the idea
that a bomb-shell could be thrown horizontally, and, de¬
termined on testiug its practicability, made the exr-'ri-
mcnt from Governor's Island. After a few experiments
he succeeded in forming a cannon with a chamber some¬
what similar to that ot' a mortar, with whick ho could
throw the shells with the precision of a cai*»on ball. A
French officer, however, having obtained Information of
the invention before it was thoroughly completed, went
to France, and there asked a man niwiied Paixhan to de¬
velop the metal required in the founding of the] piece,
which he did, giving it his naro«, which it has retained
ever since. Col. Bomford coded it tho Columbian, in
honor of his country, which aame tho three piecos refer¬
red to and all the others in the yard bear upon their
breeches. The Columbian is far superior to the mortar,
from the fact that it sends the shell straight to the mark,
while the latter discharges it at an angular elevation into
the air, from which it drops upon the object. If fired at
a ship the shell from the Columbian pierces the hull and
explodes in the interior of the vessel, causing terrible
havoc, and probably setting fire to or blowing her up. Be¬
sides the three we have mentioned, there are thirteen ten-
inch Columbians, each of which weighs over fifteen thousand
pounds ; and one whose bore is twelve inches, the weight
of which is twenty-five thousand pounds. We were also
shown a f#t cannon, which, from its great prowess in the
field, is called the Bruiser. Upon the breech of the Bruiser
are the names of four or five battles in which it was en¬

gaged. There are several other pieces like it, bearing
the same evidence of active service, but the Bruiser ap¬
peared to be considered superior to them all in the great
work of human destruction. Wo must not conclude our
notice of the ordnance department without mentioning
three or four brass pieces which were used at the battles
of Palo Alto, ReBaca de la Palma, Monterey, and Buena
Vista. It was out of these that Capt. Bragg gave the
Mexicans " a little more grape," and poor Ringgold was
killed while serving at a battery which was formed by
them.

Thk Arblest of tub Germans in Cincinnati..The re-
ccnt arrest of the Germans in Cincinnati, on the ground
that they were about to attack the Pope's Nuncio, and
the killing of one of their number and wounding soveral
others, has creatcd no little excitement in that city.
On Thursday last, at the instance of the Germans, war¬

rants were issued for the arrest of Judge Spooner, who
aided in the arrests, Capt. Luken, (the chief of police,)
and one hundred and four members of the poliee force
and substitute watchmen, charging them with rioting on
the night of the 25th ultimo, with intent to do violence to
sundry persons. The parties therein named severally
appeared before the magistrate, and were required by
him to give bail to the amount of five hundred dollars
each to be present and answer at an examination.
The popular exoitement against Mayor Snelbaker also

appears to be very great, so much so that he has been
induced to address a lotter to the councils, in which he
endeavors to excuse himself from all blame by pleading
that he could have had no idea of so sudden a demonstra¬
tion on the part of the Freemen, and at the same time he
regrets that any policeman should have behaved brutally;
but he justifies the chief of police in the manner of dis¬
persing the procession, and he is astonished that the pro¬
secuting attorney failed to make out a case. Mr. Dick¬
son, the prosecuting attorney, replies in a card, distinctly
charging the mayor with a design to save the police at
the expense of law and justice.
On Thursday night a large "indignation meeting" was

held at Greenwood Hall to express the popular feeling
in reference to the conduct of those advising and con¬
ducting the attack on the Germans. Resolutions were

adopted bitterly denouncing thejudge of the police court,
the mayor, police, and all conoernec in the attack, which
was declared to be a gross and vindictive outrage. K
number of speeches were made.

Dr. McKenzie offered a resolution that the meeting ad¬
vise the " Freemen " to oarry out their original design of
peaceably burning Bedini in effigy, and the eitizens would
sustain them.

Dr. Newton and Mr. Stackhouse both censored the con¬
duct of the officers, but said now was not the time to act;
wait on the courts; let not jpresent acts appear like an
intent to overawe ; and counselled that the meeting allow
the Freemen to act without suggestion; but the resolu¬
tion was adopted nevertheless.
