Washington", July 2. The presi-
dent, this afternoon, returned the
Tit. John Porter bill to congrPS3 with
his objections!. He takes the same
view as the attorney-gener- al regard-
ing its titico'istitutioiiality, aud pajs:
There are other causes that deter me
from giving this bill the anctiou of
my approval. The judgment of the
court-marti- al by which, more than
twenty years Gen. Fitz John
l'orter wi tried, was convicted, was
pronounced by a tribunal composed of
general oniee'rn of a distinguished
character and ability. Its investiga-
tion of the charges of which it found
the accused guilty was thorough and
conscientious and its finding and cen-ti'iie- -c

in line course of law was ap-
proved bv Abraham Lincoln, then
president of the United State-!- . Its
legal competency, its jurisdiction of
the arciM'd and'of the subjects of tho
ncTti-atio- n, the substantial regularity
of all its proceeding, art; matters
which have never been brought into
question. Its judgement, there-fore- ,

1

li mil and conclusive in its character.
The supreme court of the United
States has recently declared that such a
court martial as t'liis was is an organ-i-m- ,

provided by law and clothed with
its duty, udiiiiiii-terin- g justice in this
class of cases. Its judgment-- , when
approved, rest on the same basis, and '

arc silt rounded by the same consider -

ations which give concliu-io- n to judg
ment- - of other tribunals, including as
well as the lowest the liighe-t- . It
follow-- , accordingly, that when
a lawfully constituted court
martial has duly declared its find-
ings and its sentence, and the
same have been duly approved, neith-
er the president nor congress has any
power to set them aside.
