CLEVELAND,NOMINATED.

Cuicaco, July 11.—The convention
wias called to order at ten o'clock. A
nnmber of telegrams from varions
parts of the country suggesling the
proper candidates to nominate were
Inid on the table.

A motion that the vole of siates
should not be changed until the sue-
eeeding ballot was lost.

The roll call of states for the second
ballot was ordered aud
changes resulted as follows :

The nomination of Cleveland was
made unanimous.

Cleveland's portrait was placed in
front of the platform amid much ap-
plause.

Wallace of Pennsylvapia moved for
a recess until 5 p. m., in order to give
time for consultation on vice-presi-
dent.  Carried.

There were greal crowds outside
the convention hall to hear the report
ol the balloting and heavy cheering
fullowed the final result. Cannons
planted on the lake shore took up the
refrain and one  hundred rounds
were  fired  in rapid  suceession.
