REPORT OF THE SPECIAL
COMMITTEE

Appointed to Examine the Chi-

cago and St. Louis
Postoffices.

COLLECTING THE TAX ON FRUIT
BRANDY.

Other News Notes of Interest From
Various Sources.

THE CHICAGO POSTOFFICE.
Washington, D. C, July 12. The

chief of the postoflice inspectors, A. J.
Sharpe, and Inspector Camp, appoint-
ed a committee to examine the condi-
tion ofthc Chicago postoflice, have
made their report to the postmaslor-gcnera- l.

They find the post-
master has devoted his time to
the office and possesses a good general
knowledge of the details of the service.
The assistant postmaster is experi-
enced and efficient and well fitted for
the position. His duties, however, are
somewhat limited under tho present
organization of the office, some of the
most important duties usually per-
formed bv the assistant postmas'tcr-at- -

Iarge postofficc,havingbeen delegated
or absorbed by what is termed an au-
ditor. The commission says :

We have carefully examined the
work now performed by the auditor
and arc of the opinion that his duties
can be added to those now performed
by the assistant postmaster without
detriment to the service. We recom-
mend this consolidation to be made,
and that the $3,000 per annum now
paid the auditor be suspended from
the allowance. A private secretary of
the postmaster is carried on the roster
at $2,500 per annum. Iu our
judgment this position is
unnecessary and as a matter
of fact very little service has ever been
performed by the party now holding
the position," wc therefore recommend
that the office be abolished. The
commissioners believe that two clerks
in the weighing division can be dis-
pensed with. The superintendent of
divisions we found to be au efficient
and experienced man. The mailing
aud city delivery divisions are espec-
ially well mauagod. Some additional
force is regarded s necessary before
the beginuing of the heavy work of
fall and winter. The stations we found
iu good condition with the exception
of fixtures and furniture, which is
worn aud shabby from long service.
The commission" recommend the dis-
continuance of the potoiIlces at
Wright's Grove, Bandow and Hum-
boldt park, their places being supplied
by substitutions. The also recom-
mend an inspector to be charged with
the duty of investigating the delivery
service with a view to its extension,
if deemed advisable, to outljing sta-
tions. Altogether the report recom-
mends an allowance for thirty-on- e

additional clerks, at an aggregate
salary of $20,120, and provides tor a
reduction of $7,460, leaving n net in-

crease of $12,660.

AT ST. LOUIS.
Washington, D. C, July 12. The

Postmaster General has read the re-

port or Messrs. French, Burt and Dice,
commissioners to investigate tiic con-
dition of the St. Louisotlicc. They re-

port the assistant FOSlmastcr,although
voung, and inexperienced,is active and
energetic and will make an efficient
official. The cashier from old age is
unable to perform the duties which
the cashier of an office like St. Louis
should perform. The auditor is
relied upon to perform the duties
which devolved upon him and should
be performed by the cashier aud assis
tant cashier and in the opening of the
commission the last named olltcer arc
too old to fill the position,
which they hold, and should be
assigned to other duties, aud their
positious filled by younger men. If
this is done there Is clearly no neces-

sity for an auditor. The office of lo-
