GOVERNOR CLEVELAND.

The hihtorj of (iovernor Cleveland
is short. lie is a native of New Jer-se-v.

Young Cleveland was
sent to the academy, Clinton, Oneida
county, X. Y. Upon leaving this scat
of learning, he went to Xew York city,
where he tilled for some time the po
sition of clerk in an institution of
charity. ViMtini; an uncle residing in
Biillalo, lie was induced to remain iu
that city, as cleik in tho store of hi
relative. He was eighteen years of age
at the time. We soon lind the youth a
clerk in the office of a prominent law
linn. He was admitted to the
liar in 1839. His first political office
was as assistant district attorney for
the county of Erie, under C. C. Tor-
rance, lie held the position three
years, unfit the end ot the superior's
term of office, when he was nominated
for district attorney on the Democrat-
ic ticket, but defeated. In 1870, live
venrs after this failure, he was elected
sheriff of Erie county, and in Novem-
ber, 1871, was elected mayor of Buffa-
lo bv a decisive majority, lie was
elected governor of New York iu No-

vember, 1882, and still holds the office.
Ho is a bachelor.

MR. HENDRICKS.

Thomas Andrew Hendricks, born
iu Musgigum county, Ohio, September
7, 181'J. Jlo graduated trom boum
Hampton College, Indiana, and stud-
ied Ihw in Chainbcrsburg, Pa., and
was admitted to the bar in 1818. In
184'J lie was elected a member of the
Indiana legislatuic nnd in 1850 was
elected a member of the Constitution-Conventio- n.

From 1851 to 1855 he
represented the lndianapolie district
in Congress, anil from 1855 to 18C1 was
Commissioner of the General Land
Oilire, and from 1863 to 1S69 was a
member of tho United States senate.
He strongly opposed the Bepublicau
plan of -d ruction, and held thnt
the property of the whites of the
South were of more importance than
the negroes, and declared himself op-

posed to placing frecdmen in a govern-
ing class while a part of the white peo
ple were msir-iuc'iiM- jvp

candidate for governor of Indi-
ana iu 1870 he was defeated by the Re-

publican candidate, but iu 1872 was
elected to that position. In 1868 Mr.
Hendricks was a prominent candidate
for president, and would have received
the nomination, but the name of Ho-

ratio Scmoor was sprung on the con-

vention "and Mr. Hendricks failed to
received the nomination. In 187S he
was nominated for iit and
was again defeated.

SOME ECcYNTRicBiBLES.

Although everybody knows that
there arc in existence certain editions
of bibles which arc much priced by
bibliomaniacs on account of some ridi-
culous printer's blunders, few people,
perhaps, are aware how many'of thce
editions there arc. Tho most widely
known arc the Breeches nnd Vinegar
bibles. The former is so called because
in the Geneva version of Genesis, iii,
7, Adam am! Kre arc spoken of as
making themselves breeches out of tig
leaves. The translation of the scriptures
done by the English Exiles at Geneva,
served as the regular fatnilv bible in
the reign of Queen Elizabeth, until it
was supcrscd by the authorized ver-
sion of .lames f. The Vinegar bible
was so named from the head line of
the 20th chapter of St. Luke, which
reads as "The Parable of the Vinegar,"
instead of "tho Vineyard." The date
of this was J717. In addition, Low-eve- r,

to these well known examples,
there nrc others quite as singular.
The Bug bible was so called from its
rendering Psalm xic 5, "Afraid
of -- bugs by night,"' the present
version being "terror by night."
This reading was printed in
1851. The Place-make- rs Bible obtain-

ed its name from n remarkable typo-

graphical error, which occurs iu Mat- -

thew, v. 9, viz., "Slewed are the Place-maker- s"

instead of ''peace-maker- s.

The politicians of the present day
would probably not have objected to
the former benediction. ,, The Treacle
Bible, printed in 1568, had a passage
Jeremiah, viii, 22, which read "Is there
no treacle in Gilead," instead of "Is
thre bo balIn., The He and the Bi-
ble was so called from a very slight
mistake that occured in Buth, iii. 15,
when, instead of "she went into the
citv," Jit was printed "he went." The
Wicked Bible, printed 1781, was
rather an expensive one to
the printer, who was fined 300 be-
cause, from malice or carelessness, the
negative was left out of the seventh
commandment (Exodus, xx. 14.) The
Murderers, Bible was a mistake of the
present century and was called from
an error in the ICtli verse of the Epis-
tle of Judc, making it to read, "There
arc murderers, complainers," instead
of "murmuers." The Printers' Bible,
issued in 1702, contained an absurd
misstatement of David iu tho 19th
Psalm, v. 1C1, in which he was pathet-
ically made to say that "printers per-
secuted him without a cause," instead
cf "princes." London Queen.
