Theie is a deliberate conspiracy to
persuade tbe Germans who have been
in thcThabif of votinglhc Ttepublican
ticket that Blaine is responsible for the
prohibition law of Maine that
through bis cflorts it was enacted.
Democratic agents arc already at work
in the western cities and towns endea-
voring to create this impression, and
the Chicago Slaats-Zeituu- g is seeking
in a hypocritical and sneaking fashion
lo give the lie the color of truth. The
facts arc these :

The Maine law was passed in 1851,
and Blaine did not take up his resi-
dence in that state till 1853. AVlicu
Blaine, went to Main to live he was a
young man about twenty-thre- e years
old, a perfect stranger in the state,and
it was not till ten years later that he
began to make an "impression on pub-
lic affairs. By the time Blaine had ac-

quired position and influence the
Maine liquor system was as firmly
fixed as the law's of the Medes and
Pcrsions in their day. This is simply
a matter of history which anybody
can verify for himself, and it is suffi-
cient to relieve Blaine of all responsi-
bility for the enactment of the Maine
liquor law.

But there are other circumstances
which emphasize the malignity of this
cfibrt to create a prejudice against
Blaine among the German voters.
Not only was the Maine liquor law
passed a third of a ceutury ago, when
Blaine was a hoy struggling to obtain
a foothold as a school master, in Ken-

tucky, but' it was passed by a Demo-crud- e

le'gislature and sigucd by a
Democratic Governor, in obedience
to Ihe general sentiment of a Demo-
cratic constituency. The Republican
party had not been thought of or or-
ganized at that date. It is simply ab-

surd to hold Blaine, as a Republican
leader, accountable for any thing
which was dono before the Republican
party came into existence, and in a
stale where he did not reside at the
lime. But it may al-- o be stated that
the Democrats of Maine have never
made an the prohibition law.
They carried Maine in 1879 and con-
trolled Ihe legislature and state gov-
ernment for two or three years, but
made no cfibrt lo repeal orniodify the
old Democratic prohibition law.
