Ex-cr- ilay the Ixtroer should bo waihed
iu li Jt, clean rods, Uioroughlj- - dritsi and the
wicic replaced; tho litUo brass network about
Uio le of the burner should bo carefully
wiped and kept free front every jvarticle
of dust Tho xvick should be cut squarely
and evenly with sharp scissors, and not ewn a
thread should le left that is higher than the
rest.
