city, eight years ago. 'Now he has nearly
ever thing growing about his home that a

mau could desire, aud twelve thousand
dollars wouldn't buy that larm y. He
has only live acres in orchard and small
fruits, but or the choicest varieties.

WASHINGTON NOTES.

Washington, July 30. "Have you
received any nows regarding the out-
break of the cattle disease ?" asked an
Associated Press roporter of Dr. Sal-

mon, a veterinarian of the department
of agriculture.

"Yes, we have a few telegrams, from
Kansas, Nebraska aud Colorado no-

tifying us ot the outbreak of the dis-

ease and askiug for assistance. Wc
can, however, give them nothing but
advice. The law provides that the
commissioner of agriculture may ex-

pend appropriation in
with the state authorities

only when ueccssary to prevent the
disease from spreading to other states.
There is no danger in this case of its
spreading to other states. The disease
atl'ecls only native cattle and is nut
communicable from them. They take
it Irom places where soHthern cattle
have been pastured. Southern aui-ma- ls

do not sicken, but they alone
communicate disease. That the dis-

ease is Texas fever I have not the least
doubt. It does not come from Texas
alone, however, but from many por-
tions of the south."

"Is the outbreak of the disease
at Chicago evidence that the disease is
carried from state state ?"'

"I think not, as the cattle which aic
affected iu Chicago probably took the
disease in pens where southern cattle
had been fed, and the eflects will end
with them. It is surprising," contin-
ued Dr. Salmon, "that people do not
learn the nature of this thing. Here
we have this outbreak year after eur,
pet measures to prevent it are not
taken."

"What steps are necessary to pre-

vent it ?"
"Southern cattle should only be

moved iu the winter. They may be
moved then and without d'liigcr of
communicating the disease. Southern
cattle, as I have Slid, do
from the disease, ami it is only dis-

covered in their systems by close post
mortem examination. Thcv are not
injured as beef. We shall try aud sec
if wc cannot exercise some control
over limttor. but it is difficult to

TEXAS FEVER.

Chicago, 30. Governor Ham-
ilton arrived at Chicago from Spring-
field to-da- y. The state veterinarian
Faaren called upon him to talk about
the disease discovered at the stock
yards and supposed to be Texas fever.
The veterinarian told the governor
that information had been received
that another car load of cattle suffer-
ing with fever was on the way to
Chicago While en
route last night the men in charge of
the stock heard of the killing yester-
day by the health department the men
thereupon attempted to drop the ani-

mals at way stations but the citizens
objected. The cattle was then carried
on and left at Jacksonville where they
are now. At a conference between
Dr. Paarcn and the goveanor at a late
hour, the veterinarian received in-

structions to proceed to Jacksonville
and investigate the disease. Ho was
also ordered to condnct mi-
