DULL THUG.

Charles W. Butler Hanged for
the Murder of his Wife.

HE MARCHES TO THE SCAF-

FOLD HY THE MUSIC OF
AN ACCORDEON.

Other Various Crimes Committed
Throughout.thc Country.

Executed.
Fort Wayne, Ind., Oct-- 10. Charles W.

Ilutlcr, oucof tlic most noted criminals of
Ohio, eon of Dr. Geo. Hutter, a wealthy phv --

sician of Columbus, Ohio, was executed "at
Columbia City, Ind., to-d- ay for the murder
of Abbie Kutler. his wife, at I'icrceton. Ind..
September 2!), 1883. After his arrest for
the murder, Ilutlcr was incarcerated in jail
at C. lutnbia Citv to await his trial. Hurmg
confinement in jail he succeeded in effecting
lus escnpe, and tor some days was at liberty,
but was subsequently recaptured. His trial
occupied nearly a month, and all that
wealth and influence could do was done to
save him from the gallows; but with no
avail. Up to last evening llutler preserv-
ed a most stoical indifference ns to his
awful fate, but when advices were received
last night that tho supreme court and the
governor refused to interfere (in his behalf,
llutler broke completely down and wept
bitterly. He asked for a" Catholic prict to
administer spiritual consolation. Father
Fellbako responded and administered tho
rites of baptism and absolution. The pris-
oner retired last night nnd slept soundly
until o n. m., he then arose, dressed, and
partook of a hearty meal. Tho priest called
this morning and remained with the con
demned man until the execution. Ho as-

sumed again his stolical attidudo and had
very little to say while the priest and sheriff
were with him. "In the cell Hutler plaved sev-
eral airs on his" accordeon, and at !

o clock took an affectionate farewell of his
sisters. .Tust before marchinir to the scaf
fold ho played several airs on his accordeon,
concluding witn tlie song "t arcvvell," and
then began dancing, but was interrupted by
the sheriff entering to read the death war
rant At 12 o'clock the prisoner was hand- -
culled, and accompanied ly the priest, shcr-ifl'n-

deputies, wits marched to the scaffold,
llutler stepped near the drop and made a
ranting, incoherent sjcech of a few minutes
in which ho said all connected with his trial
and execution would bo sorry for it. After
the conclusion of his speech, the priest, pris-
oner and attendants knelt in praver,
nnd when through, Hutler walked
to the edge of tho drop and kicked
viciously to see if it was solid. Wliilo the
noose was being adjusted and the black cap
put over his head, lie cried out in piteous
tones, "Please take this off! The roo i too
tight. Please loosen the rope, it ain't right."
The request was not heeded. He was assist-
ed on to the drop and at 1:20 tho drop fell.
Hutler stood too near the hinges of tho drop
and his descent was slow, his feet scraping
the drop. However it was adjusted properly
and the body writhed and quivered for somo
time, and in seven minutes he was pro-
nounced dead. Death was bv strangulation.
Two hundred and fifty people witnessed the
execution, jvn nninenso crowu burrounued
the jail but everv thing passed off quietly and
the common verdict is "Hutler died game."

Columbus by a special train on the Scioto
Valley road at 10 o'clock this morning. Mr.
Hanna, of the state committee, left the party
and Foster took charge. The
first stop was made at Circleville, where
there was a large gathering in front of the
court nouse.

Portsmouth, O., Oct. 10. Tnc reception
at Chillicothe was elaborate and artistic
The approach to the stand was through an
avenue, between parallel lines of uniformed
horsemen. At the upper end of this avenue
there were two rows of girls dressed
1n white, representing the states of tho
Union, and holdinsr up a series of green
arches, beneath which Mr. Blaine passed.

Chillicothe was settled by Virginians, and
indications of tho origin of the town were
seen in the unusual number of horsemen
and of negroes taking part in the procession.

demonstration .of enthusiasm. When he
got an opportunity to speak, ho said: "From
my school davs 1 havo been familiar with
the Scioto valley, and have heard much of
the rich lands of Point creek.

The commissioner renews his recommend-
ation that the law be repealed,

ise restrictions would be in measure met-
ing this end. In conclusion tho commis-
sioner points out the necessity for the im-

mediate adoption of some measure by which
natural forests may be preserved at the head
waters of important rivers and their tribu-
taries and in such other situations where
their preservation is expedient for climatic
effect and other reasons of utility. He says
there is no good reason why lands worth
from twenty-fiv- e dollars to ono hundred dol-

lars per acre for timber should be sold for
$1.25 and S2.00 acre as at present, and
ho favors the withdrawal from sale or entry
undcrcxisting laws, all distinctively timber
lands until examination and appraisement can
be made. Other examination of permanent
timber reserves should be established where
demed desirable and provision made for
sale at not b'ss than appraised value.
