A different phase was put upon the
affair on receipt of the report tliat tho New- -

York Tribune had conceded that state to
Cleveland, which was posted upon tho bul
letin ooarus ino Democrats appeared m
great numbers, their hats decorated with
roosters and other devices, carrying brooms
and headed by n band, paraded through the
principal streets, raising a deafening din
with lih horns. They called upon Mr.
Hendricks, filling tho" spacious yard and
street in front of his residence, and when ho
appeared tho noi-- o was simply terrific Mr.
Hendricks said:

" Gentlemen, I am taken by surprise bv
this largo collection of my fellow citizens. I
appreciate how well vou havo done and the
honest sentiments vvhich animate you. I
havo no satisfactory information, but 1 havo
no doubt that the ticket which was nominated
in Chicago, on July 8th, has been elected;
but this is a matter of such grave impor-
tance that I would like to know verv con-
clusively beforo I make any remarks. This
has been the most contest I
havo ever been connected with. "There has
been tho most profound sentiment and
anxiety among tho people, and for thirteen
weeks I have been a part of the interested
ma's of my fellow citizens. I have done
everything "to promote this result. If you
appreciate it, I thank you. I suppose that
bv evening wo shall have very full informa-
tion, and thon I shall bo very glad to join
with you in somo of gratifica-
tion. Until that time I think I vvill say
good by e to you."

During the" afternoon a crowd, headed by
Hon. W. K. F.ngli5h, congressman from this
dNtrict, attempted to carry a black banner
of the autocrats into tho postoffice building.
They w ere met in tho lobby by a Republi-
can crowd nnd a scutllc that might havo had
serious consequences ensued. Mr. English
was knocked or pushed down by a negro
nnd somewhat bruised.

At Trois Pistoles three yachts and a
schooner were destroyed, tho wharf carried
away, and other damage to tho amount of
530,000 done. Several ships ar missing.
At Sandy Bar fourteen houses were carried
away. Losi about $25,000.

Father Point, Can. Nov. C. The storm
raged furiously during the night. Pilots of
fifty years experience, who remained in the
signal bureau all night, stato they never re-

member having seen and felt such a storm.
The waves mounted to the height of fifty to
sixty feet, At one time during tho night
they fully expected to be wiped out. To-
day the water is still roaring and splashing.
A "party of boatmen sent out with a pilot t.v
board the steamship Lake Nepigon, on her
way to Quebec, returned minus two of their
number, who were washed overboard and
not afterwards seen.

Terrible Blow Up.
Reading, Pa., Nov. 6. Tho dynamite

works of II. "W. Stump J: Co., three-quarte- rs

of a mile from Stouchsburg, n village of WW
inhabitants, blew up this afternoon, shaking
up thu country lor a distunce of twenty
mile. The works consisted of five frame
buildings, timbers of which wrc nt flying
in all directions, nothing remaining but the
foundations. All of the men In thebuildingi
were killed, so tho cause of the explosion
will never bo known. The names of tho
killed are Frank Slatz, married, aged 20,
Frank Knapp, 21, single, and Joe Kraup,
aged 2r, single. The wfndows were broken
in many houses in Stouchsburg, e were
knocked off their feet, and mirrors and pic-
tures shaken from the walls. A church and
several houes were unroofed. The victims
were literally blown to atoms.
