without driving to "Monticello." It is the
show plnce of the neighborhood, and indeed
the only place beside tno university worth a
visit The Charlottesville people are very
proud t two things their court-hous-e and
"Monttcello." Tfcey invariably ask a stranger
if he lias seen the former and visited the
latin

"Mcnticello"' was not Mr. Jefferson's
home. His father lived a mile or so

away, but his .birthplace was in sight of
'ilonticello." It had always been to him a
favorite retreat; here as a young boy he
loved to corns and ramble in woods and feast
hi young eyes on the view that lay before
him; here as a young man he was
went to com with his books and papers and
with the beloved friend of his youth, Dab-u-er

thusiastically aiprovel of tho plan and
him to elal-orat- the idea, and often

gave w i 0 11 !cl in alter years as tho work
cnt on. That ssraj year tho first work was

begun whic t was to mako 'ilonticello'' tho
most magnificant country seat in America.
Tho greater portion cf Mr. Jefferson's slaves
were put at work leveling the top of tho
mountain. Laborious and difficult was this
work, and many months were consumed in
getting that broad, smooth tablo land
w'jikx 11 th? honsc and grounds stand.

Kef jre anything was done towards tho
orettion uf tho Luildlng, numerous undcr-- g

cuad paKsagci wsro constructed. Theso
led in di fcront directions from a common
tenter, aud somo of them extended many
jnrds fn.ru tho house. Theywero intended
.or sowowgo purposes, but wero nover so
imp!oyed. Ono of these passges connected
with a secret stairway leading to Mr. Jeffer-
son's private apartments and the mouth of
tbn tunnel came out at tho tlave quarters. It
was a habit with him to go through this

and mount his horse at the slave quart-sr- s
when ho took his morning ride. Theo

passages are sui&clently high to enable ono
to walk upright in them and are heavily
lined with stone. Tho secret entrances to
orr.o of thsm are not known to the present

proprietor of th estate and thoir very ex-
istence has Leaamo a matter of speculation.

la 1771 the wrvrk of tha (lave carpenters
tud masons was linithtd and their places
wero taken by a small army of ItaUan decor-
ators, whose nimble fingers and skillful art
were to transform the dwelling among the
mountains of Virginia into a palace as noblo
and elegant as cno along the banks ot tho
Tiber. So well did they do their work that
it stands y in all its original freshness
and beauty, a never-failin- g source of admir-
ation and pleasure to the visitor and tourist
Wherever practical, the decorative work is
tarved from wood; where this could not be
ro well done, the figures are made of a mix-
ture of rico and plaster. They are exquisitely
fashioned and aro svidently tho handiwork
of no mean artist. Somo of tho designs are
beads of animals, Egyptian pottery and
curious looking vessels, whose weird shape
and almost impossible practical use, lead ono
to conclude that tfcey belong to a civilization
remote from that of Egypt as the civilization
of the I resent century is removed from that
of tho Ptolomies.

3 he cast front is tho principal entrance to
the mansion. Over the doorway is a largo
two faced deck. One of its faces tells the
time of day to those on the portico, cr who
may be strolling on the grassy laun in front
The other face is in the hall, and proclaims
Iho hours and minutes to those within. This
clook was planned by Mr. Jefferson nnd
partly mado by him. He, however, brought
over from Switzerland several of the expert
clock-make- of Geneva, who remodeled the
whole affair nnd placed it in order. Tho Lcll
of the clock is on the top of tho
bou.c nnd its fonts aro deep enough
to be heard a considerable distance. Curing
tho time theso Svrits nrtizans remained at
"Monticello," cne of their r.umlrr ticLencd
and died, and ho was laid to rc&t in tho
burial ground where a sitnplo stono tells the
usual story of birth and death. The clock
runs regularly yet nnd is famous for the cor-
rectness of its time.

