as good and potentinl as that of any other
citizen, cannot be said to-day in the United
States.  The course of affairs in the south
has crushed out the political power of more
than six million American citizens and has
transfered it by violence to others. Forty-
two presidential electors are assigned to the
south on sccount of the colored population
and vet the colored population, with more
than 1,100,000 logal votes, have been unsble
to choose a single elector. Even in those
states where they have a majority of more
than one hundred thousand they  were de-
prived of free suffrage and
their rights as citizens are scornfully trod-
den under foor. The eleven states that
comprised the rwhel confederacy had by the
census of 1880, 7500000 of white pupul--
tion and 3800000 colored population.
The colored population, almost to s man,
desire to support the Republican party, but
by a system of cruel intimidation and by vi-
olence and murder whenever thought neces-
sary. they are absolutely deprived of all po-
litical power. 11 the outrage <topped there
it would be bad enough, but it does not
<op there, for not only is the negro popula-
tion: disfeanchised, buot the power which
rightfully and constitutionally belongs to
them is transforred to the white population.
