The annul meeting then followed.
A large number of names of promi-
nent men were received and made
honorary members. A large number
of valuable donations were received
in the way of documents, books, etc.,

Secretary Adams read his aunual

report, lrom which we gather the fol-

lowing facts: Bound volumes added
to the library,l,08S;" unbound volumes
aud pamphle'ts, 2,033; newspapers cud
periodicals, C7S; papers and clippings
containing special historical matter,
276: maps and atlaes,48; manuscripts;
.13: pictures, 373; scrip and currency,
etc., 4; miscellaneous contributious,70.
The library now contains G.5S0 bound
volumes; 23,123 uuboud volumes, aud
4,413 bound newspapers aud periodi-
cals. Total, 24,121 volumes. The
library began in 1876 with 280 bouud
volumes, and it has grown rapidly.

Hon. John J. Ingalls has given the
society during the past year, a valua-
ble collection of books numbering 273
volumes. His contributions to the
society foot up to about 500 volumes.

The work of the society in preserv-
ing the current issues of the newspa-
pers of the state, was referred to.
There are filed with the secretary 617

newpapcis and periodicals, classified
as follows: Weeklies, 451; dailies, 32;
monthlies, JJ2: 1; quar
terlies, 1; occasional 1. Hits shows an
increase of SO during the past year.

The testimony of those who search
for historical tacts, i; that the record
made by the press is the most reliable
and satisfactory.

It is the aim of the society in pre-
serving these records, not only to give
a view of the progress of Kansas, but
of the whole country as well, and to
this end papers and" periodicals from
the neiebboring states and territories,
the leading newspapers and magazines
of the country have found a place in
the rooms of the societv.

Uut, seriously, the Democratic
party has been in power in this house
since 1875, with the exception of two
years. You had a Democratic speaker
of this house during all that timc,who
was in the line of succession. My
party was in power at the other cud
of the avenue, and bore up under the
Democratic load at this end,very well.
Laughter.
Now your party is in power at the

other end of the avenue. My party
took chances on a change of adminis-
tration during two presidential terms.
Can not vour party stand it until
1888? "Wc will relieve you then by
llacing a Republican in the white
House.

The distinguished gentleman from
Pennsylvania Mr. Randall is coming
to your relief with a measure to con-
tinue the office of elector during the
presidential term. The distinguished
gentleman from South Carolina Mr.
Dibble is coming to your relief by a
measure providing for a second

Either of these remedies
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is better thau the present bill, but bet-
ter than all would be the

of the law of 1SC7. providing for
the meetiii'' of congress each alternate
year on the 4th of March. The line of
succession would then always be wen
provided for, and the organization of
the house would then he perfected
and readv for work when it would re
turn to besin the long session in De
cember.
With thisadditional safeguard the law
of 1792 should stand. It has done
good service for nearly a century.
Our government lias passed the experi-
mental period and is firmly established.

The crucial test of internecine war
has been made, and while some of the
dross yet remains the pure gold has
been separated from it, and the virtue
and putiiotism, and intelligence of
our people wiil buniuh it until the
liaio ot its influence encircles the
earth.

This law of 1792 is ono of our land
marks, honored and usclul, as potent
to-da- v as when adopted. Let us not
cast it aside for an untried, inexpedi
ent, aud impolitic substitution.

HAZELTON AND SOUTHWEST
KANSAS.

To the Editor of the E&zle.
What are the prospects of our town?

This is the question which the people
of the towns of Southwestern Kansas
arc studying. The conclusions at
which we have arrived seem to us so
reasonable that thev are worth v of the
notice of others. Our views arc such
that wc have found no reason to be
ashamed of them, for they are sup
ported by good, substantial arguments
and not wind. Our miud is made up
that llazelton is to be the largest town
iu Barber county, at least, and that be
fore long, for the following reasons.

Some have couviuccd themselves
that we must be content with a second
place, because this is not a county scat

a reasonable enough delusion when
looked at carelessly, but lame aud
week when studied.

In the first place a third of the
eouulics iu the cast half of the state
have larger and better towns thau
their capitals. Then why not Barber
belong to that noble minority? She
will, as wc intend to show.
We would not have it
that wc would wound the
feelings of our worthy Medicine
Lodge, but wc must state a few plain
facts which are so visible to the naked
eye that nobody will attempt to dis-

prove them.
Ride over Barber county aud joii

will find that a line drawn northward
and outhward and passing a mile or
two east of the county scat, will divide
the level part of the county
ou the cast from the gypsum
hills on the west. Passing eight or ten
miles cast of llazelton are the Big
and LUtle Sandy creeks, separating
her from the towns of Harper county,
Then, as wc arc in the center of this
beautiful lay of farm5, and as agricul-
ture is what must support any of thcse
towns. llazelton is to be the metrop-
olis of Barber county, for this reason
alone: The fiugcr of destiny points
at her. and she must whether she will
or not.

Medicine Lodge is twenty miles
away, Harper is twenty-seve- n miles
aud Anthony twenty-tw- o; while the
latter two towns arc only eight miles
apart and in no better farming coun-

try than llazelton. Then, she must
inevitably surpass either of them:
She sees her place among the towns
of Southern Kansas and will look up
to none of these but Wichita.

Hazlcton has the opportunity to be
second in Southern Kansas, aud she
has the right class of citizens to take
advantage of her opportunities. Let
every one of them be awake. The
Fort Scott road will soon bo here, aud
wc will find out selves transferred
almost in a day into a city. There
can be no doubt based on reasonable
grounds as to the future greatness of
llazelton. There will be here in the
Arkansas valley, and that, too, before
many years, more people to the square
mile, and more large cities and towns
than in any other agricultural district
in the world. It is plain, for the
reason that there is not another dis-

trict on earih with equal soil and Avith
all the advantages as a farming coun-

try as the southwest quarter of Kan-
sas. Our opinions have been formed
after a careful study of the subject,
and wc are for the building up of
Hazleton aud Southwest Kansas. The
coming year will unfold much, that
has not been foretold.

Business is brightening up in the
cast, and renewed energy is being in-

fused into everything. Wc will soon
see a network of railroads extending
Coin the Arkansas river to the
Colorado line, connecting hundreds of
prospering towns and cities, while
stretching to the right and left will
be farms and gardens, the like of
which the world has never seen.
Southwest Kansas has a future before
her which is greater thau sho expects,
and it is nearer than she fully com-

prehends
