The wssentin]l points of the statement are
es follows: After starting the fucts of the
appointment of receivers for the road by
Judge Pardee, of the United States circuit
court on the 16th of December last, Mr.
Brown went to Marshall to superintend the
transfer of the property and arrange for
prying the rolls due the employes for the
previcus month.

Receivor Brown recites that bie and his ns-

That had refersnee to t
geaernl power of knowledge of the two
houses of congress in respect 1o every oper-
ation of the government and every one of its
cers,
