Gladstone entered the house of commons
at 4:55 this afternoon and proceeded straight
to hiz seat. When his presence was noliced
he was greeted with tremendous cheers. The

Her nightdress
caught on fire, but with great presence of
mind she extinguished the flames with her
hnnds and then lent sssistance to her hus-
band in saying the lives of their two children.
The fire had gained an additional headwsy
and he was unable to put the children out of
the same window, He then kicked on the
wall to mrouse tho ple on the second
floor, and eatching the babies in his arms he
ran up stairs and jumped with them from
the second story window.
The second foor of number 783 was occu-
Eiod by the Durkin and Murphy families.
No member of cither of these fumilies es-
caped. Thoy wore all evidently overcome
by the smoke befors sny effort eould be
mado Lo eseape.
The upper floor was occupied by W. AL
Hand, Jr., and his father lived with him,
They were aroused by the smell of emoke.
The young man caught up his children and
jumped from the second story with them
after nesisting his wife to the street. He
wanted to help his iather down but the old
man insisted on his jumping with the chil-
dren. The aged form of the old msn was
geen st the window & moment and then dis-
appearcd just as he was about to leap.
tis believed that the fire was the work of
an incendiary. It was first seen by the
watchman in the brewery nesr by. He
started over o warn the oceupants, and
when in the rear of the burning house, he
met s mun who said, “There iz a flre; you
bad better turn in an alarm.” The man
then disappeared up an slley. The watch-
man could not identify him if he should see
him again. This is the third time the place
has been set on fire.
A great delay was made in sending in the
alartn, caused by the man who pulled the
box not understanding its workings. Thbe
delsy had much to do with the fstal re-
sult.
The origin of the fire was a mystery until
a tub containing clothes saturated with cosl
oil was discovered in the basement,
The scene of the fire is in the midst of the
unrter occupied by the poorer ple.
juhn Raleigh, who is landlord of both of
the burned houses, said, “when the engines
eame and I told the men there were two
families inside; they said they could not do
anything until they had subdued the fire.
W’l;nn they got in the only member of the
two families they found alive was little
Johnny Durkin, a child about six weeks old,
who muy possible get well. In my opinion
the fire was the work of incondiaries, though
what their object could have been I cannot
divine."
The houses have been fired twice before
within a year.
