Colonel Cyrus K. Holiday, of Topaks, and
Calonel Severy, of Emporis, both directors
in the Santa Fe syetem, srrived in the city
Inst evening.  Colonel Holiday, who was
one of the original founders of Topeks, wes
also onn of the original fathers of the Sants
Fesystem.

morning at 9 o'clock. Judge Wall presid-
ing. The dsy was occupied in examining
witnesses for the state. There is no very
great interest manifested in the case bere,
owing no doubt to tLo fact that the murder
was not committed in this county, and per-
haps in some degree to the fact that the
murdered man's reputation was none of the
best.

The first witness called by the state yes-
terday was Dr. W. O. Barnett, of Welling-
ton, who was called in to see Wilson afler
he wasehot, His testimony was a8 to the
location, appesrance and nature of the
wounds and as to their fatal nature. He de-
ecribed three wounds found on Wilson's
body all on the left side; one sbout the

collar bone, c<ne just Dbelow the
nipple and the other about the
entrails. One in the natural order

of things would prove fatal Ina very few
minutes, another would prebably be at-
tended with fatal results, and the third was
serious.
Dr. J. R. Shapherd, who lives in Garden
City, was (5> next witness, who said he was
s graduate of the University of Tennessce,n
regular medical college. He knew the de-
fendant, Edwards, and wss called in the
night of the ehooting to see Wilson, whom
he found in a dying condition. His testi-
mony was necessarily as to the nature, locs-
tion and conscquences of the wounds, in
which he agresd in the main with the pre-
vious witness. He was not cross-examined.

The next two witnesses were gamblers,
who were playing their games in the room
whero the tragedy occurred.  The substance
of their testimony is that Edwards came in-
to the room, or gambling rooms, where
Wilson was st the time, and that the two
bad bhad some words, mot of a very
friendly nature. After this Edwards left
the room and Wilson remained. Not
long afterward Edwards returned and goine
near to where Wilson was, ssid he was the
best man in the bouse, called Wilson ugly
names and kicke! him twice about the
grein. Wilson stood pointing towards
Edwards' coat pocket in a manner indicating
that he thought he had a pistol there. In
a minute or 50 Edwards drew bis pistol and
shot Wilson, who fell forwsrd, after which
Edwards fired two more shots at him while
in m reclining position. After this Wilson
rose to his feet mnd staggersd townrds the
outside door, when ancther =bor was fired.
One of the witnesses could not swear that
Edwards fired that shot, but the other did.
W. 0. Lipscoms, who gave his occupation
as & painter and bis presont homes ss Har-
per, alio testiflod much to the samo effect a8
the other witnesses.
