Senor Salmeron, the Republican lead¬

er, alluded to the rumors of the QueenRegent's abdication, and declared thatthe Republicans were readv to form a
government forthwith. His remark?'evoked a storm of protests, and SenorSalmeron was unable to proceed for

:vfully ten minutes. Monarchists and
Republicans shrieked at each other and
bandied threats. The President's voice
was completely drowned.
When he finally obtained a hearing,the President. Marquis Vega de Ar-

mlzo, requested Senor Salmeron to
withdraw the calumny. Senor Salme¬
ron refused, whereupon the President
named him and threatened to name
him thrice if he continued his attacks
upon the throne.
As a result of this caution, and of

the persistent monarchist interruptions.
Senor Salmeron was compelled to de¬
sist from continuing bis speech.
Senor Sagasta. the premier, then rose

and declared that any one trying to
show disunion among Spaniards when
the nation was engaged in an interna¬
tional struggle was unworthy of the
name of a Spaniard. Senor Sagasta ap¬pealed to the patriotism of members,
and prayed the house to vote the "funds
necessary to conduct the war." His ap¬
peal was greeted with the genaral cry:
"We will vote Immediately." Senor
Cilvela. leader of the Dissident Conser¬
vatives, said his party would abstain
from further discussion and was ready
to vote the urgent war funds imme¬
diately, but he claimed the right to de¬
bate the other budgetary measures.

21 P. M..The debate in the chamber
tonight left the impression that Senor
Moret, secretary for the colonies, will
have to be sacrified, but Senor Sagastawill remain.
Midnight.The chamber has definite¬ly adopted the war credits.

WORK OF A SPY.

Dastard Attempt Made to Toiscn Sol¬
diers.

fBy Telegraph.)
ATLANTA, OA.. May 10..A specialto the Constitution from Mobile, says:"A second dastardly attempt to pois¬

on the entire infantry regulars at. CampMobile has been made. Several days
ago, some soldiers found in the creekwhich runs alongside the grounds, a
sack filled with absorbant cotton which
had been saturated with arsenic and
tied down beneath a rock which jutsout into the stream at a point justabove the place where the soldiers gettheir drinking water. By accident a
trooper discovered the death trap and
removed the sack, and upon the con¬
tents being revealed reported bis findto the commanding officer. Strict or¬ders were given not to mention the in¬
cident and so the matter was hushed
up. Since that day, however. the
creek has been closely watched. and
vigilance was awarded when CorporalJohn Sullivan. of Company A. Nine¬
teenth Infantry, found a poison bagloaded with arsenic, just as in the first
instance. The corporal, by chance over¬
heard two soldiers talking about the
plot to poison the men. anil istituted an
investigation. The officers preferred'

not to discuss the matter, but among
the privates feeling is running hig.'i
and they do not fail to express them¬
selves. Spanish spies are known to he
lurking in the neighborhood, where a
number of Spaniards reside; they are
all under strict scrutiny and sensational
disclosures are looked for. No one
doubts that agents of Spain are re-
sponsible.

WHAT CAN SPAIN DO?

LONDON, May 11..There is no con¬
firmation of the report that the Span¬
ish fleet from the Cape Verde Islands
has returned to Cadiz, but it Is general¬
ly regarded as the most likely move¬
ment to be made, and as an indication
that Spain has decided to let her West
Indian possessions go. The question is
generally asked: "What possible use
has Spain for continuing a hopeless
struggle, os it is considered next to
Impossible that she has any alternative
plan or that the retreat of the squadron
hides some strategic design."

place for steamers and private vessels
to land and discharge or take on their
cargoes except the Chesapeake it '.'hi.,
piers, which are now pretty well occu-
Pled.
The pier will bo 700 feet, in length and

100 feet in width at the outer end. Tie-
approach will be thirty feel wide and
near the end will taper gradually until
it reaches the maximum width.
The end will be covered by a shed

about ninety-five feet square. Here
will be the ticket and'freight otic- s
and the waiting room for passengers.
The pier will be of wood and construct-
ed on ereosoted pilings. There will be
berths for three large steamers ami
along the sides will be landing places
for smaller vessels.

