NEW YORK STOCK MARKET.

NEW YORK, No great success at¬
tended any effort to awaken active
speculative interests iu stocks today.
There was in fact no very vigorous ef¬
fort to do so, the powerful influences
in the market being apparently con-
lent to rest on their oars and wait for
more definite information of the oper¬
ations of the opposing fleets in the
West Indian waters. The measures
taken by the government to stop all
information on this subject have appa¬
rently proved entirely successful, and
Wall Street was completely In the
dark. There was a number of conspic¬
uous advances during the day, but th»y
were by no means uniform nor were

they simultaneous.
A feature of the trading was the way

in which stocks which have lain dor¬
mant for some time were awakened In¬
to movement, and in almost all cases
this movement was sharply upward.
There was also a considerable demand
for small lots of dividend paying and
higher priced investment stocks such as
is always concurrent with a release of
large sums of money and an extension
of credits.
Bonds showed a notable awakening

into activity evidently a result of the
more abundant supply of money. The
Missouri Pacific issues were all in de¬
mand and were advanced from 1 l-2@
3 1-2 per cent. There were very heavy
dealings also in Union Pacific fours at
a slight concession (rom last night's
price. ,

More than one weary, sorrow-strick¬
en woman at Old Point and Phoebus,
last night vainly importuned tired na¬
ture's sweet restorer for her tender
caress, The goddess, forgetful of their
woe, kindly kissed their little ones,
however, into peaceful rest, and thus
made the long hours that lay between
the darkness and the dawn seem easier
to bear. The parting which they knew
must come had been approaching for
more than a week, during which time
the sweet memory of early days, when
love made life seem brighter than the
sunlight that fell upon their sorrow at
noontide, returned to touch their hearts
as it had never done before and op«n
the fountain of tears.
But why such sadness? Any of the

two or three hundred people who stood
on the pier at Old Point at high noon
yesterday and saw the members of
Battery H, Fourth Artillery, marching
to the music of the garrison band to
the steamer which lay alongside the
dock, can easily explain the cause of it.
Scores of the men told the story as they
glanced now and then toward a woman
and bright-faced child in the throng.
They were men going to war, but in
going they were leaving homes In
which they had spent happy days;
homes for which they had worked and
in which they had hoped to pass the
coming years in peace with those to
whose hearts their hearts are bound
in a strong covenant of love, and with
this thought came the still more pain-

they had perhaps taken a final fare5
well of both home and loved ones.

Story, has within its ranks many
popular men. The number of those
that are married is said to be consid¬
erably larger than that in other bat¬
teries at the garrison. Trey enlisted,
some of them from this State, it is said,
while others are from the Carolinas,
and it is probably safe to say that not
one of them, when they gave their
names to the government, thought for
a moment that the time would ever
come when the battery would be
called into active service.

At noon, with the rippling waters of

the bay and the Roads flashing back
the light of a splendid day, with the
sounds of cheerful music floating on
the breeze that swept in from the faint¬
ly murmuring sea, with handkerchiefs
and banners waving them a sad but
proud farewell and with fervent pray¬
ers for their safety and their speedy
return rising to Heaven from aching
hearts, they sailed away.
At Norfolk the battery took the Sea¬

board Air Line for Tampa, from which
city it will be transferred to Cuba. If
all goes well the men may soon return.
If hot. it may be many a day before
they again see their homes.

TODAY'S FAREWELL MEETING.
