WILL AHKIYE TODAY.

TrooepH Uue at ffortreaft Monruu Till*
Morntug.

The two battalions of the First Reg¬
iment of Maryland Infantry, will ar¬
rive at Old Point this morning
on ihe steamer Danville crom J3a.li-
more.
The battalions will come in heavy-

marching order, carrying overcoats,
blankets, knapsacks, canteens and two
days' rations, besides guns. This is the
principal reason why the command
will not inarch to the boat from the
ca mp.
Upon reaching Fortress Monroe the

men will go into camp upon some site
to be selected by the commandant and
will settle down for an indefinite stay.
Tents now in use will be brought and
three men will live in a tent. The
field officers, except the lieutenant-
colonel, will use smaller tents at pres¬
ent. ._ x

Only three large tents will be
brought, and they will be for the hos¬
pital, for the lieutenant-colonel and
for the guard.
It is understood that the officers will

mess at the Hygeia Hotel, where the
government has arranged a special
rate for them. The men. as at the Pim-
lico camp, will do their own cooking
by companies, using the field Buzzacot
ovens, which contain a complete
kitchen in a small space.
An inspection stiowed that the com¬

mand was not as well equipped as it
was hoped to have it. Not a little
trouble is experienced in getting uni¬
forms to fit the men. Many of them
are too small. In many cases bayo¬
nets, bayonet scabbards, belts. rifle
straps and other accoutrements are

lacking.
It is expected that the deficiencies

will be remedied before camp is bro¬
ken.
A large number of rifles has been

turned over to the First by the Fourth
Regiment, and other equipments, such
as knapsacks, haversacks and can¬
teens, have been delivered to the men.
The State of Maryland is equipping

and arming the command as it did the
Filth Regiment, desiring to turn over
to the national service fully equipped
forces. The State, of course, will be
repaid by the Cnlted Stales govern¬
ment.

DIXIE STILL HERE.
The atixliary cruiser Dixie is still

here and the Yosemite remains at Old
Point. The drills with the guns on th-
Dixie thus far. have been in training
and sighting them and in making the
gun crews familiar with the breech
mechanism. The sub calibre attach¬
ments for the large guns have arrived.
This enables an ordinary rifle to be fit¬
ted into one of the big guns, which is
sighted and fired in the usual way, and
is good for target practice up to from
1,000 to l,r,00 yards. This gives fairly
good practice at trifling cost, the- filing
of the big guns with their regular
charge of 50 bounds of powder and one
hundred pound projectiles being rather
expensive.
The appliances have not been used as

yet, the river in the vicinity of New¬
port News being tooxrowded with ves¬
sels to make even sub-calibre practice
safe. Some of"the boys" who were on
the Cincinnati last year for their regu¬
lar summer cruise had such practice
Lin that ship and made excellent scores.
Their practice with the guns, however,
will not be confined to this work and
they will have ample opportunity to
fire the six inch rifles with the regular
charge, Commander Davis being anx¬

ious to see how the men will behave
and to have them become used to the
firing of the heavy guns. He also
wishes to note just what eiTect the fir¬
ing of the big guns will have on the
ship.

President Asks for 75,000
More Volunteers.

SOON TO MOVE ON CUBA
Army of IiivaHlou to Bu I.»

Near Future. la Cervi
tied Up in the llu

uf tfantlago ?

WASHINGTON. May 25..The even

of the day in the war situation \vu
the Issuance of a proclamation by tin
President calling- for 75.00« more vol
unteers. it added a new stirring
Phase to the lethargic conditions which
have prevailed of late and came with
almost startling unexpectedness even
to many of the highest officials In the
army.
Tile proclamation means not only the

assembling or a large force of troops,
but also the appointment of a number
of major generals, brigadier generals,
colonels, majors, staff and Held officers
for the organization of this additional
force of 75.000 Into army coVits. divis¬
ions, brigades and regiments.
The reasons leading up to the c_..

naturally were sources of much conjec¬
ture, and it was at first felt that
possibility of foreign complicate
was a factor in bringing about this
new move.

It speedily developed, however, that
the call was not due to any latest or
serious emergency, but was rather in
the line of getting together a large
body of men, to be drilled and seas¬
oned, and to constitute a sort of sec¬
ond reserve to be drawn upon later
when the campaigns were fully un¬
der way. Secretary Alger stated that
the determination to Issue the call
had not been reached until late yes
terday. The merits of it have beer,
canvassed more or less for some weeks,
but it was not until a few hours be¬
fore the call itself appeared, that the
movement was finally decided upon.
Coming thus unexpectedly, the War

Department had made no preparations
for the call and it will be some days
before the details are worked out as to
the quotas from each state, the calls
to the respective governors of states;
the mustering points and the general
points of concentration.
All that is settled thus far is that the

enlistments are to be thrown open,
much as they were at tin- outbreak of
the civil war. and are not to be rcatlct-
ed to the militia and national organi¬
zations of the several, states. It will
be an encouragement to the organiza¬
tion of independent volunteer compa¬
nies and regiments. These will retain
their identity to a certain, extent
state trootw, no t$i-=- g^-.STTOr3?wllT mtve
the appointment of all' company and
regimental officers while only the bri-
gade, divisions, corps and staff officers
will be appointed by the President.
While the adjutant general has not

yet made up the quota of the several
states, the following is an approximate
estimate of the quotas of the follow¬
ing states:
Alabama, 1.500: Florida. 450; Georgia.

