UNWISE TAXATION.
It occasionally happens that the

"powers that be" in small cities show
an unreasonable and silly hostility to¬
ward employment giving industry that
it Is difficult to understand. One of the
most remarkable cases of this charac¬
ter is one which has recently attract¬
ed considerable attention in Alexan¬
dria, Va. The Baltimore Sun of a re¬
cent dale has the following account of
the matter In question from its corre¬
spondent at Alexandria: "The city au¬
thorities have,after considerable delay,
agreed to reduce the assessment on the
Mount Vernon cotton factory, owned
by the Garret heirs, of Baltimore. The
factory has not been In use since 1ST?..
When In use it was assessed at $23,0110,
but In 1SS0 the assessment was In¬
creased to $00.000. H has now been
reduced to $35,oon, and the property Is
offered for sale at $25.000. It appeared
In the negotiations on the subject that
the factory lot was only one-fourth of
the square, and the remaining three-
fourths, with two fine old brick man¬
sions upon them, was assessed at only
$5,S00. and th* entire square opposite
the factory, with five modern, fine
brick dwellings, was assessed at only
$22,000. The reduction was not made
without some difficulty.*' For some
reason, or probably for no reason at

all, the Alexandria authorities wore
hostile to the property in question ami
by the arbitrary exercise of their pow¬
ers deliberately set about "gouging"
the owners. Such a policy can be jus¬
tified on no plea and is so obviosly
foolish that it is difficult to imagine
how Intelligent men can lend their
influence to a movement in that direc¬
tion. Perhaps the hostility of the au¬
thorities was responsible for the clos¬
ing down of the factory. At any rate,
such manifestly unjust discrimination
is not a good recommendation for other
industries seeking a site. It is to be
hoped that the "city fathers" of New¬
port News will never allow themselves
to drop into such a "penny wise pound
foolish" policy of dealing with (lie in¬
dustries seeking to establish them¬
selves in this city.
