and have withdrawn.

DEMOCI £ATIC CAUCUS.

More Unity of Action Essential to Par¬
ly Success.

(By Telegraph.)
WASHINGTON, June 20..-The Dem¬

ocratic c;m..., called to consider the
question of making caucus action in
the future absolutely binding upon cau¬
cus participants, reinaineu in session
until midnight. Final action was post¬
poned until next Monday night, when,
if a quorum is present, a vole will be
taken upon tin- resolutions offered to¬
night by Mr. Bailey and amended by
Mr. McKea. of Arkansas. Mr. Bailey s
resolutions provided that caucus action
should be binding upon all questions
not involving constitutional conten¬
tions or questions treated in the na¬
tional platforms. After considerable
debate, Mr. Bailey accepted an amend¬
ment offered by Mr. Mc-Bea. excepting
questions involved in state and district
platforms and pledges made personal¬
ly by members. Many speeches follow¬
ed, when, at length, upon motion of
Mr. Sulzer, of New York, the previous
question upon the Bailey resolutions,
as amended, was ordered, mid, pending
a vote, adjournment to Monday night
was taken.

It is likely that no quorum will be
present when the caucus meets again,
as the adjournment of Congress, being
generally considered near tin the de¬
sire or the opposition to have no ac¬
tion taken along the lines suggested to¬
night, probably will result In such ab¬
sence as will defeat action Monday. In
advocacy of bis resolutions. Mr. Bailey
contended that more unity of action by
the Democrats was necessary to party
welfare and that unless Democratic
representatives were to act in the fu¬
ture without division upon important
questions which might arise between
national convent Ions their effectiveness
in keeping before the country ti fixed
Democratic position and in shaping fu¬
ture party policy would be impaired.
Without unity the party would be In
the attitude of a chaotic organization,
without certainty of purpose and it
could not enlist the support of the
country as would be the case ot.herw se
His resolutions further provided that
upon questions of party policy a two-
thirds vole should be required in cau¬
cus, while a majority vote would be
sufficient upon questions of House pro¬
cedure and caucus, nominations. Mr.
Bailey was notably supported by Mr.
Swanson, of Virginia, and Mr. Clark,
of Missouri, who argued strongly In
support of bis contentions. Among
those who opposed Mr. Bailey and
thought no neu rule in regard t.i the
effect of caucus action should be adopt¬
ed were Messrs. McMillln, of Tennes¬
see; Cochran, of Missouri: Lewis, or
Washington; Magulre. of California:
Sulzer, of New York: De Armond,
Missouri: Allen, of Mississippi, and
Hay. of Virginia.

THE DESTRUCTIVE TORPEDO
H» Been Known in Vbin Onuutrj Sinco Qw>

Revolution«
One of the earliest mentions of GM

use of torpedoes In this country w^as
the attempt to blow up the Eagle, a
alxty-four-gun ship, commanded by
Lord Howe, lying In New York Harbor.
This attempt prov* a failure because
the operator In hla attempt to attach
the screw forming a part of the torpedo
to the hull of the ship encountered
what he supposed was a bar of Iron,
which prevented the entrance of the
screw, and as daylight appeared before
he could regain the shore he cast off
the powder magazine, which in an
hour's time exploded, throwing up a
vast column of water, to the great
alarm of those on board the ship, who
were entirely ignorant of the cause.
This crude machine was called the
"American turtle," from the supposed
resemblance to that animal.
The inventor made two upper tor¬

toise shells, which were placed togeth¬
er, and were large enough to contain
the operator and sufficient air to last
him about half a hour. He used an
oar to propel the machine through the
water. Sufficient lead ballast was used
to keep the machine upright, and
means provided to admit water so as
to descend at will. There were also
two brass force-pumps to eject the wa¬
ter when the operator wished to ascend.
To the after part of the machine was
attached a powder magazine large
enough to hold 150 pounds of gun¬
powder, together with the apparatus
necessary to lire it. The magazine was
fastened to the vessel that was to be
destroyed by a screw, and a guulock,
connected with the clockwork, was set
to strike fire at such time as was desir-

