on the Maine. There was no upheavalof the keel and little bulging of tin-
plates, except in the immediate vicinityof the explosion. The effect was nearlyaltogether upward, in s one cases tie-
protective deck being lifted; but. out¬
side of the springing uf tile plates, the
hulls were Intact."
The examination of the wrecks of theSpanish ships, three of which wereburned and all their magazines ex¬

ploded, was made, first for the purposeof ascertaining the effect of American
gunnery and. secondly, to find the ef¬fect of internal explosion. Both sub¬
jects bore upon the Maine incident as
noted above, and the awful effect of
well-aimed shots watt demonstrated in
the rapid destruction of the fleet. When
It is rememebred that the Almlrante
Oquendo and the Infanta Maria Teresa
were both sunk within forty minutes of
the time they lert the entrance of San¬
tiago harbor, the work of American
gn mers may well be considered as re¬
markable. The Almlrante Oquendo
was struck over fifty times and the in¬
fanta Maria Teresa thirty-seven times,but by larger projectiles.
The record of the damage to these

ships is one of great interest. Tie-
fight started at a range of ß.000 yards,
or three miles. At L'.OUO or 2.M0 yards
two torpedo boats and two crttis. ra
were annihilated. The closest fighting
was done at 1,100 and 1,000 yards by the
Brooklyn and Vizcaya. with annihllat
Ing effect on the Spanish ship.

TERRIBLE FIRE OF BROOKLYN.
(Correspondence of Associated Press.)
OFF SANTIAGO DE CUBA. July lli.

."The second artillery battery tire of
the Brooklyn was really terrible. It
drove my men from the guns, and when
von were at close range did frightful
work," said Captain Eulate two days
after Schley's defeat of the Spanish
squadron, and a rescued officer of the
Oquendo said that nearly one-half of
the terrible damage to that ship was
done by one and six pounders, which
constitute the secondary battery. The
board of survey ordered by the com-
mander-ln-chlef found forty-six holes
in the Ouuendo above her armor belt,
ami evidence that nearly all had enter¬
ed and exploded.

In the Vizcaya there were eleven six
pounders and one dozen of one pound¬
ers, and on these two ships the tattoo
of death dealing shell must have been
appalling. The terrible work of the
secondary batteries on the Oquendo is
somewhat explained by the fact that
she was the last ship out and nearest
to the torpedo boats, and the Brooklyn.Texas and Iowa simply riddled her as
she attempted to protect the destropers.The work on the Vizcaya was appa¬rently done by the Brooklyn alone,because no other ship was near enoughto her to use the small guns.The men on board the ships who manthese batteries are marines, ami theylight them in the most exposed parts of
the ship, with little or no protection.Captain Paul St. Clair Murphy, ofthe Brooklyn, was the senoir marineofficer present on the ships that didthe fighting on July 2, and he com¬mends greatly the valiant work done

I by the men in his corps. Speaking ofI the men on the Brooklyn, he tells oneI very thrilling; incident. He says:
"The men were full of enthusiasm,but there was no excitement or disor¬der, and apparently no concern forpersonal safety. The battery was han¬dled with admirable coolness and delib¬eration. Greater care couid not betaken in getting sights and aiming Ifthe men had been at target practiceand each man striving to make a rec¬ord score. Considering the fact thatthe enemy was in effective range dur¬ing the greater part of the action, thefire of the secondary battery must havebeen mos: destructive to his men andmaterial, ami contributed its full shartto bringlag the battle to an end sospeedily and with so little loss to our¬selves.
"When all did their duty so manfullyit is a difficult matter to select individ¬uals for special mention. There aresome, however, who deserve to bebrought to notice by name for conductthat displayed in a conspicuous man¬ner courage, intelligence and devotionto duty. During the early part of theaction a cartridge Jammed in the boreof the starboard forward 6-pounder.and in the effort to withdraw it thecase became detached from the pro¬jectile, leaving the latter fast in thebore and impossible to extract'from.there*xr.

"Corporal Robert Gray, of the portgun. asktd and obtained permission toattempt lo drive the shell out by meansof the rammer. To do this it was nec-essarry to go out on the gun hangingover the water and the undertakingwas full 'jf difficulties and wanger; thelatter due in a great measure to theblast of :he eight-inch turret guns fir¬ing overload. The gun was hot and Itwas necessary to cling to the "Jacobladder" vith one hand while endeavor¬ing with the other to manipulate thelong rammer. After a. brave effort hewas forced to give up and ordered In.Quarter Gunner Smith then Was sentby Executive Officer Mason andpromptly placed himself in the danger¬ous positon outside the gun port, wherelie worked and failed as the corpiralhnd done Neither had been able to getthe ramner into the bore, and thereseemed milling left to do but dismountthe gun. At this juncture Private Mac¬Nea. oneof the gun's crew, volunteered
to go ou' and make a final effort. The
gun was so important, the starboardbattery Ising engaged, that as a forlo. n
hope he vas permitted to make the at¬
tempt. He pushed out boldly and set
to work. The guns of the forward 8-Ineh turtrl were firing, almost Knock¬
ing him overboard and the enemy'sshots were coming with frequency into
his Immediate neighborhood. It was at
this timi the chief yeoman was killed
on the ober side of the deck. MacNea
never p;us»-d in his work. The ram¬
mer wa; finally placed in the bore and
the stiel ejected and MacNea resumed
his dutis as coolly as if what he had
done were a matter of every day rou¬
tine."

