The ne¬
gro declared thai he wouldn't pay and
at the sane- time ran his hand into bis
pocket. Kemarks of that character are
s-. frequent on the road that.

gerald-did not think bis passenger, was
in earnest, A moment later, however,lit- whs made aware of .the fact that he
had misjudged the brute, for the ne¬
gro's hand was quickly withdrawn
from his pucker, and. as ii went up Into
the air, showed a blayk jack, which, the
n.-x-t instant descended with greal force
upon tin- conductor's head.

Fitzgerald rolled from the platform
to the highway and Morl'orrnun Wallace
and Captain Frank Darling, thinking
he had been killed, sprang to his assist¬
ance. This was the negro's opportuni¬
ty, ami he utilized ii. Leaping from the
platform he sped away t .ward Fulton
sheet and was soon lost lo sight.

quest. The proceedings were only for¬
mal, however, the doctors in at tendance
ascertaining beyond doubt thai Detroit
had died from natural causes. inosl
likely heart disease, from which he had
been a sufferer for several years. Pierre
f>o.troit was one of tlu- best know n men
in Pho'elms. Where he hud lived a mg
time. He owned the large building in
which In- di.-d and a number of other
houses almost as valuable, lie began
business in lie tow n-as a tailor and had
but recently rtr.ir-.id.

A LAKE OF INK.

California's -Most Unnatural Natural
('uriosily.

Without doubt the most remarkable
body of water in the world lies in tile
vicinity of tie- Colorado River. in
southern California. In this region of
ugly volcanoes, desolate waters and
slimy swamps, the Stranges! phenom¬
enon of all is what the naturalists call
a, "lake of ink." No other descriptionfits so well.
The strange black fluid that forme the

Sake bears no resemblance of water.
It must some day have been a "lake of
lire." and now it tallies excellently with
the familiar description of the infernal
regions. Thick and viscious. and foul
smelling, it seems altogether unfit that
it should deface the surface of the
earth.
The pool of ink is situated about half

a mile from a volcano, and it is about
an acre in area. The surface is coated
with gray ashes from the Volcanoes to
the thickness of about six inches,thus concealing its real nature. A trav¬
eler not prepared to avoid Iis treacher¬
ous depths might easily walk Into it.
Experiment lias proved that the black

fluid of tie- lake is no! poisonous. It
acts as a dye. and cotton goo,Is soaked
in it keep their color for months, even
when exposed to the sun. They also
acquire a stiffness similar lo that pro¬duced by weak starch. The fluid lias
b.-en analyzed, but its component partshave not been made known. As to the
source of supply of the lake nothing
more definite is known.

Naturally, the remarkable phenome¬
non has afforded tin- Indians abundant
material for legend. Scores of bad red
men. they claim, have gone to death be¬
neath the ashes of the lake, which Is
üilti yards deep. The lake itself, say
the Indians, is composed of the blood of
Iheii- bad brothers, who are suffering in
their hell among the volcanoes. And a
more impressive hell it would be Im¬
possible lo conceive. In this rock-hem¬
med basin are active and dead volca¬
noes, spouting geysers, boiling springs,
a lake of some black, sticky substance,
resembling ink, craters that blow out
only dry ashes, others that send forth
stones and gravel, and s'.ill others that
belch liquicl and blazing streams of
mud. There are other holes which emit
only indifferent puffs of smoke or
steam, while from all issues a burning
odor of brimstones.
This is a bad land that lias never been

traversed. Human beings have tried tl.
but they nev. r return to tell of ih.-ir
experience or their discoveries. Little
heaps of bleaching bones can be seen
scattered about here and there over tho
lava strewn surface of the ground.

We were speaking of the power pos¬sessed by some animals of commuul-
catlng their ideas one to another, and
my friend kindly furnished me with
two or three stories to illustrate the
point. He said: James Camming was
Ashing a stream near Coupar, and wag
much annoyed by a small terrier which
followed him along the path, barking,till he turned und "flicked" the dog
over the nose with his fishing rod.when the dog at once ran off. My friend
went on with his fishing, and forgot the
incidenttlll he noticed the small dog re¬
turning, trotting by the side of a large
retriever, who without any growling or
preliminaries, quietly bit Cummlng's
heel, and in the same quiet and digni¬
fied manner at once retired, honor
having been satisfied.
In the district of RangitUtei, New

Zealand, where I lived for some years,
hares were very plentiful, and coursing
was a sport indulged in by everybody,
the result being that greyhounds
swarmed in the townships; and while
their owners were busy, they were in¬
clined to suffer from ennui, and thus
it happened that some fifteen or twenty
hounds would often trot out of the
village, quit* unattended, about a
quarter of a mile, to a paddock oppo¬
site my house, and there they would
mass up In one corner close to the gate.
Presently one of the number would
dash out from the mob towards the
middle of the field, and when it had
got some fifty or seventy yards start,
ivould begin to "double" and twist ex¬
actly as a hare would do when hard
pressed. Tbe pack would at once com¬
mence the chase, while the "Jiare" dog
dodged and turned at full speed, till at
last he was "collared" and pulled
down, when the panting pack would re¬
turn to the rendezvous at the gate, and
after a brief "blow" another dog would
break away and assume the role of
"hare." This sport I have seen carried
on for nearly an hour at a stretch,
perfectly spontaneous on tho part of
the dogs.
Another curious story was told me

by Dr. Frank Wallace McKenzie of
Wellington, N. Z., whose father owned
a run in Otngo, which was much over¬
run by rabbits. In order to keep the
rabbits in check, i" possible, a nonde¬
script pack of dogs was kept tit the
station to hunt rabbits for their living.
The park was composed of half-breed
greyhounds and collies chiefly, and
everyWofnfhg quite by themselves and
hunting all day, returning in the even¬
ing to the station. A very small Scotch
terrier always accompanied these ex¬
peditions, his small body allowing him
to take the part of a ferret, and turn
the rabbits out of their burrows. The
dog, therefore, became necessary to
others if they wanted really good
sport; but there were times.as this
dog grew old.when the comforts of
the kitchen fire outweighed the Joyous
excitement of digging rabbits out of
the snow, and as lie was a privileged
Individual, and his daily bread did not
dopend entirely upon the slaughter of
the chase, he would sometimes absent
himself from the "meet;" but the
other dogs knew better than to start
without him, so a deputation would
return to the kitchen to ask him to
"reconsider his position," and being
armed with wider powers of persuasion
than most deputations, when this one
was met with snarls and growls, it set
upon the object of its prayers and
dragged him out of the place. At
mice he was surrounded by tbe pack,
and hurried off to the hunting ground
by the pack in no very gentle manner.
Once there, the "spirit of the chase"
would come over him, and his stiffness
wear off, but the same performance
would probably have to be gone
through next fuorning. I have often
wondered what the other dogs did
when this terrier died.

Hi-nun Collar for Inebriates.
