volume of trading. The bears seemed
lo have the upper hand at the open¬ing and clipped the price of St. Paul
a point in addition to the 2 1-2 per cent,

Demurrer in the Bridgeforth
Case Sustained.

After listening to the lengthy and
logical arguments in the Bridgeforth
ease, Judge Blackstone yesterday af¬
ternoon sustained the demurrer tiled
by Colonel Tabb and Mr. Causey to the
plaintiff's bill of complaint, and thus,
so far as he is concerned, for the pres¬
ent at least, disposed of a controversy
that has enlisted the interest of hun-
dieds of people. The court room was
well lilled with people, nearly all of
whom had listened with eager atten¬
tion in the masterly speeches of Col¬
onel Tabb and Judge Mann. Judge
Ulackstone, with characteristic prompt¬
ness, began the delivery of his opinion
within live minutes after Colonel Tabb
had finished the closing address.
The opening argument upon the de¬

murrer was began on Thursday after¬
noon by the defendant's counsel, and
was an able presentation of facts bear-
ins upon the case. Colonel Tabb, who
has on more than one occasion since
the Bridgeforth case was filed won
plaudits well deserved for the brilliant
manner in which he met the clear and
cutting logic of the alert attorneys on
the other side, was the first speaker.
He objected to the bill of complaint
upon the ground that Mr. Bridgeforthhad consented to the decree of Judge
Hunter's court, and by that act had
placed himself beyond relief. Colonel
Tabb then cited a number of decis¬
ions from the records of high courts
in other states to show that even if
it were true that the conclusions arriv¬
ed at by Judge Gunter were based upon
false testimony.which he did not admit
.except by inference in tiling the demur¬
rer-tin.' pending case was one which
Judge Ulackstone, under the law, could
not review. These decisions, he said,
rest upon the well established principletliat there must be a limit to litigation.
The question of improper testimony, in
its various phases, involving the knowl¬
edge of such evidence by the party
benefited 'by the result attained by
fraudulent means, was also carefullyconsidered. In that the veteran attor¬
ney left no point uncovered.

Air. Montague spoke briefly, yester¬
day morning, confining himself mainly
to the presentation of law in opposition
to that relied upon by Colonel Tabb.
This he did in order to exnedite the
proceedings, and for the same reason
Air. Causey did not speak. Judge Black-
stone being ill and desiring to dispose
of the demurrer as soon as possible.
Sir. Montague was followed, by Judge
Mann, whose speech was pronounced
by many competent Judges of legal log¬
ic, and absolutely unanswerable argu¬
ment. The strong points which Colonel
Tabb had set forth with so much power
and eloquence on the day before were
taken up, one at a time, and apparently
torn to tatters. He explained that in
the cases cited by the Colonel, the wit¬
nesses upon whose testimony the re¬
sult hinged were not persons who had
not been found guilty of the crime of
perjury, while in the case under con¬
sideration the falsity of the evidence
upon which Judge Gunter relied, and
which led htm to enter a decree in
Mrs. Bridgeforth's favor, had been
made perfectly plain. He denied the
statement that his client had consented
to the decree of divorce, but admitted
that he had agreed to the arrangement
proposed concerning the payment of al¬
imony, a year later.
Colonel Tabb replied yesterday after¬

noon, calling Judge Ulackstone's atten¬
tion to other authorities than those
cited in his first speech and strongly
answering the arguments of Judge
Mann.
In delivering his opinion Judge

Blackstone, although he had not ex¬
amined the case, stated it accurately
from beginning to end. He then took
up the various questions involved and
disposed of them with the confidence
and care of a. jurist of three score and
ten. During the delivery of the first
half of the opinion, it seemed certain
that Bridgeforth would he the winner.
He said that from the testimony in the
case, as he understood it, the com¬
plainant had been badly treated, and
he even went so far as to say that al¬
though Mrs. Bridgeforth had not been
a party to the frauds alleged to have
been practiced upon Bridgeforth in the
trial of the divorce suit, that could not
be urged as a reason for sustaining the
demurrer. But when he turned to the
law it soon became evident that his
decision would be with Colonel Tabb.
And so it was.

THE TEXT BOOK QUESTION.
A Clear Explanation by Professor

Dudley R. Cowles.
The following communication from

Professor Dudley R. Cowles will be read
with interest by persons disposed to
complain of the change of text books:
Mr. Editor:

I am told that our people are very
much exercised over the recent changeof text books. Permit me to state In
the beginning that your teachers and
county officials are not responsible for
the change. The State Board of Edu¬
cation provides a list of text books to
be used in the schools of Virginia.The following law was ordered July 29,1S9S:
"The text books used in the publicfree schools of Virginia shall be those

adopted by the State Board of Educa¬
tion, and all books heretofore author¬
ized for use in said schools, and not
found upon the list adopted July. 1898,
are not to be used, save as authorized
in section 4."
Then, in section 4, certain books are

allowed to remain in school for a spec¬
ified time. When the patron takes
advantage of this option he forfeits the
privilege of the exchange price, which
i«t really the great factor in lightening
the burden. By taking the new books
immediately patrons are able to dis¬
pose of the old books, get the benefit
of the exchange price, and save nearly
",0 per cent, on the purchase.
Thus, you see, your teachers and

county officials are doing all In their
power to avoid any unnecessary ex¬
pense on the part of the patrons. Even
though we as teachers might desire to
retain many of the old books within
the schools, yet we have no power to
do so; for we must select those books
authorized by the State Board of Edu¬
cation.
Now, a word in defense of the School

Board. There is a law requiring that
board to revise the text book list ev¬
ery four years. They are sworn to put
the best books in the hands of the peo¬
ple of the State. If they fail to do so.
they are guilty of criminal negligence.
In my opinion they have given ua

the most excellent list of books everadopted in the State of Virginia, andeducators throughout the country de¬clare that the present list of books asadopted by ihe State board in IS9S, themost complete of any State in theUnion.
The State board, composed of Gov¬

ernor Tyler. Attorney General Monta¬
gue and Superintendent Southall. as¬
sisted by Professor Brent and Mr. Mc-Given. represents the highest intellec¬tual and moral character in our State.I think they have conscientiously triedto do their duty, and have done it in amasterly way. They deserve you con¬gratulations rather than your censure.The buying of these and other bi>oks
seems at this time quite a hardship,but let me say it is not so great afterall. The list will continue in theschools for four years. During thattime your children get the benefit ofthe most modern books and the mostimproved method of instruction. While
your pocket may suffer temporarily, re¬member that the mind and character or
your child is improved accordingly.Bear up and sustain your State Boardof Education.
