KINGSTON. JAMAICA. Sept. 23..

Mail advices which reached here todaybrought melancholy relief to the stis
pense experienced regarding the full
extent of the hurricane disaster at the
Islands of St. Vincent. S;. Luc ia and
Barbados, showing that the first ac-
eounts were not exaggerated.
At St. Vincent about 200 lives had

been lost, not counting the loss of hie
suffered through ikjo destruction "(
shipping. The following tow ns or vil-
lag-s were destroy-d: R seplaco.Graii.iSable. Arnosville, Mount Pleasant, A
gyle, Wallilabo. Barrouallio, Layon and
Buccament. and the set und city.Georgetown, was considerably dam¬
aged. No approximate estimate of the
pecuniary damage done has been reach¬ed, but the island is practicallv ruin¬
ed.

St. Lucia suffered mostly from ram
and landslides, the delude lasting ten
hours.
The city or Castries suffered some¬

what, chielly from a tidal wave which
swept over half the town anil wrecked
a portion of Bay street. Thirteen lives
were lost. The full'extent of the dam¬
age has not been computed, hut it isincomparably less than St. Vincent's.The hurricane which struc k the in¬land of Barbados on the nigiil of theKith, completely wrecked that Hat. ex¬posed island, sweeping away 10.000houses and damaging; thousands more.This left three-quarters of the inhabi¬
tants homeless. Over 100 people werekilled as far as known.
The total estimated damage, besidesthe lijgs_from the cane crop "ami provis¬ions, is about Jl,500,000 at Barbados.
CLOUDBURST AND CYCLONE.

Great Damage Done to Crops and Hail-
roads in Carolina.
(By Telegraph.)

CHARLOTTE, N. C, Sept. 23. A
special to the Observer from points in
western North Carolina tell of serious
damage from a cloudburst. The Yadkin
and Catawba rivers are booming. In
Caldwell county, tin- rainfall lias been
six inches in twenty-four houi-s. The
Carolina and Northwestern railroad
tracks are two feet under water in une
place. Trains have been delayed on tin-
Western North Carolina hy washouts.
The river bottom corn rops nr.- cover¬
ed with mud and ate ruined. The hay
crop is also seriously damaged. Some
famines have been driven from theii
homes to the hills by the freshet. Lewis
Moser was drowned in tin- yadkin near
Donnaha while attempting to rescue
pumpkins that were floating down tie
stream.
MOUNT AIRY, N. C, Sept. 23.-A

cyclone visited here lasl night, unroof¬
ing the Cape Fear and Yadkin Valley
railroad depot, blowing down several
buildings and doing considerable dam¬
age to telephone and telegraph cum¬
in unication.

TRADE CONDITIONS.

Larger Cereal Exports and ImprovingOutlook in Many Linus.
(By Telegraph.)NEW YORK. Sept. 23..Bradstreefstomorrow will say:

"Favorable trade developments mani¬fest themselves chiefly along the linespreviously noted. The importance of
a large export demand to the country'sdomestic interests is Illustrated by theimproved tone and price in wheat andHour this week, growing out of the bet¬ter foreign buying Induced by less fav¬orable Russian crop reports, smallershipments from that country and ap¬parently continued careful selling byAmerican producers. Raw cotton, onthe other hand, reflects probabilities ofcontinued plentiful _supplies and ratherslow demand in quotations, lower thanthe lowest point reached In the year ofdepression, 1894. when a large yield was(...incident with poor trade. Industrialtroubles and tight money.
From the west and northwest ad¬

vices continue largely in the former
cheerful strain. Some relaxation in
activity is perceptible in some lines at
large markets, but the volume of trade
as a whole is evidently equal to anyprevious record. At the south low-
priced cotton and yellow fever quaran¬tines affect trade adversely, improve¬ment in one section being counterbal¬
anced by less favorable advancementsfrom others. Conditions on the Pacific
coast are most numerously reported Inthe Stute of Oregon and Washington.Conservative management earlier in the
year, however, has resulted in fairly-good conditions in California, where
crops were less favorable than further
north, and failures are down to a min¬imum.
At the east the least favorable re¬

ports continue to come from the textile
Industries. Wool is quiet, and manu¬
facturers are not encouraged to buy-heavily in view of the very moderatetrade in woolen goods. Cotton goods
are in better distribution, but prices be¬
tray the unsettling influences of low
prices for the material, and print cloths
are slightly weaker.
Activity In iron and steel manufac¬

ture continues unabated, and similar
conditions are reported abroad. Talk
of further moderate advance in priceshas increased. particularly in this
ountry, which, generally speaking, is
the cheapest market for iron and steel
in the world. The export trade in pigiron from southern points continues
very heavy, and another advance of 2f.
cents is reported by some large south¬
ern concerns.
Improved foreign demand for Ameri¬

can c.-reals is shown in the enlarged
volume of shipments this week. Wheat
(including flour), shipments aggregate
4.1191,353 bushels, against 3.075,291 bush¬
els last week: 5.70S.S25 bushels in the
corresponding week of 1S97: 3.930.4(1(1
bushels in 1896: 3.151.907 bushels in 1K95:

NOVELIST JOHNSON DEAD.
BALTIMORE. Sep. 23.RichardMalcolm Johnson, the lecturer and nov¬

elist died in this city this morningafter an illness of several months.
Colonel Johnson was horn in Hancock

county, Ga-. in 1822. was educated attiie Mercer Baptist University, and be¬
gan life as a school teacher. Subse¬
quently he took up the practice of law
at Sparta. Ga., which he afterwards
gave up to accept a professorship in
the University of Georgia. At the close
>f the Civil war he came to Baltimore
and established a school near the city
at which many prominent men receivedtheir rudimentary education. Several
years ago he abandoned this occupation
and has since devoted his time to lec¬
turing and to writing those character¬
istic stories and sketches of southern
life that have made his nnme a house¬
hold word in all parts of this country.
Although reared a Baptist. Colonel
Johnson relinquished that faith in 1871
and became a Catholic in which church
he remained until his death. His wife
was Miss Frances Mansfield, of Sparta.
Ga.. and three sons and fop- daughters
survive him.
