..Kit!" McCoy and James .1. Corliett.

.whose match has heen broken off. met
in the Gilsey House lobby this after¬
noon, when McCoy knocked Corbett's
hat off and then, while Corbet t w as
h"l<l by his friends, kicked Corbet! in
the groin. He then ran nut of tiie side
door, away from the crowd. Corbett
¦was taken t.. his room and a doctor
summoned.
Corbett, Iiis manager. George Consi-

r.dine, and Al .Smith ate lunch together
in the~Gi!sey House cafe. Ilnishlng
about 1 o'clock. They then walked out
through the lobby, and in the Broad¬
way entrance met David Nugent, of the
Hawthorne Athletic Club, who joined
them. In one side of the entrance were
McCoy. Wiliam Gray, of the Haw¬
thorne Athletic Club, and six other
men. They were talking excitedly.
Cons Id no saluted Gray, and Corbet

walked up !.. do likewise. Cray, after
acknowledging the salute, said t,i Cor¬
bett: "1 don't think you want to
light."
"What's that?" Inquired Corbett.
Gray repeated the remark, and Cor-

bett loudly said that he was ready to
light McCoy anywhere and al anytime.

"I'll light him right here on the
street." said Corbett.
McCoy, who had been listening, step¬ped up to Corbett as the latter spokeand knocked olT his hat. Several .if

Corbett's friends, wishing no disturb¬
ance, held him. and just as they seiz¬
ed him by the arms and shoulders. Mr-
Coy delivered a kick at Corbet which
struck him in the groin. Corbett lean¬
ed over in pain, unable to try to get at
McCoy, who. as soon as he had kicked
Corbett. ran back to the side entrance
of the hotel. Corbett tried t" follow,but he could not ile so. and he was
persuaded to p., to his room. A doctor
was immediately summoned.
A large crowd gathered al the first

rumor that the prize-fighters were inthe hotel together, and by the time the
report that they had Kotten int.. a llgh!had spread, which was in a few min¬
utes, the hotel was besiegeil. The
crowd was in a state of excitementabout the alleged light, bill neither oftTie pugilists was seen by the people.McCoy disappeared early.

An Account of the Nominee and Ills

Public-Spirited Forefathers.
The political and military career ofColonel Roosevelt is told in a graphic

way in the nominating speech of Mr.Depew. Ian some interestingfacts regarding the nominee's forefath¬
ers ami public-spirited relatives arc
given in the following article from the
New York Sun:
"Isaac Roosevelt was a member of

the New York Provincial Congress, the
legislature and the city council, ami
was also long the president of the Bank,of New York. His son. Niehtihür J.^Roosevejt^born In the clty-trf New -Yorkln"Tr7fiiW8llta»esoclitre^l '

with Robert
Fulton In the invention and introduc¬
tion of the steamboat, the priority of,the Invention being a tn. tier of dis¬
pute. Fulton said of him in a published
ulntemenl: 'As to .Mr. Roosevelt, re¬
gard him as a noble-minded. Intelligent
man, ami would do anything to serve
him that I could.' Nich .his J, Roose¬
velt lived until lSr.4, dying at the great
age of eighty-seven. It is a long-lived
family.
"His nephew, Cornelius Van Schalk

Roosevelt, was horn in this ity In I7:u.
and died ill Oyster Bay on Long Islam!
in 1ST!, or in his seventy-eighth year.
He was a successful merchant, anil was
noted for his large, regular and syste¬
matic contributions to charity.
"His son. Robert Barnwell Roosevelt,

born in tin- city of New York In IS2!>. is
still living, and is a Democrat. He h is
heen in Congress, has rendered muc h
service In the organization of associa¬
tions for the protection of game, was a
stale fish commissioner, was active in
the committee of sevent.v after tl.x-
jwsure of the Tweed ring, against which
lie had been arrayed in the Citizens'
Association, and in ixsx u:is appointed
minister to !!,..¦ Netherlands. lb- has
been an exlraoriliiiarilv active man in
many public directions and also lues
been a. fertile writer on sporting and
other subjects.

