FIVE MEN INDICTED
Grand Jury's Investigation of

the Soldiers Riot.

SICK S LDIERS COMING
AShlplcutd huiI u tlitiipl Ml Train Kxpected

Volunteers licine on a Furlough. A
tiui»ll Failure-. n'ouiHU Jail¬

ed for Larreny.

The special grand jury of the Ellza-
beth City County Court, which Wednes¬
day began its investigation of the re¬
cent riot of soldiers in Phoebus, has
made its report to the court. The juryhad tu inquire first into the case of P.F. Eagan. charged with murder in hav¬
ing killed John Cot ham, a soldier who.
in company with others, had attempted
to demolish and were, at the time ot
the shooting, attempting to burn Ea-
gan's place of business. Seven soldiers
charged with complicity In the arsonland with robbing the saloon were held
under felony charges, and It was also
the duty of the jury to investigate these
The Jury filed in and after being poll¬

ed, the foreman. Major.!. W. Richard¬
son, reported as follows:
Commnnwealth vs. P. P. Eagan. felo¬

ny: not a true bill.
Commonwealth vs. William Roberts

felony: a true bill.
Commonwealth vs. John Kulp. felony;

a true bill.
Commonwealth vs. Dennis Murphy,

felony: a true bill.
Commonwealth vs. David Williams,

felony: a true bill.
Commonwealth vs. John Lynch, fel-

ony: a true bill.
As to the other throe men held in jail,

the jury returned not a true bill, and
they will lie discharged from custody.
Mr. Eagan is also discharged from

custody. The action of the grand jury
in failing to return a true bill against
him was expected, the general Impres¬
sion being that he was entirely justified
in defending his property against a mob.
The four men indicted arc young ar¬

tillery recruits, who were charged with
being accessories to the burning of the
Rialto bar. or with robbing, in havingtaken ihorcfrom llqunrs and other
goods. Their indictment is not, how-

monwealth's Attorney F. S. Collier
stated to a reporter that the- men wouldbe placed on trial next Tuesday in the
County Court, but he frankly admitted
that it would be a difficult matter to
secure a conviction on the evidence
against the defendants.
The indictment charges the men with

feloniously and riotously assemblingand with destroying property and ter¬
rorizing the community, and with
breaking and entering a dwelling house
in the night time. The strongest evi-
,(\.nce against the men is that some of
them were found with bottles and other
articles in their hands, which artclcs
were identified as having been in the
bar. entered.
The grand jury was adjourned until

next Monday, when it will reassemble
to examine the hooks of the commis¬
sioner of the revenue, a merely forma!
proceeding.

PANAMA EXPECTED TODAY.

The Transport Expected at Old Point
Today With Sick Soldiers.

The large government transport Pana¬
ma is expected atTlld Point this morn¬
ing with another Installment of sick sol¬
diers aboard. The Panama hails from
Santiago de Cuba and this is her second
triii to this port witli invalids recently.She is expected to bring about 400 sick
and convalescent soldiers, who will be
taken to the Josiali Simpson Hospital.
Preparations are being made to receive
the new arrivals at the hospital am! ev¬
erything will lie in readiness to install
them in the wards this morning.
Discharges have been numerous from

the hospital this week, there being now
something over ;io0 only. Sixty men
from various commands were yesterday
discharged on furloughs and left to visit
their homes and further recuperate be¬
fore rejoining their commands. Only a
small percentage of the men now in the
wards are sick, and all. or nearly all. of
them will soon be gone. But

_ their
places are- promptly being taken by
others, and the probability now is that
tlie hospital staff will be busy for a
year or more to come.
Feeding even 500 or C00 men is no

small task, especially where many of
them are sick or in various stages of
convalescence. The bakery at the hos¬
pital turned out during tile month of
October 10,2.12 loaves of bread, and other
food in the same proportion was cooked
and served.
