His evidence dealt with iliecampaign in Cuba and the transporta-lion of troops to thai island. II,. saidhe had gone to Cuba as inspector g'-n-eral. arriving at Tampa on ih., r.th of.tune. I!.- hail observed casually thepreparation for the disembarkation oftroops before the expedition left andbad concluded that they were quite in¬adequate. "I made ho report however"he said, "as General Miles was on tinground and could observe for himeslf."l.'ontinuing. he said that there was no
preparation for landing in the fa. .¦ of
an enemy other than that which the
navy might furnish. So far as he ob¬served there werp only two lighters and
two scows secured on behalf of the
army before the departure from Tum-
pa. It was his understanding however,ihat the army and navy were co-ope¬rating in this expedition

NONE HAD AUTHORITY.
