ARBITRATION TREATIES.

Must Not Be Emasculated, or Presi¬
dent Will Withdraw Them.

WASHINGON, Jan. 11..If the arbi¬
tration treaties now pending before
the United States Senate are emas¬
culated, the President will withdraw
them from consideration.
The President has impressed upon

members of Congress, particularly of
the Senate, that he regards arbitra¬
tion treaties and a formidable navy
as the best assurances of peace the
United States possibly could have.
He told several callers today, therefore
that he wanted the treaties ratified
and the naval program carried out
without serious modifications.
The Senate committee on foreign re¬

lations today continued consideration
of the arbitration treaties. Senator
Bacon proposed an amendment pro¬
viding that interests of a State shall
not. be arbitrated, but no action was
taken. The treaties are opposed in
their present form,,by Southern senat¬
ors, whe> do not wish to have their
States involvel by reason of bonds
held abroad and which have been re
pudiatcd by the States. The treaties
will he taken up again at the next
meeting of the committee.

Boilers for New Cruisers.

KEELS WILL BE LAID SOON

Actual Work on the Montana and
North Carolina Starts in About Sixty
Days..Must Be Completed in Thir¬

ty-Six Months.

The contract for furnishing boilers
for the armored cruisers Montana and
North Carolina, to be constructed at
the local yard, has been let to the
Babcock-Wilc.ox Company which has
installed boilers in all of the war ves¬
sels built here during the past live
years- excepting the battleships Mis¬
souri and Virginia.

This contract amounts to about
$500.000. as the boilers for each ship
will cost about $250,000. Mr. It. S.
St'kcihan, who has been here for sev¬
eral years representing the Babeo::-
Wilcox Company, will superintend the
nistallation of the boilers.
The keels for the Montana and

North Carolina will bo laid in about,
sixty days. Actual work cannot he
started until contracts for material
have been let and all pkuis. 'etc..
made ready.
The vessels are to ho completed

within thirty-six months from the date
of the contract and for each the yard
will receive $:i.r>7.r>.000.