The hall is jirrhaps forty feet square, and
sxtonils thiough three stories to tho roof. It
IsnotoLs.iu ted by 1 stain ase. Originally
the stairs vtcio arranged in tho hall, but
nere rimocd, and s ninvnjs were cut out
of tho walls on cither sido-ste- ep, narrow,
rinding pjilccty inconsistent with
my but tho (trictcst of sobriety. The
sentcr picco in the hall is a Lugo American
agle, who holds in his claws U10 suf pended

lamp wheso six artrol lurneis give liqht and
:he.rfulues within. A gallery connected
with the second floor extends around two
sides, and hero musicians sat and rerfonncd
ss the host and bis princely guest passed
brough the dining room en tho right Here
t was the custom for them to sit and play on
,ho evenings when guest wero within, and
(heir music was roltencd ns it floated down
through tho open doorway and lost ittclf in
the summer air among the trees. The old- -

fashioned flro place, with its tiled hearth und
brass andirens and rods, whereon a load ot
nood could lie placed without making too
largo a blaze, warmed the room in tho win-
ter.

(Standing in tho hall the afternoon we wero
theie, was a bust ot Jefferson, mounted on a
column. From this column tho pillars at
the capital in Washington aro designed.
The bust of Jefferson has been badly used by
the hand of man and tho hand of time. It
is considered excellent and erelong will bo
in the careful bands of an artist who will

it Tho floor of tho hall, as tho floors
of all the rooms on tho first floor are, is of
oak of a high polish, laid over brick. Tho
ball was used as a reception-room- , nnd tho
parlor opening into it from tho rear made
the two rooms exceedingly convenient for
the purposes of entertainment Tho dining-roo-

opened into th e hall from tho right, nnd
by the means cf sliding doors, could bo mado
into one with the breakfast-roo- and con-
servatory. Tho parlor is the noblost room in
themanslon.octagcnal in shape and is finished
in the roost elaborate style. Massive plato
glass mirrors cf French manufacture nro
buried in the nails, and gorgeous chandeliers
swing from the ceiling. One of the few
original articles of furniture left in tho great
house is in this parlor, and is but a simple
music stand. It is carefully preserved and is
curiously regarded by the visitor.

Tho library, study and bed chamber of Mr.
Jaflereon aro or the first floor, and are used
by tha present proprietcr for the same pur-
poses they were employed In the lifetimo ot
Jefferson. Their arrangement deserve!
notice. The bed chamber is large and finished
in as high a styl of art a tho parlor. Th
mantle, whilo not so elaborate, is a magnifi-
cent work of art and fte ebony lamps or
cither end impress the visitor with their ele-
gance and leauty. The bed is in nn nlcovt
between tho chamber and study, and can be
used from cither room; tho door of ccinmu-nicatic- n

i nt the head of the bed. It was in
tbr1 nxa Mr. Jefferson died, nnd not in ont
of the chambers abovo as somo have sup
posed. Thostudyisconnectedwiththcllbrary
by means of au arch. The study was the
favorite retreat of Mr. Jefferson, and the
favoritt chair is still in thcaccstruiicd place.
A large wcodea chair with a brood arm.
where ho rested tho paper whereon he wrote.
All about the floor in tho neighborhood of
tho chnir are ink tpote where the sometime
careless hand of the statesman sent his ink
flying. These spots are faint with age and
before many yours will have becomo iudis
ccrnibla.

Tho bed chambers up stairs aro very small
and very numerous. It k no exaggeration to
say that guests at "Monticrilo-- ' slept in holes

ithin the walls. Scooped out of the thick,
masdve walls are little places about the tize
of the lower berth in a sleeping car, whereon
tho bed was laid. If the weather was at oil
warm these curious bed chambers must have
been excessively hot The space was meagre
allowed to the occupant to dttsa in, and alto-
gether the bed chambers are possessed ot but
little to commend them. The paisagca are
very narrow on tha aeend and third floors
too narrow to parmit two persona to walk
abreast. The ceilings are low; there are
nooks and cranncrics everywhere, and the
cocclusioa is irresistible that the magnifi-
cence of everything down stairs has its
economical compensation in the closeness cf