It may be necessary to do some dred¬
ging, but very little. The pier will ex¬
tend out into deep' water. The whole
structure will be lighted by electricity.
There will be 32,000 Square feet of sur¬
face on the wharf rind the outer end
alone will be capable of sustaining a
load of S.000,000 pot:nils.

It is expected that all of the small
steamers coming here will land at. this
pier. The general manager of the Nor¬
folk & Washington Steamboat Com¬
pany has assured the projectors of the
new wharf that the steamer Newport
News, which was built at. the shipyard
here, will touch here every day. leaving
one day for Washington ami arriving

Said to He tbo Rest In tlio Country For
Making l»rlck.

To make good
bricks in this country the bricks should
bo sot quite green, or thuy will break in
burning. This good clay runs from 10 to
20 feet, deep around Omaha, and good clav
can be found in all tin: hüls. It is free
from mi stone, which, as every brick-
maker knows, is a great, advantage. If
there-were little pebbles of limestone, even
if no lasger than a pelt, they would ho
burned in t lie bricks without, being known.
Then, when the brick became moist, the
limestoiio would slack and the brick burst
to pieces.

'. This is splendid clay for machine work
because it is tree both iroin these pebbles
and also from tivo roots, which clog and
break machines, ft will stand any amount:
of rain, can be inadu by hand and laid out,
and tlie rains will not wash it away.

"It dries very fast and will muko the
hardest of vitrified pavement bricks. It is
splendid in dry clay pressure work.

"Uiiii it :.- not an easy clay to burn. Ten
days is he quickest time. ine cannot lire
fast at lirst,, but after tho water suioko
ulf It can In- burned rapidly.
" Bricks inadu from Omaha clay will not-

HOW TO STEER A DOG SLED.

It Should He Navigated Like an Ordloarj
Plow, Says a Traveler.

Thosu who are going to Alaska would
do well to profit by the exporieiicu of men
who have hi en there. The weather there
for a greater portion of the year is so se¬
vere that the acquisition of knowledge by
experience is likely to prove extremelyhazardous. A man who has spent several
w inters In Alaska offers the following sug¬
gestions as to the best means of handling
a sled:

Travelers in Alaska nro finding that
about tho best way to munago a sled on a
bad trail is to rig handles to it and to fol¬
low it as a farmer does a plow. Goingdown a hill it can he held buck by tho
handles, and on sidling places it is about
the only way that it can be'kept under ab¬
solute control. If the sled is to be pulled
by dogs, handles are almost indispensable.
If two men furnish the power, it is well
for one of them to pull and the other to
push, unless they happen to bo brothers.
In this latter case it prevents trouble in
Alaska, as elsewhere, to hitch both abreast
and to put no stay chains on tho double¬
tree.
The framework which supports the han¬

dles by being laced to the sldo of tho sled
with strings of rawhide forms a basket,
which makes it easier to securo the load.
A ropo is looped along tho edge of the sled
all the way around and made stationary.
Through these loops from side to side the
lash ropo is passed, and thus tho load is
quickly secured.
The problem of pitching tho tent at

stops and lighting a tiro is a serious ono.
When tho thermometer registers 20 or 40
degrees below zero, a man hardly dares to
remove his mitt to start a fire, and then
during the winter, which is tho longest
part of the year in Alaska, it is very often
difficult to find dry wood. The best thing
I have found to get a quick blaze is to
carry balls of cloth saturated in coal oil.
Place one of these In the stovo, light it,
and it will ignite almostany kind of wood.
The wind proof mutches which I haroseeu
in the stores of Sun Francisco should form
a part of ovcry Klondikor's outfit..San
Francisco Esuinjner.