1.91)5; Louisiana, 1,164; Missisaippl, 1.155;
North Carolina. 1,545: South Carolina,
44S; Virginia, 1.675. The organization
and division of this extensive force
yet to be arranged by the adjutant gen-
eral's office. Generally speaking, how¬
ever, the 75,000 men will suffice for the
formation of seventy five regiments.
With three regiments to a brigade,
which ia the present basis of organi¬
zation. This makes twenty-five bri¬
gades. In turn, eight divisions of
three brigades each will be formed, and
out of those divisions the entire force
will be divided into three army cor
The general division, is of course, ten-
tatlve. but it showa the general forma¬
tion of this body of troops. The new-
forces will require, either by appoint¬
ment or by officers already appointed,
three major generals and about twenty-
four brigadier generals. The law au¬

thorizes the President to appoint one

major genera! for each army corps
and one brigadier general for each
brigade.

It was stated at the War Depart¬
ment that tht details for the work of
organizing this new force would not
be actively taken up for the present.
Just now the adjutant general's office
is engaged in completing the enlist¬
ment of the 125.000 volunteers under
the first call. It will take some time
to complete this work, and not until
then will the real work of organizing
the volunteera under the second
begin.
Reports were current today that an

array of invasion was about to start
for Cuba and Porto Rico. It was
based on the conjecture which has been
current of late, but officials in author¬
ity gave it no endorsement, as it was

manifestly contrary to public policy to

give any advance information of such
a movement even if it were contem¬

plated. The report that Genera! Miles
and hin. staff would leave tonight was

specifically denied, although it Is prob¬
able the commanding general will
leave for the South at an early date.
At the close of the day at the Navy

Department, the situation as to the
fleets, both American and Spanish, was

pre.--.lBel> ft* It was this morning so

far as.the officials know, the only no¬

table difference being an apparent
strengthening of the confidence of the
jfficials in their belief that Cervera's
squadron is lying in the Santiago har¬
bor. In this hope and belief the offi¬
cials found great comfort, knowing the
abilities of the American naval com¬

manders in Cuban waters to keep the

Spanish admiral bottled up in his nar¬

row necked harbor until he should sur¬

render or be starved out. If Cervera is
actually at bay rhe officials feel not

the slightest apprehension of any re¬

lief coming to him from the outside
in the shape of another Spanish squad¬
ron from Cadiz. The reason for this
belief is their unquestioned ability to

hold Cervera In check with only a few-
vessels, perhaps a couple of monitors
and torpedo boats, thus leaving the re¬

mainder of the big armored fleet to
take care of any reinforcements that
might attempt to come from Spain to

Cervera's aid. The force that could be

spared for tills service without endan¬
gering the integrity of the blockade at

Havana or permitting the escape of

Cervera would be much larger than the
entire Spanish naval force now in
Spanish waters capable of cruising the
Atlantic.
Within the past few weeks, or In fact

ever since the determination was poe
itively reached to Invade Cuba before
the dry season next fall, there have
been published intimations that the
delay, or what appeared to be the de¬
lay in beginning the invasion, was at¬
tributed to the Navy.

It can be stated on the highest au-

thlrlty that the -Impression thus ere

ated is wholly unjust to the navy, and
without warrant in fact. The naval of¬
ficers, one and all, take special pride
In the degree of readiness In which the
navy was found at the outbreak .of

hostilities and there never has been a
moment even when Sampson's forces
were at Porto Rica, when the navy was
not prepared on Instant orders to aid
the army. Neither has the army been
In fault in this matter. It was at first
proposed to throw a small force of
men, about 10,000 Into Cuba immediate¬
ly, and allow the remainder of the
army of occupation to await until next
fall before going over. But there was
serious reasons for abandoning this
plan, such as the discovery of the in¬
sufficient support that could be render¬
ed the American forces by the insurg¬
ents: the fact was brought out with
appalling force that to delay the cam¬
paign meant the absolute extermina¬
tion of the starving reconcentrados,
and there were besides other reasons
for making haste. These considera¬
tions caused complete change in the
army plans and that involved delay.
To equip 100.000 men in thirty days
and put them in a condition to tight
trained veteran" soldiers on their own

soil was no small undertaking, so that
In tin" opinion of some of the highest
officers of the administration there Is
no reasonable grounds for pressing
the criticism that there has been undue
delay in beginning the military cam¬

paign, either on tin- part of the army
or navy.

The Chief Executive Issues a full For
75.000 More Volunteers.

WASHINGTON. May 25..The Presi¬

dent today issued the following proc-
la inalion:
'By the President of the United

States:
"A proclamation:.Whereas, an act

of Congress was approved on the 25th

Some of the more turbulent spirits
suggested a lynching of a negro on
principle, but upon the sheriff promis¬
ing to find and produce the assailant
if the story were true, the party left
and scored the town in the hope of
coming upon their man.
The feeling among the Jackies and

marines against the negroea Is Intense,
aggravated by the assault of Charles
Kitchen, a negro on a setman. which
resulted In the killing of the latter,
and the sailors are looking for Kitch¬
en as well as the other mysterious ne¬
gro.
On leaving the Jail the party met

another Jackie who thought he could
Identify the supposed murderer, anoth¬
er march to the Jail took place and the
man looked over the colored prisoners
but failed to identify any of them.