able. The same inventor later on filled
kegs with gunpowder and arranged his
mechanism so that the powder would
be ignited when the kegs came in con¬
tact with anything in their course. A
number of these kegs were set adrift
In the Delaware and exploded among
the ice, creating great consternation
among the British seamen, who stood
for hours firing at everything that
floated down the stream. This fight
was nick-named the "Battle of the
Kegs."
Various improvements were made in

these engines of war, but they were all
more or less crude. During the civil
war they played an important part in
the defense of harbors and rivers, and
suggested the possibility of a very effi¬
cient weapon of offense and defense.
Years of study and experiment and the
expenditure of thousands of dollars
have resulted in the perfected torpedo
of to-day, containing in its slim, shin¬
ing body more wondrous mechanism
and resource than seemed possible to
the uninitiated. A miniature battle¬
ship in itself, with magazines and a
silent little gunner, who only fires at
the right moment; a pilot, who gets
his instructions before starting on his
voyage and conducts his ship by the
course laid out; an engineer force that
works silently and effectively, with
never a thought of the danger to be
encountered, all working in unison for
one common cause, none human, but
all the result of man's ingenuity.
When one stands on one of the lower

decks of the modern man-of-war and
sees this beautiful war engine resting
on its cradles. Its long, shining, cigar-
shaped body appeals to the imagina¬
tion; but when one has a knowledge of
the stored-up energy within the steel-
clad body it seems as if the age of
miracles bad returned.

I.<- Seinen! De Mer Krurnia.
The Haiphong mail has brought news

of a hitherto unknown species of ocean
monster which has been seen on sev¬
eral occasions by the officers of the
gunboat Avalanche in Fai-tsi-LongBay. Naval Lieut. Lagresille. com¬
mander of the Avalanche, reports that
on July last in Along Bay two animals
of strange form, about twenty yards
long and two or three yards in cir¬
cumference, were observed at a dis¬
tance of 600 metres. Their movements
were not rigid, but undulatory, in a
vertical sense. They dived when a
shot was fired at them. Several similar
creatures were seen on Feb. 25 this
year, and were fired at when from 300
to 400 yards distant. Two small shells
burst on one of the monsters, but did
not appear to injure it. Lieut Lagre¬sille tried to run them down, but they
were too swift for the Avalanche.
Whenever the animal he chased got in¬
to shallow water it doubled back and
thus was clearly seen. Each time it
dived it blew noisily. The color was
gray, with several blacli fins, tue head
something like that or a seal, and the
back covered with a sawlike ridge.The presence of these creatures is re¬
vealed by their loud breathing. Lieut
Lagresille thought once that he had
secured a specimen, but the animal
dived and came up far astern of the
Avalanche. The number of meetings
reported with these new denizens of
the deep would tend to show that the
species is fairly plentiful in the seas
where the Avalanche was stationed.

Professor Fenollosa says:By tho year 000 of our era not only ha^.tho Japanese empress Suiko become tbe
devoted patron of Buddhism, but Shotoku,tho Imperial prince, himself a priest, was
expounding the new religion at court and
sending to Korea for urohiteots, brouze
casters, weavers and scholars, with whose
help ho designed to eroot and maintain
Japan's first grout, monustory, Horiuji.Still in existence, it Is her finest art mu¬
seum today, though few parts of its archi¬
tecture date further baok than the end of
thu seventh century. Japaneso artists
wero associated with their Korean teach-
ors in this work of yours, und tho temple'sbronze ultur piuce, a trinity of email
statues on tho Korean model, is said to
bave been designed and oust by Japan'sfirst professional sculptor, Tori.
But tho first great original Japanesastutuo was curved, nourly lifo size, out

of hurd, dark wood, by Prince Shotoku
himself. It represents tho Spirit of Provi¬
dence, seated in thoughtful uttitude. Se¬
vere and unurnumentod, without losingChinese dignity, It addB to Korean spir¬ituality n maru immun proportion and a
more human ohiirui of nnivu sweotness.
Nudo from the waist up, its abstract beau¬
ty disdains without offense all suggestionof muscular detail, and, though it is al¬
most clumsy iu parts, its presence ut> the
aunnory Chugujl is so powerful as aliuos»
lo compol the obeisance of the beholder.