Lash,Elias Peyser and Captain E. Clayton.Officer Mitchell could have given bondin the sum of $500.000 had it been re¬quired and this. too. without any solic¬itation, for there is no man in NewportNews who is held in higher estimationfor honor and integrity.No date for hearing the case has beenset, as Private Geiger is unable to ap¬pear in court and it is not knownwhether he will recover.

PEACE NEGOTIATE NS.

Intentions of the Madrid Government
Closely Concealed.
(By Telegraph.)

LONDON. July 24..A special dis¬
patch from Madrid savs that such re¬
ticence regarding the Intentions of the
government is observed that Senor Sa-
gasta, the prime minister. Senor Ga-
mazo. minister of public instruction,
and Duke Almodover de Rio, minister
of foreign affairs, have ceased tu in¬
form their colleagues of the progr-ss
of negotiations, merely stating that
there Is nothing further to report.

interests assert that their eoirespund-

ents write that all seem to preCer the
annexation of Cuba to the UnitedStates to independence, fearing the
vengeance of the separatists it theAmericans do not remain to protectlife and property. Senor Ue Lome saysthe spilt between the Americans andthe insurgets oft'ori the best opportuni¬
ty for peace thai has occurred since thedestruction of Admiral Cervera's fleet.

CRITICAL SITUATION.
LONDON, July 21..The Madrid cor¬

respondent of the Observer says the
condition of the government is now
most critical and that the authorities
are devoting all their attention to pre¬
venting a revolution and safeguardingthe dynasty. The government offers
the S.000 officers of the army in Cuba
employment immediately upon their re¬
turn to Spain, with'the object, of rem v-
iug their opposition to the establish¬
ment of peace.

REVENUE LAW RULING.
(By Telegraph.)

WASHINGTON, July 23..In a de¬
cision made today the commissioner of
internal revenue holds that there is no
provision in the new revenue act under
which special lax can be hejd to be
Imposed on real estate agents, or on
any person or firm for simply buying
or selling real estate on commission,
eiiher for themselves or for others',
also that the law is aimed at a class
of men known generally in the commu¬
nity as brokers, who (whether this is
their sole occupation, or is merely done
by them in connection with iheir other
business) negotiate purchases or sales
of stocks, bonds, notes, etc., eiiher for
themselves or for others. The decision
holds that a fair construction of the
law does not make any man a broker,
necessarily, who invests his surplus
earnings in stocks, bonds, notes, etc..
but does negotiate purchases or sales
thereof.
"A man is a broker under this act."

it concludes, "who negotiates sales of
stocks, bonds, notes, etc.. interest of
business; and this applies to real es¬
tate agents, insurance agents, attor¬
neys or any person or firm who. in
connection with their profession or oc¬
cupation, make it a regular part of
Iheir business to negotiate purchasesof stocks, bonds, notes, etc., either for
themselves ur fur others."

Will Go To Santiago.
There is now in Hampton Roads afleet of vessels that is attracting morethan ordinary interest.
Captain H. S. Chester, of the tugGlodesfen. is in charge of the fleet, con¬sisting of the tug DeWitt C. Ivens.three scows, two lig-hters and a cov¬ered barge. Upon the lighter EdwardL. Bartley is the small tug Sarah.She is shored up with heavy timbers

as she rides on the lighter, the pairresembling a float in a Mardl Gras pro¬cession. Other lighters are loadedwith steel rails.
Captain Chester's fleet came fromNew York, and ts on its way to Santi¬

ago, where the boats and material willbe used in rebuilding docks, repairingrailroads and similar work. It is now
awaiting orders here.
The vessels are chartered by the gov¬

ernment, and upon their arrival at
.Santiago will work in conjunction
with the steamer Panama.
The tug Brittana, which left New

York about the same time, was of the
expedition, but her boilers gave out
and she put into this port for repairing.These will consume about twenty-five
days, and it is thought the expedition
will proceed without the Brittana,
which it is t'n. light will have to have
new boilers put in before she can safe¬
ly follow.
The voyage is a risky one at best

since neither the tug nor lighters are
ocean-going boats.
The hatches of the tows are battened

down, everything on board lamed fast,
and it is said nothing would be lost
though they turn upside down.
They will be towed astern of the tugs

U*' cables 200 fathoms long and no one
will be upon them save for a moment
at nightfall, when lights will be lighted
aboard. Few would care to trust
themselves at sea upon any of the ves¬
sels, it would appear, but those who a:e
aboard express no fear.
Captain Chester thinks it probable

that his fleet will be used in raising the
sunken Spanish ships off Santiago.
The licet may sail at any moment and
those who have seen it will not won¬
der that prayer* are said occasionally
b\ those ai sea.