¦.Theodore Roosevell, Ids brother,
born in tin' city of New York, was of
shorter life than his family generally.
He lived from 1831 to IsTv lie was a
merchant .1 afterward a hanker. He
was appointed cull.r of ihe port, but
was not confirmed by the Senate. He
was noted for his extensive anil sys¬
tematic charities and earnest and act¬
ive public spirit.
"Mis son. tiie present Colonel Theo¬

dore Roosevelt, was porn in 1S.-.X in the
.city of New York, was graduated al
Harvard College in IS8U. and at one- en.
tered Into politics, being elected the
very next year by tie- Republicans to
the assembly, where he was one of the
juost active members. In ISS-I he was

chairman of the New York delegation
to the National Republican convention.
In lSSii he ran unsuccessfully for mayor
of New York on Hie Republican ticket.
His subsequent political and military
career is known to everybody.
"His great uncle. ann-s .lohn Roose¬

velt, bom In New VoiU in 17!>r,, lived to
lie eighty years old. He was a lawyer
aivl a Democrat, was twice a member
of the slat.- legislature between is;::.
and IS40. was a justi..' the supreme
Court, and afterward was Raited States
district attorney-ftl New York.
"Another relative of Theodore Roose¬

velt, a cousin of the Cornelius before
spoken of, was Jane s Henry Reuse,
veil, born in New Y'-rk in ISOO, and dy¬
ing there-In ISfiR. He accumulated a
large fortune by living economically
and unostentatiously, and why he had
lieen thus self- sacrificing was xplain¬
ed when his «will was i. ad. it left the
great bulk of his estate to found the
noble Roosevelt Hospital, in which a
tablet justly des< rlbes him as ,i true son

''of 'New York, a man upright in his
aims, simple in his life and sublime in
his benefaction.
"Another Roosevelt. Itilborne Lewis,

also born in New York, was a noted or¬

gan builder and an inv.-ntor."

DAY BEACON AT HATTERAS

A day beacon, to be placed on one ofthe dangerous shoals of the Diamond
group off Hatteras as an experiment,has been completed by the firm whichhad contracted to construct it for theUnited States lighthouse board. The
beacon consists of a skeleton structure
of wrought iron and cast steel, embrac¬
ing four legs, forming a pyramid frame,
upon the apex of which will be the daymark and cage around it. It, is to rest
on four cast steel discs, through which
steam will be used to wash away the
sand and allow the discs to seek a
foundation fourteen feet below the bot¬
tom, thus establishing a strongholdwhich It is expected will prevent the
action of the sea having any effect uponit. The skeleton structure will afford
no resistance to the seas that sweep
over the shoals, and the construction of
the frame- work has been calculated to
work so that damnge will he almost im¬
possible.
This frame weighs thirty tons, Is fit¬

ted to two steel pontoons. These
pontoons are seven feet in diameter and
forty feet long, with convex ends. Fas¬
tened to them, the beacon is to be towed
to Hatteras and a fourteen-foot lump
will be selected for its position. A
system of levers on tbe pontoons can
be used to release the beacon from the
pontoons. The pontoons can then he
towed to a port and used for some fu-
.ture work of the kind. The effective¬
ness of this beacon in such a position
as is to be selected to experiment with
will be watched by marlnres with in¬
tense interest.

IN A BRITISH REGIMENT.
"The Unwritten Rules That Guide the Of¬

ficers In Matrimonial Affaire,
This regimental family is, as u rule, by

no means nu Eveless Kdun. Several of the
officers will probably be married tuen, and
the ladies are usually recognized as mem¬
bers of tho regimental family and are
quite as keen as their husbands to main-
tain in every way tho honor and credit of
phe corps. The regiment likewise feels
that the married ladies belong to it unite
ss much us do their husbands, and out¬
siders are occasionally made to repent an
action, possibly unintentional, which has
been construed into a social slight on one
of these ladies.
In some regiments the ladios all dine at

uiess with their husbands' brother officers
on Christmas night. In others other little
friendly customs oxlst, identifying them
witli the corps, and in the cuso of all regi¬mental entertainments tho wife of the sen¬
ior officer will, as a matter of course, re¬
ceive the guests.

In view of what I have said above the
reader must not run away with tho idea
that matrimony is at all encouraged in the
paviijry. Very far from it. It is recognized
that human frailty is such that somo al¬lowance must be liiado for senior officors,
but the married subaltern is not likely to
